Shamers?" (No.241) came cut, & Jacob then
became our first translatoar to get the LIt
Revolution on Its way.

tor. Adron & all were always falthful to
get more Letters trans| ated every month,
sinoe disciples, friends & sheep almost
never spoke English. We had a really frult-
ful coffee shop In downtown Bangkok, then
more & more the Lord started leading teams
up-country to Korat, Udon, Chalng-mal & all.
A lot of cutreach was with the US Alrforce
guys & thelr Thal "pawns" & they were always
so sheepy, as |ife was so insecure as many
flew B-52 bambers Imto vietnan & they knew
what they were doling wasn't right! Later,
since we followed Dad into glving out free
111, Thalland has always been amongst the
top In world shiners. Litnessing teams
would go cut & send baxes & baxes of |1t up
the |ine to different cities they planned fo
go to, since It was too much to carry!
School programs have been a tremendously
effective cutreach with thousands of souls
won monthly! Recently, many Scandinavlans
have arrived & have been a real asset to the
fleld—they adapted extremely quickly to
this tropical fleld & we have been winning
more new Thal disciples lately than ever
beforel—|t's a real explosion! PTL!

IN HOLLAND, EARLY 1973, ZATTHU &
MORN] | wore bethrothed & then prayed

over & they set off for Indonesla. Zatthu
had been born In Amborne, Indonesia & as
with many upper—class |ndonesians, his
family, during governmental tumoll, fled
with the putch to Holland.

HE HAD BEEN WON F Y
AMSTERDAM & was now able to return to his
hanefleld & establish a work! PTL! Just a
fow weeks |ater, Atlanta & Lgla Nun
were betrothed In Ausfralla & set off for
thelr misslon also——a love affair
with Indonesla that was to bear so much
frult over the following years! Inltial
housing, sinoce funds were very low, was
quite poor with lots of local kids peering
In the windows & following everywhere!

They
quickly began to learn the language In thelr
outreach & started falthful ly franslating
Letters. All through the years the team
there has kept the translations really
rolling so that when ocur most strong,
lasting national disciples jolned they had a
real basls-—a rock to stand onl PITLI
Michael Bondung was the first to joln & stay
& Michael Artist, from Surabaya was the
first of 5 brethren fram the same family to
joInl—All really sold-cut & thelr parents
are jewels! PTL!

ONE OF THE MAIN INITIAL STRUGGLES WAS TQ
OBTAIN LONGER VISAS, whereby they could
stay. Thls Inltlal team exercised the
patlence of Job Indeed as they would trek
aaoss dirty, hot Jakarta traffic for a
couple of haurs many days a week to
|mmigrations only to be told nonchalantly,
"besck aja"—ocome back tamorrow! LBT!
Thelr patience, falth & sticktoitiveness
certainly pald though & they found a way
whereby we could get sponsorship & help many
inltial ploneers stay. Over the years, the
main cities had sol Id teams with lots of Iit
cut on road teams, but now, since dear Dad's
push East, making more manpower, money &
materials avallable, we have teams on many
of the distant Islands, & the local radio
show "Al Iman Surya" is one of aur most
effective cutreach tools yetl
