D A V I D THORNH1LL HAS RECENTLY 
RETURNED FROM EUROPE where for 
the pttt 3 years he & his wife Dee have been 
touring as members of the Children of God, 
mostly in France, but also in Spain & Ger­
many. They are visiting relatives in Colo­
rado. 

"WE CAME BACK TO SHOW OUR 
FRIENDS that we are free," Thornhill 
said. "We have just been trying to serve the 
Lord by witnessing every day & getting out 
the message." The movement spread to 
many parts of the world, but Thornhill said 
it is largely unstructured, does not have a 
hierarchy & exists mostly in small commun­
al groups. 

HE SAID THEY TAKE SERIOUSLY THE 
BIBLICAL INJUNCTION to go into all 
parts of the world & preach the gospel to 
everybody. "We don't want to just preach 
what the Bible says, but to be it," he said. 
"We are to be a sample, not a sermon." 

THORNHILL (TELLS HOW HE MET 
THE FAMILY) : After 2 years of college in 
Iowa, he decided to go to Europe. The trip 
lasted 4 months & gave him a glimpse of the 
way other people lived which was very dif­
ferent from the general affluence he had 
seen in this country. Something told him 
he would be going back. 

BACK IN THIS COUNTRY, 
HE WORKED AT A NUMBER 
OF JOBS, made good money & 
began accumulating material pos­
sessions. But he said he was dis­
satisfied St got no real pleasure 
from the things he bought. He 
decided to take off & go to Eur­
ope again. Thornhill said he was 
not sure God existed, but prayed 
that if He did exist He would 
show him what He wanted him 
to do. 

SOME MONTHS LATER IN 
STRASBOURG, FRANCE, he 
was joined by a young man from 
Rhodesia who invited him to 
visit the Children of God com­
mune & gave him an address.

THEY WORKED FOR A 
WHILE ON A FARM & toured 
some of the French agricultural 
areas, visiting remote farms & of­
ten talking with French farm 
folk around pot-belled stoves in 
their kitchens.

them fascists. 

HE SAID IN MANY PLACES

ernment has been considering 
measures to keep foreigners from 
living in the country if they do 
not have work permits. 

"THINGS ARE CLOSING UP
