SO I TOOK A TAPE, TAPE 
RECORDER, MY GUITAR & 
THE FLANNELGRAPHS, 
went into a room by myself & 
recorded 3 stories: Noah's Ark, 
The Crystal Stream & Alice & 
the Magic Garden. I just read 
the.story, put sound effects to 
it with clapping my hands, 
stamping my feet, making ani­
mal noises etc. for Noah's Ark, 
crying like the boy in Alice, 
then I sang "I'm So Happy" 
at the end of "Alice" when 
the kids are dancing in a circle 
—anything I could think of 

^ to make the stories alive. 
g The result!—The stories are 

"hits" with my kidsl They 
like to listen to the tapes, too, 
when they're in bed, even 
without the flannelgraphs. 

SUGGESTION ON USING 
FAMILY FLANNELGRAPHS: 
Instead of gluing real flannel 
on the backs of the pictures, 
which can be pretty bulky, 
I save all the paper that is 
around the Bible flannelgraphs 
I've bought & glue that on 
the back of the Family's f.g.'s. 
In the evenings before bed 
when I show the flannelgraphs, 
I turn off all the lights except 
one like a spotlight which 
makes it more exciting & 
directs their attentionl P.S.

What should I do? 
From Eli & Ephesians; Guam: 

AT SCHOOL OUR 2 BOYS 
PICKED UP ALL THE CUSS 
WORDS etc. We don't feel 
this has necessarily been bad 
for them tho' & in fact it has 
helped them to see even more 
in the spirit where the poor 
people are at & why they 
need Jesust 

WE JUST EXPLAINED TO 
THEM WHAT THOSE 
WORDS MEANT, truthfully, 
& what people mean spiritual­
ly when they use tbem, & 
that was it. The only time our 
kids seem to use one of those 
words themselves is when 
they have been really emotion­
ally hurt by one of their bro­
thers or get really upset. 

WE DISCIPLINE THEM, 
NOT BECAUSE OF THE 
WORDS, but because of that 
angry revengeful spirit, & try 
not to over-emphasise the 
word used except to let them 
know it's not of the Lord to 
call anyone names, especially 
our brothers. This has work­
ed the best of anything we've 
tried, including washing their 
mouths out with soap (they 
thought that was great fun!). 
They still do get a spanking 
tho', along with a talk-sam­
ple & sermon!—Ha! 
(Has a problem in raising 
your children got you stump-
ed?-Send in your questions 
to the FN! Maybe someone 
has a solution, from exper­
ience! —And if you have 
found a solution to a prob­
lem that really works for you, 
send it in. Maybe it'll help 
someone else!)
