2. MAKE A LIST OF ALL THE

3. PUMP PEOPLE POWER!

Be sure you're using ideas & sug:
gestions from all the parents,
helpers etc. in this way you will
draw their attention & coopera-
tion as well.

4. PRACTICE: Have daily sing-
ing & dancing classes, keep the
Kids in good shape, take time
daily to teach them a new song,
a new dance etc., dailyl (11 you
teach the best you can & expect
the best from them, with a little
extra practice & attention, the
kids can do much better than
normally, as a resultl) Remember,
our children are special—they
