GOVERNMENT, 

Thailand i s a c o n s t i t u t i o n a l monarchy. I t was an ab­

so lute monarchy u n t i l 1932 when a cons t i tu t ion was e s t ­

abl i shed. The c o n s t i t u t i o n a l system was f i r s t overthrown 

i n October 1958. I t was re - e s tab l i shed in 1968 & again 

re jec ted i n a b l o o d l e s s coup i n 1971 & replaced by a 

"National Executive Council" which ruled by decree. This 

government was i n turn overthrown by what"nearly amount­

ed to a c i v i l war l ed by secondary* c o l l e g e & u n i v e r s i t y 

students in October 1973. Many, many students were k i l l ­

ed and thousands arres ted . The oppressive l eaders of the 

former government f l e d the country & democracy was i n s t ­

i t u t e d . Since then i t has been a pret ty regular cyc le of 

e lect ions-weak government-coup with the coups or attemp­

ted coups usua l ly taking place i n October. The ARfflf i a 

the only r e a l power in the country supplemented by the 

other brances of the Armed Forces & whenever the govern­

ment doesn' t su i t thea they t o s s i t out * ru le by decree 

for awhile promising to "restore democracy when c o n d i t i o ­

ns permit." Communism was rampant & rose to i t s peak i n 

about 1975 was m e r c i l e s s l y crushed by a rabid r i g h t -

wing government i n s t a l l e d by the m i l i t a r y & eventual ly 

became so r i g h t i s t i t even became too much for the m i l i ­

tary & was again replaced. The present government has 

been the best one for the Family thus f a r . The l a s t one 

(Kriangsak) was the worst. P o l i t i c s are a very popular 

subject here & when there are e l e c t i o n s there are at 

l e a s t 40 d i f f erent p o l i t i c a l p a r t i e s contes t ing i t 

showing there i s quite a d i v e r s i t y of opinions on how 

th ings should be run. P o l i t i c s are a very "hot" top i c .
