PRINCE OF NEPAL RECEIVES WITNESS! 
From Mark & Fay* Nepal: 

GBY! WLYSM! WE JUST WANTED TO 
SHARE HOW MARK, MY HUSBAND, GOT 
TO WITNESS HEAVILY TO THE PRINCE, 
one of the king of Nepal's brothers. The Royal 
Family here is very isolated & difficult to 
have contact with, so it was definitely a golden 
opportunity, PTL1 

TO GIVE YOU A UTTLE BACKGROUND 
ON THE NEPALESE ROYALTY, the king 
here is considered to be an incarnation of the 
god Vishnu. The grandfather of the present 

king staged a bloodless coup in the 50's to re­
gain the throne that was taken 100 yrs. earlier 
from the royal Shah family line by the Rana 
prime ministers. The Ranas never killed the 
de seen dents of the kings because they were 
considered deities, but kept them virtual pris­
oners in a "gilded cage" instead. In the SO's, 
the monarchy was restored & the country was 
opened to foreigners for the first time. Now 
Nepal has a thriving tourist industry. 

NEPAL IS MAINLY A HINDU-BUDDHIST 
KINGDOM. It is against the law to proselytise 

8c a Nepalese can be jailed for 6 yrs. for con­
verting. Nevertheless we have a great deal of 
freedom here 5c can witness & lhness discreetly. 
We have 3 fuUtime Nepalese disciples: 21 yr. 
old Christina, IS yr. old Michael (our adopted 
son) & 11 yr. old Jhoti who is Christina's sis­
ter, who also lives with us. There is also a 22 
yr. old Tibetan catacomber, Benjamin, who is 
also a Nepalese citizen. As long as we try to 
be "wise as serpents & harmless as doves" we 
have few problems, TTL! 

ALL THAT WAS TO GIVE YOU A UTTLE 
BACKGROUND. Anyway, the way Mark met 
the Prince was this: Mark & I have been work­
ing part time editing & writing articles for a 
monthly tourist newspaper. We had to do an 
article about an exclusive Health Club at the 
biggest hotel here, so on June 4th we went 
there to get information & take a free steam 
bath they had offered. 

WHEN MARK WAS SITTING ALONE IN 
THE MEN'S TURKISH BATH, a man about 
30 yrs. old came in. Mark struck up a conver­
sation with him & he introduced himself as 
Mr. Shah.
