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(Note: Ageslisted are as of thetime of the acci-

dent.)

¢ David(18, of David and Charity) inthe USA
had a motorcycle accident which could
haveleft him completely paralyzed. David
was resetting the odometer of his motor-
cyclewhiledriving over gravel, and helost
control, thebikedid, and David wasthrown
onto the corner of abrick building. Theim-
pact crushed a vertebra and some of the
nerves to his legs were torn out. Doctors
originally told him that he would be para-
lyzed from the waist down and in awheel-
chair for the rest of hislife. He did spend
more than 9 months in a wheelchair after
the accident, but now only has to wear
specially made braces as he walks, drives
and works. His healing has been miracu-
lous, although he may need to wear these
braces for the rest of hislife. Later in this
memo you'll find an interview with David,
given while he was still in the hospital re-
covering. (September ’ 96.)

¢ Ezra(2l), Leilani (13) and Vanessa(11) (of

Accidents Involving Isaiah and Fe) in Canadawerein acar acci-

Family Young People dent. Their car, driven by Ezra, was broad-
sided by another car. Vanessa sustained
serious head injuries, broke both collar-
bones and had five fractures on her pelvis
and femur. Shewasin and out of conscious-
ness for one day, in extreme pain. Thank-
fully, by amiracle, there was no damageto
her brain, but she experienced adlight short-
term memory loss and for atime had a bad
limp. (See PL 41 and 42 for thetestimony of
her healing.) At the end of thismemo there
isareaction from Ezra. (October ' 96.)

¢ Sean (SGA JD, of Kezia, former members)
in Texas came upon some deer on the road
whiledriving, and when he swerved to miss
them, hedrove off theroad into an embank-
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1. (Mama:) Asyou’ veheard through read-
ing The Grapevineand ThePrayer Ligt, quitea
few Family members, particularly young people,
havebeen involved in seriousaccidentsover
thelast coupleof years. Sincethe Austin acci-
dent in July 1995 and the other accidents de-
scribed in “Mama’s News and Views—Part
Four,” there have been further major accidents
in which Family young people, as well as a
couple of former Family members, have been
injured. Following isarecap of several specific
incidents:



ment. Thank the Lord his car was equipped
with an airbag, which opened, but he was
till thrown 90 feet into the air and broke
his back. He also sustained a deep gash on
his face that just missed one of his eyes.
The Lord supplied a good hospital and
doctor and they successfully removed the
damaged part of his backbone and infused
a metal tube to connect it again. (See PL
42.) If hisback had broken onevertebraup,
hewould have been paralyzed from the neck
down. The healing process took about six
months, during which time he was some-
what out of commission. Since Sean was
young and in good shape, he healed fast,
thank the Lord, and is able to get around
without any problem and can exercise regu-
larly, although he has to be careful about
what helifts. (November ' 96)

Philip (14, of Gideon and Sarah) was
knocked unconscious and sustained acom-
pound fracture of hisfemur after being in-
volved in ajet ski (water scooter) accident
in Thailand. Jeremiah (YA, of Happyheart
and Tina) and Philipwereracing onjet skis;
Philip cut in on Jeremiah, who accidentally
hit him broadside. Jeremiah went headlong
into the water, and when he surfaced, he
found Philip floating unconscious, face
down. Philip’s femur was broken, and he
slipped in and out of consciousness for
about 24 hours. Philip had to stay in the
hospital under observation for afew days,
and of course had to use crutches to get
around for quite sometime. Heisnow com-
pletely fine, PTL! (See PL 41.) (November
'96.)

Christina(SGA, of Jay and Nina), her hus-
band Dom and his brother Sam (SGA and
YA sons of Andrew and Annie) had a seri-
ous auto accident asthey were driving back
to Atlanta from Los Angeles. The young
man who was driving was planning to pull
over at the next rest stop to get alittle sleep,
but before he could do that he dozed off at
thewheel and lost control of the car, which
went off the road and flipped over. The car
was totally wrecked, but thankfully they

only suffered some bruisesand bumps. (Feb-
ruary'97.)

Regina (18, of Stephen and Adria, former
members) was hit by a car while she was
walking on the sidewalk. Reginawasrushed
tothe hospital and wasin critical condition.
It seemed at first like she might not makeit,
but amonth later she had recovered miracu-
loudly. (February '97.)

Philippe (son of Juan and Marie) had an
accident with aflare gun. The shock of the
flarebullet hit the corner of hisleft eye. He
bled extensively, was serioudly bruised, and
suffered cuts on hisnosein various places.
He was hospitalized and had to remain in
bed inacompletely flat position for several
days so that the pressure in his eyes could
returnto normal. (March’97.)

Amy (18, of Kenaz and Hodiah, former mem-
bers) apparently fell asleep at the wheel of
her car and awoke to slam on her brakes at
the sight of an oncoming car. She was not
wearing a seatbelt and was thrown through
the windshield, and her own car ran over
her. Shediedinstantly. (May '97.)

Mike May in Japan was riding a bicycle
down ahill near hishome, when he was hit
by acar. He received 50-60 stitchesin his
forehead, and had to stay in the hospital
for a couple of weeks. He has since fully
recovered and only has ascar where here-
ceived his stitches. (May '97.)

While driving from Florida to California,
Kenny (17, of Little Josh and Eden) wasin
anear-fatal accident. A semi truck that was
traveling in the opposite direction and pass-
ing a car came barreling toward Kenny's
car and Kenny had to swerve to avoid a
head-on collision. The small car they were
in flipped and skidded down the highway
at high speed. Kenny’s head hit the ground
outsidethedriver’swindow, and therewere
two very serious gougesin his head where
al of the skin and muscle were scraped
away. He also lost a piece off the top of his
ear. Miraculously, he was not injured in-
ternally in any way, and the other two pass-
engersin the car walked away completely
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unharmed. Kenny had reconstructive sur-
gery, and over the course of several months
new blood vessels crept across the bare
bone, then slowly new muscle tissue, and
eventually skin grew back. Now, besides
thesmall part of hisear missing, Kenny has
avery large scar that starts on hisforehead
and covers most of the left side of hishead
abovehisear. It can be corrected surgically
once he receives compensation from his
insurance company. (August ' 97.)

¢ TimDrummer (SGA, of Debbie) in Atlanta
was making a homemade rocket with his
younger brothers, when instead of taking
off, it backfired and exploded, seriously
mangling the last three fingers on his left
hand. He had emergency reconstructive
surgery, and hishand has healed very well.
The accident has not affected Tim’s ahility
to play the drums, and although his little
finger, which sustained the most damage,
isstill alittle stiff, heisstill ableto play the
guitar aswell. Hislittlefinger will never be
quite as flexible as normal, as the first
knuckle was pretty much destroyed. (See
articlesfrom Tim, and from Gabe [WS] in
Grapevine 32 and 33 for someof thelessons
brought out as a result of this accident.)
(November’97.)

¢ Jerry and hisJETT son, Johnny, in Taiwan,
were hit by a car while riding their motor
scooter, and sustained serious injuries.
Their broken bones and bruises have since
fully healed. (December’97.)

¢ Gabriel (19, of Peter and Lily [Angelo and
Sara]) had a 30-meter fall while mountain
climbingin Switzerland. Hewent intoacoma,
with multiplefracturesin hisface and skull;
his brain was severely swollen, and he had
many other broken bones, including those
in his jaws, cheeks and elbows. A brain
specialist who examined Gabe said that
usually when the brain is so damaged the
patient does not regain thefull use of it. He
was in intensive care for several weeks, at
the end of which he went to be with the
Lord. (April '98.)

¢ Gideon (of Meekness) in Mexico seriously

injured his leg (no broken bones, but alot
of torn skin and muscles), as well as frac-
tured afew fingersin a car accident while
driving to Texas. An 18-wheeler suddenly
cameinto their lane from the opposite side
of the highway, who apparently didn’t even
see them, and hit their van head-on, com-
pletely destroying it. By amiracle, thetwo
others in the van came out with only
scratches and bruises. Gideon had to get
multiple stitches in his |eft leg and have a
cast put on one of his hands, but all the
injuries have completely healed. (August
'98)

2. (Mama:) In these cases, theLord mir-
aculously spared most of thoseinvolved from
what could havebeen seriousinjuriesand life-
long handicaps! In some cases He choseto de-
liver them from thislife compl etely, taking them
Hometo Heaven.

3. Themother of ayoung man whowasin-
volved in the accident with the jet ski (men-
tioned above) was praying about why it hap-
pened, and received a message from the Lord
which I'd like to share with you al. The Lord
has not only alowed these accidents for the
sake of thosedirectly involved, towork in their
lives and the lives of those who are close to
them, but undoubtedly the Lord wants all of us
to benefit and be forewarned.

4. Whilewe vegiven examplesof several
accidentsthat haveinvolved young people, this
counsel and caution appliestoall. Therehave
also been recent incidents involving FGAS,
such as Paulo, who had a bicycle accident while
holding on to a passing truck, and who passed
away shortly afterwards. So, youngand old alike,
please take heed to these words of instruction
fromtheLord!

Seek the Lord’s Approval
For Every Action!

5. (Jesus speaking:) Be sober, bevigilant,
for your adversary the Devil walksabout asa
roaringlion, seekingwhom hemay devour. He's
on arampage, seeking to halt and destroy and

maim My young ones, and hewill use any chink
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in the armor he can find to deal a dirty blow to
one of My children. Therefore you must be on
guard! Gird up theloins of your mind and live
soberly and seriously, so that you give no place
tothe Evil One.

6. You ask, “Why did thishappen? Why
did thingsgo sowrong?’ My protection didn’t
fail. No, | wasthere and watching when it hap-
pened, and My hand stayed the attack of the
Evil One so that no incurable harm befell these,
My children. But | allowed and gave permis-
sion for these to be touched, to be shaken, and
to be warned that it's a time to sober up and
realizethat | mean businesswhen | say that this
isthe Endtime. | seek for My children and My
young ones to dedicate themselves to serve
Me every minute of every day—in their activi-
ties, intheir conversations, in their interactions
—and to put aside foolish and childish things.

7. Doesyour behavior, your lack of prayer-
fulness, your lack of desperation, your taking
My protection for granted, open thedoor tothe
attacksof the Enemy? Thisisnot just awarn-
ing and shake-up for thoseinvolved, but for all
who hear. All things are lawful unto you, but
not all things are expedient. |'ve granted you
many freedomsthrough My Love Charter. I’ ve
given you the freedom to choose your activi-
ties, but not all your choices will have My full
blessing unlessyou seek My approval and con-
firmation. This depends on whether what you
choose to do is necessary and expedient.

8. Thekey in knowingwhether aparticu-
lar activity isfruitful or wiseisfound in ask-
ingMeand seeking My counsel. For those ma-
ture enough in spirit to cometo Mewith no will
of their own, or at least with awillingnessto set
their own will aside, | can often allow them to
participate in activities that they desire, and |
can bless and protect them. But those who are
pushy and insistent on having their own way,
who do not fear Me enough to seek My approval
or even seek My protection, or to heed the nec-
essary precautions and safeguards, these | some-
times have to teach desperation through allow-
ing some accident or mishap to occur.

9. Soseek Meand bedesperatefor My will
inyour life—not just in thebigthings, but also

inthelittlethings. Eachlittledecisionisimport-
ant! For in these days of the Endtime, and even
more so in the days to come, one wrong move
or one careless action may cost alifel Asl've
said before, | say again to you today: Be sober,
be vigilant, be on guard, be desperate, be in
touch with Me—every minute of every day!
(End of message from Jesus.)

A Higher Standard of Desperation
Is Needed for the Endtime!

10. (Mama:) And her € sanother message
fromtheL ord about theneed tobeon guard,
more so than ever before, in these days of the
End:

11. (Jesus speaking:) Over the centuries,
the Enemy haswalked about asaroaringlion,
seekingwhom hemay devour. Butinthesedays
of the End, hisfury and rageisat its peak, for he
knows that he is soon to be defeated when |
return. He knows how needed each of you, My
children, isinthistime of the End, and he knows
how powerful each of you will be as awitness
for Me as the days grow darker and darker.
Therefore, in order to combat his attacks, | re-
quire a higher standard of desperation and a
greater level of prayerfulnessthan| didinyears
past.

12.1'vetaught you much about theimport-
anceof prayer, aswell asabout theimportance
of seeking My counsel and confirmation onthe
things that you do. | expect you to take heed to
thiscounsel, to begin now to implement and act
onit, if you haven’t already, so that | can pro-
videfull protection from the Enemy’s attempts
to hurt and hinder you.

13.1 amable, | am strong, | am power ful—
but much depends on you! Much depends on
your own choices, desperation, prayerfulness,
willingness, and obedience in stopping and
looking and listening and hearing from Me.
Whatever activity you participate in, whether
necessary driving or recreational activitiesthat
involve any element of danger, you should be
afraid to proceed without first coming before
Me and seeking My protection. You should be
ever aware that as the days grow darker, the



Enemy’s power in this world grows stronger.
Thus when you’'re out on his territory or in-
volved in anything that would open the door to
danger, whether out of necessity or out of de-
sire, you must call upon Me for My help, and
pause and listen for any counsel or instruction
| would give you. | desire to protect you, for |
need you!

14. In somecases, even if you have prayed
and sought Me, | may <till allow somethingto
go wrong. Perhaps you were not praying with-
out ceasing and were not as watchful as you
should have been. Perhaps you were careless
and allowed an unguarded moment. And some-
times | alow accidents or mishaps in order to
humble you or teach you or otherslessons. But
if you've prayed and are within My will, then ||
will keep you and | will keep the Enemy from
inflicting one bit of damage morethan isnecess-
ary to accomplish My purpose. (End of mess-
age from Jesus.)

15. (Mama:) Themost important thingto
grasp from these messagesisthat the Enemy
ison an all-out attack to destroy and stop you
young people! He'sfuriouswith you! He hates
you, and he wants to get rid of you! I’'m sure
none of you want to have to suffer the pain and
anguish of a serious accident like the onesyou
just read about. And you certainly wouldn’t
want to see something terrible happen to those
you love—your boyfriend, girlfriend, husband,
wife, brother or sister, parents or children—
which could handicap them for the rest of their
life or even bring about their death! Thisis not
anidlethreat. The Devil’'s attacks are real, and
heismerciless!

16. 1 think many of you havegrown sofam-
iliar with theword picture of the Devil going
about asaroaringlion that sometimesyou don’t
really grasp its meaning. A good illustration
that brings to life how cruel and evil heiswas
the movie “The Ghost and the Darkness.” |
didn't watchit, as| rarely watch moviesdueto
my sore eyes, but | understand that it had a
very realistic and scary portrayal of theferocity
of lions on a rampage to devour. When you
hear the Lord’ swarning about the Enemy going
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about as aroaring lion, maybe that illustration
will help you to recall what that really means!
Therelentless attacks in that movie are similar
to what the Enemy tries to do to you in the
spirit, and if he can, also in the flesh! (Please
notethat “ The Ghost and the Darkness” israted
for senior teens and up, and may not be to
everyone's liking because of the carnage. As
the movie review in Grapevine 7 says, “ Some
graphic and bloody scenes of attacking lions—
in particular a scene involving a woman and
baby—could be disturbing to some.”)

17.Don’t befoolish and say, “ Oh, I’'m care-
ful enough. Accidents like these will never
happen tome!” Your only guaranteeisto stay
so closeto the Lord that you makeit impossible
for the Enemy to deal you a serious or even
deadly blow. The Lord has promised protection,
but we must keep our part of the bargain by not
risking our life and safety with foolish antics.
Don't give the Devil an opportunity to cause
you harm because of your lack of prayerfulness,
carefulness, or desperation.

18. TheL ord alsobrought out another im-
portant point, that although certain activities
arenot forbidden inthe Charter—such asriding
on motorbikesand jet skis, constructing home-
made rockets, etc.—nevertheless, just because
they’ re not specifically forbidden does not mean
they’ re alwayswise or safe, and it behooves us
to use prayerfulness and common sense. Ask
others what they think of such activities, and
bewilling to heed their advice and counsel. And
most of al, ask the L ord before engaging in some
such potentially dangerous activity, and be will-
ing to heed His counsel. The Lord has granted
us the freedom of individual choice, but with
that freedom comes aresponsibility to seek the
Lord and hear from Him, and thenyield to Him
and obey what He shows us.

Checking with the Lord
About Recreational Activities
19. Commenting on some of theaccidents
mentioned above, Dad had thefollowingto say:

20. (Dad speaking:) Driving accidentsare
different from these“ pleasure’ accidents. You



should still pray about whether you havetodrive,
and you should pray desperately while driving,
but driving ismore of anecessity. Whereasthese
other things—like rockets, flare guns, jet skis,
motor scooters, mountain climbing, etc.—are
things that people do for fun, for kicks, and
they’ retherefore oftenin avery vulnerable pos-
ition physically and spiritually, becausethey’ ve
let their guard down. They’ re not desperate and
vigilant in spirit and prayer because they think
they're“just having fun.” But if these so-called
fun activitieslead to injuries, paralysis, or even
death, they’re not worth it, are they?

21. Socount thecost, folks, beforeyou par -
ticipatein thesekindsof potentially danger -
ousactivities. In some casesthe Lord may give
you the go-ahead; in others He might caution
you against it. But one thing for sureis that if
you've prayed beforehand and are desperate in
spirit, the Lord and your spirit helpersand guard-
ian angels have alot more power to protect you
than if you're just goofing off and not even
paying any attention to them! (End of message
fromDad.)

The Need for Intensely Focused
Prayers Before Driving!

22. (Mama:) Alongthelinesof theLord’'s
and Dad’ sadmonitionsto pray moreabout what
wedo and topray beforewedoit, here'ssome
more specific counsel from Dad about how to
pray. This message gives some solid guidelines
of what type of prayer and prayerful spirit the
Lord expectsusto havein order to receive His
full protection.

23. (Dad speaking:) The Enemy will use
any littleopening, any lack of prayerfulnessto
getinandtry tohinder and causetroublefor
the saints. I'm sorry, folks, but no longer can
you coast along on the momentum of half-
hearted, non-specific, unfocused prayer. Those
days are over! I've always told you that the in-
tensity withwhich you pray isdirectly reflected
inthe answer, and you' reall going to haveto be
more intensely focused in your prayers than
before when leaving the property and going out
ontothe Devil’sterritory.

24. From now on | want thedriver and his
buddy and any other passenger stostop every-
thing—no fastening of seatbeltsor fiddling with
belongings or chattering away while prayer is
underway. That time belongs to nobody and
nothing else but to the Lord and getting ahold
of Him! And no driving out of the driveway
breathing a quick hurried prayer! You need to
stop everything and pray. If you’'re going to be
tempted to pray aquick prayer whileyou' rezoom-
ing off, don't even turn on the ignition before
you pray. Of course, you normally need to let
the car warm up for aminute or two before you
depart, and that's an ideal time to pray. But if
you're going to be distracted during that time
and only send up a halfhearted prayer, you may
only end up with halfway protection.

25. Get quiet and send up a good, whole-
hearted, specificprayer totheL ordfor Hispro-
tection and safekeeping. Pray for a spirit of
prayerfulness in all your business, shopping,
witnessing, and in all you do and say whileout.
Pray that you can be alert and in-tune. Pray that
you can pray without ceasing.

26. Ther € saspecial power and ener gy that
accompaniesyour prayer swhen you' refocused
and concentratingin prayer. It'samost likethe
energy and power of everyone's spirits tuning
in together in prayer acts as a conduit for the
prayer to hit thetarget dead center. When bathed
in this sort of prayer, you' re virtually untouch-
able! The Enemy has no power over you what-
soever. So beforeyou leavethe property, every-
one traveling in the vehicle should unite in
prayer and really focus and tune in. It doesn’t
have to be long, but it does have to be desper-
ate, and alot more desperate and on the attack
and focused than some of the prayers|’ve seen
lately!

27. Not only should the person sittingin
thefront seat lay handson thedriver during
prayer and pray for hisdriving, but if thereare
other passengersin the back it’'sagood ideafor
themto hold hands and create aprayer circle or
chain, because in uniting both your spirits and
hands, you help create a spiritual force field
around you, and it certainly helps get you all
into more of aspirit of prayer.



28. Thisisno longer just a nice thing to
do, but somethingthat | would say you need to
feel ismandatory—joining together and pray-
ing a very heartfelt, specific, focused and on-
the-attack prayer together before leaving the
property. The Enemy has definitely upped the
ante, so that means we need to up the ante as
well inal areas, and one of themost importantis
in the area of prayerfulness. Driving a vehicle
and carrying the Lord's precious cargo—His
children—is one of the biggest responsibilities
any Family member can have! Other people's
lives arein your hands! That alone should jerk
you up and wake you up to the seriousness of
such a responsibility!

29. Well, enough said. Takethisto heart,
and | know you will. Makethose prayers count,
and most of all, make sure you always, without
fail, pray a good, desperate, united prayer for
the Lord's blessing, protection and security
when leaving the property, and you'll have it!
Only you can do this part, and a lot hinges on
the desperation of your prayers.

30. Inthespirit, your desper ate, concen-
trated, fully united prayer sarelikelaser beams
aimed directly at thetar get with precision, ac-
curacy and results. But halfhearted, lazy, on-
the-fly prayers are scattershot and weak, going
inall sortsof different directions, barely getting
inthevicinity of thetarget, let alone hitting the
bull’s-eye!

31. So, you got it, folks? | loveyou all and
am proud of you! You're doing agreat job and
we'reall rootin’ for you! But you' vegot to help
us out and give us all the cooperation you can,
so we can do the utmost for you! You need to
brush up inthisareaof prayerfulnesswhile out,
and specifically getting together and claiming
His safekeeping and protection in every way, in
good, focused, united prayer, before you go out.
(End of message fromDad.)

The Responsibility of the Copilot
32. (Mama:) Recently a few member s of
our Homewer einvolved in avehicleaccident in
which the front of the car got completely
smashed up, but thankfully, no one was hurt.
The Lord used thisincident to help usget more

on theball about being more prayerful and des-
peratein prayer. Although wewere not at fault,
the Lord showed usthat if the team driving had
been moreprayerful and dert, it could have been
avoided.

33. After thisaccident, the FGA driver as
well ashisSGA partner received per sonal pro-
phecieshighlightingthelessonstheL ord had
for each of them. Both of these men received
very good instruction from the Lord, but inthis
GN I’d like to share with you the messages the
copilot received about theimportance of hisjob.
The Lord gave some clear lessons and instruc-
tion for him—and for all who have this role—
about what the attitude and actions of the rider
should be.

34. Dad often emphasized theneed for the
rider or copilot tobeattentiveand ahelptothe
driver, and this rider had received good train-
ing in this area and had previously been quite
sober about thisresponsibility. However, on this
particular trip he wasn't watching the road, but
was reading instead. Needless to say, he felt
terrible about this, but we all learned good
lessonsasaresult, and thankfully the Lord pro-
tected anyone from being seriously hurt.

35. (Jesus speaking:) Being a rider isa
seriousjab. You've let others comments take
away from you the conviction that | had placed
there. You weretoo concerned about their opin-
ions, and thus you resisted My prodding. You
chose rather to sit back and read, abdicating
your duty to be a prayer warrior, a prayerful
rider for the driver. | want you to see that you
can’t water down your convictionsjust because
of what others might think or even say. If I've
said something is important and must be car-
ried out, it’snot your job to diluteit and water it
down.

36. Being a rider is a serious responsi-
bility and not oneto betaken lightly. You can’t
just sit and relax when you're the rider. You're
to be as aert and on-guard as the driver, for
you're his second eyes. You're his ears and
you're his helper. Without arider, adriver isin
danger. There should always be a rider with
every driver; it'stoo dangerousto rely entirely



on one person’s senses. (End of message from
Jesus.)

The Lord’s Wake-up Call:
We’re in a War!
37.(Mama:) Her € sanother messagefrom
Dad addressingtherider and driver involved in
the accident, but also directed to the othersin
our Home who needed thislesson and shake-up
—asdowedl!

38. (Dad speaking:) Someof you have been
abit laid-back and lackadaisical, and abit of a
spirit of lethargy has crept into some folks'
lives. Thisisawake-up call to remind you that
you'rein awar. Thisis not agame; it's not the
timeor placeto settledown. You' re pilgrimswho
must bevigilant and not | et your eyes get so set
on this life and on the things around you that
you forget what you’ re here for.

39. Thisisawar and we'refighting against
morethan just physical enemies. The Devil's
out to win, and if he can’t beat you by spiritual
attacks, he'll try real hard to get in with physical
attacks. He'strying to kill you off! He'snot play-
ing footsie here. He's mad and he hates what
you' redoing and all that you' re accomplishing.
Although he can't stop you, unfortunately he's
gotten in with a serious attack.

40. My God, what doyou think | gaveall
those driving guidelines in the Letters for?
What do you think I’ ve been trying to stress all
these years? Driving is dangerous! It's no jokel
You have to be on guard. Thisis serious! And
I’m not just talking to thoseinvolved—I" m talk-
ing to everyone. When you go out in that car
you' re on the Devil’sterritory and you'’ d better
be watching and listening and praying. The co-
pilot or rider is an essential part of driving, and
you' d better make sure that they’re tuning in. |
just can’t do the subject justice!

41. What did you think you wer e doing,
son? You knew good and well what your job
waswhen you sat down in that front seat. What
did you think you were doing there in the first
place? I'm sorry to say this, because | don’'t
want to make anyonefeel bad, but I'm mad. I'm
really upset that the Devil could belet into deal

ablow likethis.

42. You folksneed towakeup! It'sdanger-
ousout there and the Devil isplaying for keeps.
Why do you think the Lord let you see all those
accidents the other day when you were driving
onthehighway? For God'ssake, Hediditto give
you awake-up call, to warn you of the dangers
of the road. God bless you, boys, you took it to
heart then. But you were quick to forget, so the
L ord had to do something alittle more drastic.

43. What happened to thecar issad, but
that’ snot what matter sthemost to me. One of
you could have been seriously hurt or killed.
Have you thought of that? One of you could
have gone Home to be with the Lord, and then
what would you haveto say to Him?“1’ m sorry
I’m Here because of not being in tune”?

44, Wakeup, son! You'vebeen livingin a
dreamland for far toolong. If you havethings
inyour lifethat are bothering you or distracting
you, you'd better start fighting them. You'd
better learn how to keep your feet on the ground
and your mind in tune and your heart desper-
ately praying and seeking the Lord at all times.
It'stimefor achange. It’'stimeto see what your
lifehereisabout. It'stimeto start tuningin and
pouring out as if this day were your last, be-
cause as you saw today, it could have been!

45.Now | don’t want you boysfeeling con-
demned and getting discour aged by this. It was
amistake, yes, but there arelessonsto belearned
and then you move on. It'snot that you’ re meant
to take all the blame, but you do need to grow
from it. Having seen the dangers and having
had this experience should stir up your spirit
and get you moving. It should make you des-
perate and get you moving each and every day
to help others. It should be a turning point in
your life so that you no longer care about your-
self or your own wants or wishes.

46. It'stime to start giving. That's what
leadership is all about—giving—and depend-
ing onthe Lord. That’s one of the main reasons
this situation occurred, to get you to depend
more on the Lord. It'stimeto wake up, tunein,
and get desperate with the Lord. It's time to
start depending more on the Lord and seeking
Himmore. It'sagood lessonfor all heretolearn.



47.1 don’t want either of you feeling con-
demned or discour aged, becausethat’ snot what
it’sabout. It’s about learning and growing. So
you can be thankful that this happened, and
just like with every other thing the Lord brings
your way, He'll cause it to work together for
good. But make sureyou learn thelessonsfrom
it and don’t let anything pass you by.

48.1 loveyou, and I’'m sorry that | had to
comeand giveyou alittle spanking, but you're
my children, and both the Lord and | love you
and wewant you to grow. SometimesHe hasto
let things happen to get our attention; so now
that He's got yours, let Him speak to you and
comfort you and help you. Okay? You won't
get down about this, will you? Because if you
do, you' re missing the whole point. That’s not
why it happened. It happened so you could
learn a lesson, and when you do, you'll be so
thankful for it. Okay? | love you! Love, Dad.
(End of message fromDad.)

Tune in to Your Angels
And Spirit Helpers!

49. (Mama:) I'll closewith thislast mess-
agefrom Dad, given to Gideon after hisserious
car accident. This message is both sobering
and very encouraging, as Dad speaks about the
angelsand spirit hel persthe Lord has put at our
disposal. They’'re able to help protect us by
counseling and guiding us, if we'll only slow
down enough to tune in and listen to them.

50. (Dad speaking:) Speed kills, and haste
makes waste. The Lord did great miracles of
protection for you and your team. The angels
were working overtime in this situation, as it
could have been alot more serious. But despite
the Devil’s attacks, you're the Lord’s children,
and as long as you do your best to please Him
and stay closeto Him, asyou are, He's not go-
ing to let anything happen without His permis-
sion. You'revaluableto us, son, and thisshould
be a very big encouragement to you that you
have a lot left to do on Earth—because you
could’ ve easily come Hometo be with me! But
your kids need you, your wife needsyou, and a
lot of others need you aswell.
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51. God blessyou for being open tolearn-
ing any lessonstheremight befor you in this
situation. Accidents are always agood time to
stop and review your relationship with the Lord
and to check your heart and your mode of op-

eration. But more than anything, this accident
is more proof that the ante is upped, the stakes

are higher, and the Devil’s put abig price on the
head of every Family member! He's fighting
tooth and nail for just alittle break in the mighty
force field of angels that surround you, so he
can getinand do alittle damage. Active Chris-
tians are the greatest threat to hisbig plans, and
weinthe Family are till some of themost active
Christians that I’ ve seen—and I’ve seen'm all
now!

52. TheLord’ strying toimpress on His
children how close He and His angels are!
Peopleinthe Family arevery awareof theLord's
love and presence, but now the Lord is focus-
ing on and heightening everyone's awareness
to the spirit helpers that surround you 24 hours
aday. They'reat your beck and call, and they’ve
got skills, I'll tell you, to help you with every-
thing you will ever face. They’ re empowered to
communicate with you on a certain level, but
it's a very delicate frequency, and unless you
really tunein, you can easily missit.

53. All that to say, someof themileageyou
can get out of thisexperienceistopray more
fervently that you can wor k well with your spirit
helpers, because they’re only limited by your
yieldedness to them and the Lord, and by your
sensitivity or lack of sensitivity to the help they
can offer.

54. 1t’snot atimefor remorse, son. Just
make surethat you’ rewiser today than you were
yesterday, and thank the Lord for this tailor-
made lesson in prayerfulness and staying real
close to Him and His spirit helpers. There's a
battle to be won, and the less casualties the
better. The Lordiscalling all Hischildrento be
more on guard than ever so that they can with-
stand the Enemy’s attacks, no matter where or
when they happen.

55. | love you, son. You're precious to me
and to the L ord, and He's going to do the work
of healing you. Just go real slow, appreciatelife,




love others, and glean all those preciouslessons
that you learn when you brush against death.
Lifeisbut avapor, and we alwayswant to live
each day asif it were our last. But that'salittle
hard to remember until you experience some-
thing like this, so get all the mileage out of it
that you can. | love you and I'm praying for
you! Love always, Dad. (End of message from
Dad.)

“Don’t Get a Motorcycle!”

56. (Mama:) Herear esome excer ptsof an
interviewwith David (of David and Charity) while
hewastill inthehospital after hisseriousmotor-
cycleaccident:

57. Q: What's your physical condition
now, a month after your accident?

58. David: I'm an incomplete paraple-
gic; that means I'm paralyzed from my waist
down.

59. Q: If you were going to tell the Fam-
ily anything, what would you tell them?

60. David: Don'’t get a motorcycle!

61. Q: Why?

62. David: Before | got the motorcycle,
I'd been driving for a year and a half, and |
was a good driver. | hadn’t had any acci-
dents, and was always pretty careful.

63. My dad had had a motorcycle be-
fore and he told me not to get one, but |
was pushing it, so he finally let me get it. |
thought that since | was so careful in a car,
it would be the same on a motorcycle. |
learned it's not always that way, though,
and a motorcycle is just a lot more dan-
gerous.

64. There’'s a kid | visited here in the
hospital; he’s 18 years old and was also
in a motorcycle accident. He's a quadri-
plegic—his whole body is paralyzed, and
the only thing he can do is blink with one
eye! So when you're talking to him, one
blink means “yes” and two blinks means
“no,” and that's all he can do right now.
The accident wasn't his fault either.

65. So definitely don’t get a motorcycle!
They're very dangerous!

66. Q: How did your accident happen?

67. David: There was some construc-
tion work going on in the area, so there
was loose gravel on the road. As | was
going around a corner, the gravel started
to make my back tire slip, and | started to
skid. | tried to level out by going the other
way, but because | was turning a corner, |
kept going straight—which was off the road
—and | flew off the bike and smacked into
the corner of a building. | sustained a burst
fracture of my spine, which is when your
whole bone kind of shatters. It's a miracle
that | didn't totally sever my spinal cord,
because | hit it pretty hard.

68. Q: What speed were you going?

69. David: | was going 30 mph.

70. Q: Only 30 mph?

71. David: Yes. It happened just like that!
| was wearing a helmet, so | didn't get any
head injuries, which is very good.

72. Q: Besides learning about the dan-
gers of motorcycles, has the Lord showed
you anything else through this accident?

73. David: My relationship with the Lord
wasn't all that great. The Lord has defi-
nitely brought me much closer to Him, and
that's really good and I'm thankful.

Back on Track with New Priorities!
—Reaction from Ezra

74.(Mama:) I'm sureall theonesinvolved
intheaccidentslisted abovehavelearned very
meaningful lessons and have grown much
closer totheL ord asaresult. Each hasastory
to tell whichwould benefit usall. Wereceived a
reaction from Ezra, viathe TRF comments and
suggestions, which is so edifying and convict-
ing that | didn’t want you to missit.

(From Ezra, 21, of Isaiah and Fe:)

75. On October 25th | was involved in a
serious car crash while visiting my parents
in Vancouver, Canada. It was my fault for
failing to stop at a stop sign. | got distracted
by something in the car and took my eyes
off the road for a few seconds.

76. Needless to say, | was quite shaken
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up, as my sister, Vanessa, was in the hos-
pital with serious injuries and the car was
totaled. | felt so bad because | knew she’d
gotten hurt because of me and that the Lord
was dealing with me. | knew right off the
bat what the Lord was trying to show me.

77. The Lord told me that | was way off
track, trusting in my own understanding
instead of asking Him where He wanted
me to go or what to do. Over the past six
months I've almost completely pushed the
Word out of my schedule, first because of
business and trusting in my own arm of
the flesh; then later because | was too dis-
tracted with other things that didn’t require
as much concentration as feeding on the
Word. My priorities were totally messed
up. | always told myself that | would read
the Word after | was done with whatever |
was doing, but it never happened because
it wasn’t a priority or something that | gave
real importance.

78. | all but forgot about all that’s been
said about the importance of loving Him
and spending time with Him, so | wasn't
surprised when the Lord finally had to
intervene. One thing was clear from the
day the accident happened, and that was
the Lord’s unconditional and unending
love for me. “For whom the Lord loveth, He
chastens.” “It's God’s intolerable compli-
ment that He loves you and doesn’t want
to lose you!” That verse and quote have
been so comforting, and if it weren’t for
them, | think | might have given up and
quit, because I'd never felt so low and out
of God’s will and discouraged before.

79. Thank the Lord, | immediately sunk
my teeth into the Word, and that’'s where |
found the strength to go on and learn my
lessons, and then get back on the band-
wagon of the Lord’s will. I've made it a
priority to have good solid Word before |
start the day, and I've been trying to love
Jesus as He said He wants to be loved.
Both have been a struggle to do, but I feel
so much more loved and secure.

Preparing Contacts
For Future Persecution

80. (Mama:) Oneof our mediateamssent

Peter and methefollowingletter in which they
outlined their concer nsabout the need for the
Family to more fully prepare our contacts and
friends for possible media smears or persecu-
tion. They wrote:
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81. (From media team:) We've heard
about a few situations where the Family
was ministering to and working with influ-
ential people for some time; then they dis-
covered the Family’s background, past
persecutions, the false allegations that
have been aimed at us, etc. At that point
the contacts or supporters were deeply
hurt and offended by us not having told
them about our radical beliefs and past
persecution battles, and understandably
so. In light of such occurrences, we feel
the need for the Family to prepare con-
tacts and those they’re ministering to for
future media smears or persecution.

82. It seems that at least in some cases,
we've gotten away from feeding and pre-
paring those that we minister to for future
persecution and having to “face the music”
in regards to some of our more radical
doctrines. This has come up in several
cases that we know of and have been in-
volved in.

83. One of these was a request we re-
ceived from some brethren in another
country who have been ministering to a
Christian man doing humanitarian work.
He was interested in doing a documen-
tary on the local Family members. This
man has been very favorable towards
them and loves the work they’re doing, but
does not know that they’re the Family, as
they’re going under another name.

84. The brethren had asked via their
local media desk if it was wise to go ahead
with the documentary, or whether they
should first let this man know who they



are and touch on some of our more radi-
cal beliefs so he knows exactly what he's
getting into. The documentary that the man
was interested in doing would have been
shown in Canada and possibly the U.S.
This would of course cause no small stir
once those on the documentary were iden-
tified as the Family. (Of course we strongly
suggested they not do a documentary with-
out further clarification about the Family,
as the man could feel very deceived after-
wards.)

85. Another situation came up locally
with a Home that has had an ongoing
church ministry for the last few years, but
at the same time they have not really told
the people there who they are. At the time
of the airing of the CBS “Public Eye” show,
though no one in the congregation had
seen the program, we found out later that
someone in the congregation began do-
ing a little investigative work and of course
stumbled onto the anti-cult material and
shared this with the congregation. Need-
less to say, things started to heat up rather
quickly and the brethren got in touch with
us asking for counsel on how to salvage
their ministry.

86. We feel that there has been some-
what of a shift in the perspective of many
Family members in ministering to contacts
over the past five years, especially since
'93 when we were all in the heat of the
persecution battles and engaged in ac-
tivities such as picketing embassies, be-
ing out on the front lines, and being much
more open and up-front with our doctrines
and feeling quite free to proclaim them. At
that time, the academics, lawyers, media,
and just about all those we were meeting
were given our statements, such as “Our
Origins,” which clearly explains who we
are and some of our former as well as
current beliefs.

87. However, it seems that over the last
few years we've gradually moved into
more of a peacetime PR mode of opera-
tion, where some folks are not giving their
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friends and close contacts the full counsel
of God. Instead, in many cases it seems
we're trying to appear to be a nice group of
Christians who are doing good works and
helping others, which of course we are.

88. However, it seems that some of the
brethren’s criteria of what they should or
shouldn't tell their contacts is “what they
don’t know won't hurt them.” But our past
and beliefs always come out somewhere
along the way, and even though you
wouldn’t want to hit someone point-blank
on your first meeting with, “Hi, we're the
Children of God and we have a new doc-
trine called ‘The Loving Jesus Revelation,”
etc., it seems that there needs to be some
kind of gradual feeding program that will
help to inoculate those who we are minis-
tering to from a heavy shock of our more
radical doctrines that they will come to
know about sooner or later.

89. Although we are nice people who
love the Lord and are involved in CTPs,
humanitarian aid, etc., we are also the
Lord’s Endtime army—avant-garde Chris-
tian soldiers who have a very radical theol-
ogy! So we owe it to our friends and con-
tacts to feed them and to bring them to at
least a basic knowledge of these doctrines
over a period of time so that when negative
media coverage or persecution hits, they
won't feel that they've been deceived or
taken advantage of. This, in our opinion, is
one of the most dangerous aspects of not
feeding our friends and contacts, but rather
hoping against hope that somehow they
will never find out about our radical doc-
trines and who we really are. If this is our
mentality, when we most need friends and
support, we may find ourselves seriously
lacking, because we didn’t prepare our
friends ahead of time.

90. We're sorry to be a little strong on
this issue, but from the perspective of a
media team, especially when a rather hot
show comes out on TV and the brethren
get a little uptight, in our opinion it's not
the program or our participation in the pro-



gram that is the problem. Obviously the
Lord allows these things to come out so
we can stand up and contend for the faith.
The problem that we see is that some of
our folks are simply not preparing their
contacts for the ever-present eventuality
of their stumbling upon or being given in-
formation regarding our radical beliefs.
(End of excerpts of letter from media team.)

91. (Mama:) I’'m surethat bringingup this
topic—preparing and informingthoseyou are
ministeringto of our moreradical doctrines—
will cause some of you trials. You may worry
about how to present portions of our past and
our beliefs, and not least of all, how your friends
will receive it. Will they continue to stand by
you and support you, or will you lose those
who you've been pouring into and trying to
establish awork with because of your honesty?

92. You may fed that it’sbetter tonot bring
up someof these controversial subjects. But if
you think about it, you’ll probably have to ad-
mit that this information will surface at some
point, and as we have learned over the years,
it's certainly wiser and more fruitful if you are
the ones to teach your contacts and friends and
explain the reasoning behind our more radical
doctrines than it is to have them hear about
such things from bitter former members or ac-
cusing enemies.

93. Some of you may wonder if it’sworth
hanging on tothebeliefswehold that arenot
mainstream, such as the “Loving Jesus’ rev-
elation, living the Law of Love, or hearing from
beyond. You may question, “Isit worth poten-
tially losing our friends and contacts over these
doctrines? If standing up for our beliefs means
that we lose the long-lasting work that we've
been working hard to build over the last several
years, thenisit really worth it?’

94. Weasked theL ord toanswer theabove
guestionsand to giveusHisviewpoint on this
very important matter. Heclearly statesthat the
revelationsthat He'sgiven usarewhat will keep
us through the tough times ahead, and that,
yes, we areto diligently feed our sheep, to pre-
parethem for the future storms, and to givethem

the answers to the questions that they will be
faced with in the future.

95. Astimegoeson and the Endtimedraws
ever nearer, wecan expect tofacemediastorms
and per secution onceagain. So now isthetime
to take stock in your own Home and see where
you stand in the area of having prepared and
strengthened your friends and contacts for the
times ahead. Hereisthe L ord’s message on the
subject:

96. (Jesus speaking:) | have given these
radical messageslikelovingMeintimately and
hearing from beyond becausethey are necess-
ary to your growth and your survival during
these Last Days. They will also help many
othersand will bethekey that will bringthemto
Me. | will use them just as | used your radical
doctrines in the past. FFing caused you to be
despised and rejected by many, yet at the same
time | used it to bring many to Me that would
not have come otherwise.

97. 1 alsoused theradical sex doctrinesto
spread your messagefar and wideand to sep-
arateyou from the church system. This| did
both for your own sake, so that you would not
solidify and become staid and brittle asmany of
My churches have, but also for the sake of the
world, asmany are drawn by your free spirit of
love. Many who feel rejected by the churches
or even by Me because of the conditioning that
they havereceived from the churchesaredrawn
to you because of your radical doctrinesof love
and sex, and this givesthem hope and faith that
| love them too.

98. It isalsoawitnesstothechurch Chris-
tians, becausethey seeyour fruit, they seeyour
dedication to Me, and they see that you preach
My Gospel unashamedly, boldly and valiantly,
that you are laying down your lives for Me.
Those who have their eyes open and who are
not narrow-minded seethat you are bearing fruit
and that you have the anointing of My Spirit.
This convicts them that the message of love
which you preach must also be of Me, even if
they’re not willing to follow it themselves. It
helpsto break their bottles and open them up to

new things of My Spirit. Thisisimportant, be-
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cause My church Christians need to open up
moreto Me, be willing to accept new and radi-
cal things, and to listen to My voice more, if
they’re going to make it through the dark days
ahead. So you are preparing the way.

99. Even as| sent John the Baptist, who
was despised by the church of his day, the
Scribesand thePharisees, in order toprepare
theway for My coming, so havel sent you, My
latter-day John the Baptists, to prepare for My
second coming. You are despised by the church
of your day, even as John the Baptist was of
his. Yet he was also admired and followed by
many. The people believed him, and even many
of the Scribes and Phariseesknew that hewasa
man of God, and they listened to him and fol-
lowed him. Therulersalso took note of him and
listened to his words and knew they were the
truth. But because his words cut them to their
hearts and they were unwilling to change, those
rulers persecuted and killed him. They will do
the sameto you, but | will usethisasawitness
for Me, even as | did the death of My servant
John.

100. I'musingyou asavoicecryingout in
thewilder ness, saying, “ Prepareyetheway of
theLord!” My servant John lived in the desert
and ate locusts and honey. He was uncomely
and rough in his appearance, and his words
burned likefire. On the outward appearanceyou
ook much like those around you, but like John,
| have called you to be separate, and | have
caused this separation through the radical doc-
trinesthat | have given you—My Law of Love,
loving Me intimately, hearing from the spirit
world, living together, forsaking all, and preach-
ing My coming.

101. But in addition tothecalling of John
theBaptist, | havealso given you thecalling of
Paul the Apostle, who becameall thingstoall
men that hemight win some. You must also be
winsome in your dealings with those you min-
ister to. Asyou do not approach aMuslim or a
Buddhi st with the same wordswhich you would
a Chrigtian, even so you must approach those
who are influenced by the church system and
not ready to receive your radical doctrines, dif-
ferently than those who are fed up with the

churches and looking for something new and
different. You must feed milk to those who are
influenced by the church system until they are
ableto receivethe meat of My Spirit.

102. Bring them along gently and slowly;
strengthen them little by little. Thetime will
come when they will hear of the radical doc-
trines; but if you have prepared them well, many
will be able to accept such things, even if they
don’t understand them or receive them person-
ally. They will not reject you and your work be-
cause they will have seen the sample and they
will know that you are of Me.

103. Still, someold bottleswill not beable
to accommodate such new winein theend, no
matter how lovingly it ispresented. Thosewho
have been soaked heavily in the veneer of the
church’sdoctrinesand their own self-righteous-
ness become brittle and burst eventually unless
they are able to shed this veneer and become
pliable and moldablethrough My Spirit.

104. Many do become pliableasyou work
on them ever sogently with theoil of My Spirit
and thetender fluidsof My truths, but not all do
because not all yield. Thisisthe choice that |
have given man, to yield or not to yield, and
though it saddens Me when men do not yield, |
still use them as much asthey will allow them-
selves to be used.

105. Asyou minister toyour friends, pre-
parethem littleby little. Sowly introduce them
to the things of the spirit world, hearing from
Me, and even hearing from othersin the spirit
world. Bring them along step by step, so that
when they hear news that disturbs them, that
shatters their preconceived ideas, they will al-
ready have a notion of it from what you have
taught them.

106. The same goes for loving Me inti-
mately and receiving My seeds. Teachthem this
slowly, step by step. Help them to understand
that thosewho follow Mearethe Bride of Chrigt,
and that | am their Husband. Help them to under-
stand that saying words of love and affection
to Me, even as My servant David did in the
Psalms, ispleasing to Me. You don’t need to hit
them over the head with such concepts, but
introduce them slowly. Then when they get the
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full message from some other source, they will
already have a basic understanding of it and it
will not blow them away completely. Youwill be
ableto explainit to them and they will be better
able to receive it and continue to support you
and draw nigh to you.

107. Thesamegoesfor the sexual freedom
that I’ vegiven you. Slowly introducethis con-
cept to your friends and those who you' re build-
ing alasting relationship with; first by teaching
them that sex is not a sin and was created by
Me for your pleasure, then by showing them
from the Scriptureshow | have giventhe Law of
Love, which supersedes all other laws. Then,
one step at a time, unto each according to his
ability to receive and comprehend, you can show
them more and more.

108. Use the Bible and the Wordsthat |
have spoken, which they respect and are sup-
posed tobeieveand accept, asthebasisfor your
teachingin all these matters. If you areableto
build asolid foundation upon the Scripture, then
it will stand strong when the winds of the
Enemy’s doubts and distortions come. (For a
very good topical selection of verses, see Word
Basics and Word Topics.)

109. Fear not togivethem theWord, and |
will bless you. You have so much to offer that
other Christiansdon’t, and you are some of the
only oneswho | have been ableto entrust these
truths to. Yet there are many who are desirous
of them—even many of the Scribes and Phari-
sees, and those in the churches. Whilethe Jews
persecuted and killed Me and My apostles, a
great company of the priests also believed on
Me and followed Me. Many of My childrenin
the church system are seeking for more. They
know that they need more than what they’ve
found intheir church, so don’'t be afraid to give
it to them.

110. But usewisdom, hearken toMy voice,
and go step by step. Don't rush ahead, yet be
not afraid. It's better to give them alittle at a
time, even if you're afraid it's stretching their
bottle, than for them to find out about it all at
once from some other source, and their bottle
breaks beyond repair.

111. If you seek M eand follow My leadings

and ar efaithful to giveMy message, then | will
keep the hearts of those who you are minister-
ing to, and they will remain strong with you
through the storms of persecution and the
attacks of the Enemy. Fear not, My John the
Baptists of the End, but continue to prepare the
way for My coming. (End of message from
Jesus.)

112. (Mama:) ThosearetheL ord’swonder-
ful promises! Though you may worry about
your contactsand friends, if you' re seeking the
Lord every step of theway and are being faith-
ful to feed them and minister to them, then the
Lord will help to prepare their hearts, and you
will be able to lead them along gently, step by
step, as He says.

113. It seemsthat the L ord not only wants
our friendstobeprepared for theeventuality of
per secution and the lies and slander that are
thrown at us, but He wants them to partake of
some of thewonderful treasuresthat He'sgiven
us, such as hearing from Him in prophecy and
loving Him in acloser, moreintimate way.

114. Of course, sharing all these things
with your supportersand friendswill taketime.
The Lord expects you to be prayerful, careful,
and wise. In order to know how and when to
present these matters, you will need to ask Him
for specific guidance. Some of your friends may
be able to receive these things more quickly
than others; with some you may have to go
more slowly. But the Lord will bless you and
keep your work hedged about with His protec-
tion if you are looking to Him and doing what
you cantodiligently feed and carefor the sheep
that He's placed in your care. If you fail to do
this because you're afraid of the negative re-
percussionsif it causes your contacts to waver
or have battles, you may find that you have a
more difficult situation on your hands at alater
date.

115. Hereareexcerptsof an instructional
message the Lord gave for a Homethat was
faced with havingto explain someof our more
controversial beliefstoan important supporter
and queen. They had known this woman for

quite sometime and shewasavery crucia part
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of their work, but they had not explained to her
even generally some of our radical doctrines,
such as the “Loving Jesus’ revelation and the
Law of Love. Unfortunately, she eventually
found out about these beliefs from some very
antagonistic sources, which was a big shock
for her, as it was presented in the worst poss-
ible light and she was fed alot of lies about us
and our work.

116. Not only was she destabilized by the
negative, exaggerated, shocking news she
heard about the Family, but wor seyet, shefelt
quitebetrayed. Shewasvery disappointed and
offended that the Family had not been more
honest with her, and had let her put her reputa-
tion on the line for the Family without being
adequately informed about our beliefs which
inevitably raise controversy. Thank the Lord,
He hel ped the Family membersin thissituation
to apologize and explain these beliefs to this
dear woman, and the Lord gave her the graceto
accept the explanation and continue in her very
fruitful relationship with the Family.

117. Here is the message from the Lord
given for thebrethren involved in thissitua-
tion, but with good lessons for us all.

118. (Jesusspeaking:) My hand isupon My
childrenin thissituation, for therearemany
thingsfor themtolearn. Thefirstistofeed My
sheep; the importance of strengthening these
key onesintheWord and in the doctrine, in the
truth. It'snot that | wish for you to pour forth all
the heavy meat upon babesimmediately. But as
with achild who islearning to partake of food,
one must help them to graduate from milk to
meat through all the various stages; preparing
the food by blending it or liquefying it first so
they can eat it, and eventually bringing them
along to where they can takein solid food, and
then stronger food.

119. It'simportant to feed your key con-
tacts and to bring them along, letting them
know mor e about thetruth. It cannot bedone
immediately, but it isbest for it to be done over
a period of time so that they’re prepared and
have some understanding, lest, like this one,
they be shocked. So oftenit isyour lack of faith

and your fear that keeps you from doing this. It
can be a slow process, step by step, but one
which in thelong run bears morefruit.

120. Now you must addr essthesematters
with wisdom, with love, but also with convic-
tion; yet at the sametime acknowledging that it
would have been better for you to have shared
more about your doctrines earlier on, and that
you're sorry you put her in this difficult pos-
ition.

121. Dowhat you can tohelp her saveface
by apologizing to her for not sharing these
things with her earlier. But don’t back away
fromthefact that these are your beliefsand that
these matters—loving Me and loving one an-
other—are the very things that give you the
grace to sacrifice and to do the jobs that you
are called to do. Know that | will anoint youin
these matters, and | will pour My Spirit upon
you. But you must pray for her, for she is of-
fended, and abrother or sister offended isharder
to be won than a strong walled city. But | am
ableto do all things. Show agreat deal of love,
seek Me for wisdom, and pray desperately for
this one. (End of excerpts of message from
Jesus.)

122. (Mama:) Pleasebe suretotaketime
topray and discussyour Home ssituation, and
hear from the Lord asto what stepsyou need to
takein order to obey this counsel from Himand
make the needed preparations as He leads and
guidesyou. It will be well worth the effort and
prayer!

123. WSispresently going over and up-
datingall of our Family Statements. Belowisa
listing of the ones that have already been up-
dated (these can be found on the latest copy of
the HomeARC), and that are suitableto giveto
your friends and contacts. We hope to update
the rest of them shortly.

124. Asweall learntousethegift of proph-
ecy morefully, onegreat ben€fit availabletous
all istheopportunity toallow thel ord to shep-
herd usindividually. I hope that you’ ve been
going to the Lord for counsel and guidance re-
garding your personal life, as| know you'll find
it to be an invaluable blessing. Once you start,
you won't be able to do without it!

125. Oneproblem that hascomeup along
thislineisthat many peopledon’t havethefaith
tohear fromtheL ord for their own personal
situation if they feel that their emotionsare
involved. For example, if you'reinvolvedin a
love relationship with someone and you need
guidance and direction or counsel as to which
way to go in the matter, you may feel that you
areunableto hear from the Lord about it. Many
have expressed their fears that they will get a
prophecy which is affected by their emations,
or that it will be their heart speaking instead of
theLord. Unfortunately, asaresult, many people
decide not to hear fromthe Lord at al regarding
such personal matters, and thus miss the Heav-
enly shepherding that they could be receiving.
In actuality, that's the time when you need the
Lord’s guidance the most!

126. As we all strive together to be the
loving Family theL ord wantsustobe, living the
One Wife vision, having all thingsin common,
and living the Law of Love, our need to hear
from the Lord on such personal matters of the
heart and emotionsis only going to intensify.

127.1 asked theL ord to speak further about
how beingemationally involved inamatter does
not render someoneunabletoreceiveaclear
and untainted prophecy regarding thesitua-
tion. Of course, there are requirements for be-
ing areliable channel and receiving the Lord’s
Words purely and without contamination, but
thankfully, being emotionally detached from the
subject that you' re praying about is not one of
them! These requirements can be found in the
Letter “Prophecy Questions You May Have

Always Wanted To Ask!—Part 3" (ML #3036,
Lifelines 23), as well asin “Tips on Prophecy
Mestings’ (FSM 317), and “Mama's Surprisel—
Part 2" (ML #3134, Lifdlines 24).

128. Thissubject of hearingfromthelL ord
when you'reemationally involved in thesitua-
tion was addressed once before in “Living the
Lord'sLaw of Lovel—Part 5" (ML #3205:48—
64, GN 808), which I’ d suggest you review when
you have time. But here is another wonderful
new message from Dad that I’m sure will be a
further help to you along these lines. Please
takeit to heart and apply it to your personal life
and hearing fromthe Lord.

129. (Dad speaking:) You need torealize
that it’ snot whether you'reemationally involved
inasituation that makesthemost difference
in hearing from the Lord on a matter; it's
whether your heart is right with the Lord and
whether you' re meeting all the conditions that
He requires agood channel to have. For good-
nesssake, if your ability to hear clearly fromthe
Lord on a matter was conditional on your not
being emotionally involved in the matter, you'd
all besunk! | seethat the Devil’stryingto scare
many of our good, reliable folks on this one,
and I'd like to hit him head-on about this.

130. Now let’s get this straight: Just be-
cause you are personally emotionally involved
in a situation does not mean that you're not
capable of hearing from the Lord for yourselves
and getting the L ord’sdirection on amatter! On
the contrary, that's when you need most of all
to hear from the Lord for yourself, personally.
How do you expect the Lord to be able to help
point your emotions in the right direction if
you' re not hearing from Him on these matters?

131. Therequisitefor being ableto hear
fromtheL ord clearly on amatter hasnothing
todowith your emotions! | know thetemptation
isto fear that your own ideas and thoughts will
get in the way, but if you're praying and com-
mitting your thoughtstotheL ord, if you'resin-
cerely and wholeheartedly asking Jesusto lead
you and to have Hisway, and if your heart isin
the right position, He's gonna answer!

132.1t’simportant that you pray and ask
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theLord tooverrideyour own thoughtson a
matter and clear your mind of any distractions.
It's important that you're desperate with the
Lord for Hiswill and Histhoughts, and that you
stay humble. But when you’ve met these re-
guirements, then it's time to believe that what
He'spromised, Hewill perform.

133. Wher € syour faith, folks? Don't you
think the Lord’s more in control and on top of
the situation than that? Do you think HE'sgonna
let you—Hischild whom Helovesand caresfor
and whom Heknowsistrying to serve Him with
all of his or her heart—go astray so easily if
you'reyielded to Him? Don' t you think the Lord
Himself isinterested in seeing you get it right?
Don't you think that He' |l take care of that part,
and point you in theright direction if you start
tofalter or slip up?

134. TheLord hasagreat interest in see-
ing that you get it right! He's not about to let
His children who are sincerely seeking to do
Hiswill and are desperate with Him get too far
off track. He' Il reach down and placeyou on the
correct path and help you to see things Hisway
if He needsto, asyou yield to Him.

135. If you aresincer ely seeking and want-
ingHisanswersand areyielded toHim, evenif
you are emationally involved, He's gonna an-
swer and He's gonna see you get it right! He
won't give you a stone if you ask for bread!

136. What | want you to seeisthat it’ sthe
Devil’sbusinesstoget you tothink you'renot
capableof receiving thingsfrom theL ord. Who
else would want to tell you that? Satan sure as
shootin’ doesn’t want any of you getting your
answers from the Lord, no sirree! That's what
he's most afraid of, because that would surely
mean his defeat! What more subtle way could
Satan useto try to hinder you than to stop you
from hearing from the Lord on persona mat-
ters!

137. Why on earth would theL ord be put-
ting thisbig emphasison theneed tolisten to
Him—to listen to the whispers and get your
orders and direction from Him—if He didn’t
mean for you to hear from Him on personal mat-
ters? How else do you think the Lord’s gonna
be able to personally shepherd you? How can

He be personally and intimately involved with
youif you' re not taking personal mattersto Him?
And what personal matters are you not in some
way emotionally involved with? Of all thedirty
blows of the Devil, to try to stop you before
you even get started!

138. M ogt of theprophetsof God wereemo-
tionally involved in someway or another con-
cerning the things that God spoke to them
about. Don't you think that Moses was emo-
tionally involved in wanting to free his people
from Egypt? After all, they were his people—
his own flesh and blood! Don't kid yourselves,
just because he was raised in Pharaoh’s house
does not mean he didn’t have emotional tiesto
his own flesh and blood people! His own flesh
mother nursed him when he was a babe. Don’t
you think his brother and sister were around at
that time too? His own mother’s prayers sus-
tained him all those years, so he had plenty of
emotional ties!

139. M oseswasvery emotionally involved
when hewas confr onted with the bur den and
pain and exploitation of his people. What do
you think drove himto kill that Egyptian? Emo-
tionsthat ran deep werewhat drove him. Yet all
this did not mean that he could not hear from
the Lord and receivedirection for |sragl!

140. Emotionsarenot necessarily bad; it's
when you let your emotions run wild, when
they’re not yielded to the Lord, that they cause
you trouble. But you who sincerely want to
please the Lord can yield your emotionsto Him
and let Him guide your emotions and have con-
trol inyour life.

141. Thesooner you get over thisfear that
just becauseyou’reemotionally involved in a
matter this renders you useless in hearing
from theL ord on that samematter, the better!
Now granted, it is possibleto receive acolored
or incomplete message if you are emotionally
involved, if you're not yielding your emotions
and thoughts and desires to the Lord, and if
you're not desperate with the Lord. Thekey is
intheyielding. Thekey isin how yielded, des-
perate, humble and hungry you are to know the
truth and sincerely want the Lord’sanswersre-
gardless of the consequences.
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142. When your emotionsarestrong, this
isthetimewhen you need tohear fromtheL ord
and get His direction, simply due to the fact
that as humans we can’'t always trust in our
emotions. That's precisely why you need to go
totheLord and get direction from Him! How are
you gonna know how to handle your emotions
if you don’'t hear from the Lord on personal
matters? That’sthetime you’ re gonnaneed that
extraumph from the Lord, and Hisleading, dir-
ection, and guidance. Otherwise, you just might
be led away by those same emations that you
fear might block your channel to the Lord, if
you don’t pray and yield them to the Lord.

143. What you need to ask yourselvesis
not whether you areemotionally involved in a
situation, but whether all theother conditions
areright for hearingfromtheLord. If you're
trying your best to servethe Lord and you want
todo Hiswill andto follow Him, He'snot gonna
fail you! Aslong as you’'re meeting all the re-
guirements for being a reliable channel, the
Lord’s gonna come through loud and clear.

144. M oseshad alot tolearn beforeHemet
the Lord’srequirements of being a yielded
channel. He had to be humbled, he had to be
yielded, he had to start with a clean heart, he
had to be desperate. All that time he spent in
the desert hel ped him and prepared him to meet
the conditionsthat God requires of agood chan-
nel. That doesn’t mean, however, that he was
any less emotionally involved by the time God
called him to go before Pharaoh and deliver the
Words of the Lord! M oseswas plenty emotion-
ally involved with his people; hisheart waswith
them, he was burdened for them, he wept for
them, and God spoke to him and poured out His
direction, step by step, and gave clear guid-
ance and counsel from Heaven!

145. You folks have been in training all
along. You' ve been nurtured all theseyears, fed
on the Word and groomed for these days. You
of the older generation have stood the test of
time; you' ve been through thick and thin! The
Lord has brought you along all these many
years, and He' |l not fail you now.

146. You of theyounger generation have
also been through thick and thin. You' ve been

fed and nurtured in the ways of the Lord—maost
of you from the cradle. You' ve received a heri-
tage of faith! You too have been tested time and
again and have held on, and God's not gonna
fail youwhen you call on Himwith apure heart,
with your whole heart seeking His direction.

147. And those of you who arenew disciples
or who havejoined the Family recently, well,
you'rejust asabletohear fromthelL ord clearly
and in full faith. God has put it within each of
your graspsto live up to the requirements He's
set forth for being a good, reliable channel. So
don't feel like you're missing out. It’'s just that
those who have had this heritage of faith their
whole life should be able to trust more easily
and placetheir worriesin the Lord’s hands. But
the gift of prophecy and the conditions and
blessings that go along with it have been made
availableto all, praisethe Lord!

148. You can’t let the Devil scareyou out
whenit’stimetohear personally fromthelLord
and you need it themost. It'strue, there'satime
and placeto ask othersto hear fromthe Lord for
you—to go to your teamworkers, shepherds, and
others, and ask if they might hear fromthe Lord
concerning your personal situation. Thisis ad-
visable for a variety of reasons—perhaps for
confirmation or because circumstancesand con-
ditions warrant it. But most of the time you're
gonnaneed to be hearing directly fromthe Lord
yourselves. And even in these times when
you' re ableto depend on othersto hear from the
Lord for you, you ought to still be asking Him
and getting persond direction, confirmation, and
Words from the Lord yourselves.

149. The key is not how emotionally in-
volved you are; the key iswhether you have
yidded your emationstothel ord! Hearing from
the Lord is not something you work up. It has
nothing to do with how good you feel or how
talented you are. It's simply a matter of obedi-
ence, desperation, and yielding your al to Jesus.
Hewill not fail aslong asyou’ reyielded, trust-
ing, freeof sin, and loving and following Him as
closely as possiblel

150. The Lord’sanswersare contingent
on your openness, yieldedness, and desper a-

tion; on your obedience and humility; on your
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willingness to create avacuum and let Him fill
it; on your willingness, obedience, and faith to
receive what He gives with no conditions at-
tached; and on your obedienceto believeit and
put it into action.

151. If you lovetheL ord with all your heart,
soul and mind, and you’ re desper ateto hear
HisWords, He snot gonnafail to speak toyou.
If you'reclosely following the New Wine of His
Spirit and doing your best to leave the past be-
hind and all your own preconceived ideas and
bewhat He wants you to betoday, He' Il not fail
you! If you'rewilling to believe and receive and
givewhat He sayswithout fear of the outcome,
He'snot gonnalet you down! If you' re desper-
ate with the Lord and sincerely calling out to
Him, asking Him to clear your mind of any dis-
tractions and to not let any of your own
thoughts or desires get in the way, the Lord will
do it! If you're not holding back any uncon-
fessed sins, the Lord will speak to you—even if
you are emotionally involved in asituation!

152. HisWor d holdstrue—ask and yeshall
receive, seek and ye shall find, knock and it
shall be opened untoyou! Sodon'tlet the Devil
trick you! Get desperate! Get down to business
with the Lord. Be humble, yielded, and open to
what He wantsto tell you. Cry out to Him, ex-
pect an answer in Jesus' name, and in Hisname
you'll get it! Don’'t be afraid that just because
you're emotionally involved in a situation you
can't hear from the Lord, but keep yielding
everything you’ve got to Him—emotions and
all. That'sthetimetotakeit to Jesus, to be sure
you're yielding all your emotions to Him and
letting Him direct and guide you! Just be sure
you' remeeting all Hisrequirementsto beareli-
ablechannel, then ask! And He'll never let you
down! (End of message from Dad.)

153. (Mama:) In closing, I’'m including a
list of thepointsthat Dad outlined in theabove
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message. If you want to beagood, reliable chan-
nel—despite the fact that you may feel emo-
tionally involved with the matter that you're
bringing before the Lord—then these are the
qualifications you need. Some of these overlap
somewhat, or are different facets of the same
basic principles, but I thought it would be clearer
and easier to apply if | spelled out each little
detail and aspect. Lord help usall to do our part
to be good, clean, receptive channels for His
wonderful Words!

1) Your heart must be right with the Lord and
in the right position, clean and free of un-
confessed sins.

2) Sincerely and wholeheartedly ask Jesus to
lead you and to have His way.

3) Commit your thoughtsto the Lord.

4) Askthel ordto overrideyour ownthoughts
onamatter, and clear your mind of any dis-
tractions.

5) Bedesperate withthe Lord for Hiswill; be
hungry.

6) Stay humble.

7) Sincerely want to please the L ord.

8) Desire God's answers, regardless of the
consequences.

9) Be open, yielded, and determined to obey
what the Lord says, with no conditions at-
tached.

10) Createavacuum and let Himfill it.

11) LovetheLordwithall your heart, soul and
mind.

12) Follow the New Wine of His Spirit closely.

13) Leavethe past and your own preconceived
ideas behind, in order to be what He wants
you to be today.

14) Cry out to Him and expect an answer.

15) Believe that what He has promised, He is
ableto perform.
