Dear Family,

loveyou! In June 2000 a few of the CROs

visited our Homefor afewweeksin order to
discuss ways in which the Family needs to
changeand adapt in order to be all that we can
bein this new era of action. (See ML #3303:1,
GN 902.) It was in these meetings that we laid
many details of the groundwork for the board
vision.

2. Duringthese meetingsthelL ord pointed
out someareasin thelifeof oneof our precious
co-wor ker sthat Hewanted him to changeand
grow in. Asthe Lord has told us many times
recently, He'sasking more of each of us. There
are ways in which each of us needs to change
in order to be what Hewants and needs usto be
inlight of thisnew eraand all He's planning to
do. The Lord took advantage of this time that
dear Juan was with us during this visit to point
out some thingsto him and give him the oppor-
tunity to receive shepherding from Peter and
me. Near the end of thetimethat the CROswere
with us, Juan shared his prayer request and
asked for prayer from several of us.

3. Juan also agreed to share his prayer
request withthe CROsat thesummit and with
all of you, our worldwide Family, becauseheis
agood shepherd and iswillingtohumblehim-
self sothat you might benefit from hislessons
and even hismistakes. (Thisisthefirst of three
GNs containing personal lessons from some of
your CROs.) At this point | want you to stop
thinking about Juan and begin applying what is
said to yourself. Juan has made some mistakes,
but so haseveryoneelse. ThisGN isnot to high-
light him or hismistakes. The reason we' re pub-
lishing thisis becauseit’s an excellent example
of humility inasking for prayer, of being willing
to change in any area the Lord brings up, of
being humble enough to admit you’ rewrong and
to go on to do better.

4, Soplease, asyou read this, focuson your
own need for changeand individual renewal,
not on Juan asan individual. We' renot going
into great detail on Juan’s mistakes because
they're very apparent to him and he's already
taken action to correct them and become theman
the Lord wants him to be. Now the Lord asks
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that we examine our own hearts to see whether
thesethingsare present in our livesand if we're
striving to be the men and women He wants us
to be.

5. Juan’sprayer requestsand themessages
theL ord gavefor him paint aclear pictureof
the humility, thewillingness, thedesper ation
and prepar ation that theL ord isasking of each
of uspersonally asweenter thisnew era. The
Lord ismoving ustoward the vision of expand-
ing our membership, ascenario in which each of
you will be called upon to be ashepherd to those
theLord will bringto our fold. Becoming ashep-
herd capable of ministering to those the Lord
will entrust to your careis something that won't
happen overnight.

6. If you want to partakeof what’scoming,
thenit’stimetostart preparing now. It'stimeto
comebeforetheLord and ask Him what Hewants
to change in your lifein order to make you the
shepherd you' regoing to need to be. It'stimeto
leave your personal problems behind and go on
to win the victories the Lord has for you. It's
timeto ask for united prayer inany areasinwhich
you need it. It'stime to get over any bitterness
that you've been harboring in your heart. It's
timeto mend any rifts of disunity you havewith
others. It'stimeto grow spiritually.

7.1f you want theeraof action and all the
wonderful promisesthel ord hasgiven usto
becomereality, then theonusison each of you
to prepareaccor dingly. Part of that preparation
means laying aside the weights and extra bag-
gage in your own personal lives and sample
and becoming the bellwether the Lord needs
you to be. The Family will only be as strong as
each one of us commitsto being.

8. Dear Juan isawonder ful exampleof this.
He's not perfect, but he loves the Lord and the
sheep so much that he'swilling to do anything
in order to be the shepherd the Lord has asked
himto be, and to betheright sample—the sample
of someonewholly dependent on the Lord. Peter
and | pray that this speaks to each of you and
motivates you to do the same.

14. (Jesusspeaking:) My dear, wonder ful
Juan—thistruly is a red-letter day, as your
gueen hasjust prayed, for it isavery memor-
ableday Herein theHeavenlies. Many aregath-
ered to watch, for thisisgoing to beawonderful
event. One more general of Davidisgoingto be
freed to do even greater exploitsin the days to
come. Thisisapromotion, because!’ m promot-
ing you to a higher level of service to Me—
greater dedication, great yieldedness. Because
of your sincere desireto obey andto follow My
slightest whisper, I’ m going to bestow upon you
this great honor of a promotion this very day.

21. (Jesus speaking:) Juan is worthy of
great honor. He has served Me and the king
and queen and Family well and valiantly. Heisa
general to be proud of, for heloveswith totality
and conviction. He's going through a time of
lesson learning and humbling, but that doesn’t
lessen his value in My eyes, nor in yours, My
king and queen. He's still a very precious and
needed general who will go on to great works
for My glory. Just because | shine the light of
My conviction and direction on his life at this
time does not take away from the trust that |
place in him, nor the value of his leadership or
opinions. Hetill carriesMy anointing. I’ m plac-
ing him on the fire in order to burn away the
dross that threatens to weaken and undo him,
but he will carry on to even greater heights of
serviceand victory. (End of messagefrom Jesus.)

22.(Mama:) Weall believethat, don’t we?
(Fam: Amen!) Wethank theLord for Juan! Here's
an excerpt from another little message the Lord
gavefor him.

23. (Jesus speaking:) During your time
here, | want to giveyou a gift, My darling. |
have heard your secret cries of desperation, and
now is the time when | will come through for
you. You have fought the good fight, and now
| want to reward you with the counsel, encour-
agement, instruction, answers to your ques-
tions, and changesin your life that | know you
want with all your heart.

24. | have a precious gift to give you—a
gift of change. | speak not of such things as a
change of field, nor achangein your location or
teamworkers. | speak of achangeinyour heart.

25. You havechanged very much over re-
cent years. You have sincerely beentrying, and
you have been progressing wonderfully in many
ways. Butif youwill allow Meto havefull sway,
| will makeyou anew man, amanfully after My
Own heart and ways. Though you will beweaker
inyourself, youwill be stronger in Meand My
power. Then as you go into the era of action
and greater works, the action and workswill be
Mine, not yours.

26.1 can dothis, My love, and | will. I will
make you anew, as part of My greater worksin
thisnew era. You will seeyour heart transformed
before your very eyes as you seek Me desper-
ately in united prayer. As you call on Me and

hear My voice of prophecy, youwill receiveall
the detailed instruction you need. As you see
the need moreand moreclearly, | will bring about
the changes | desire in your life. You will go
from strength to strength, and you will be more
fruitful and happier than ever before. (End of
message from Jesus.)

27. (Mama:) The Lord said He's giving
Juan thegift of change! Andboy, I'll tell you,
that’s a wonderful one, isn't it? Matthew, you
know for amost all of your life you thought you
couldn’t change in some things, and you know
how it held you back just because you thought
that was your personality and your nature. A
lot of peoplefeel the sameway, that, “Boy, I’ ve
been thisway for so long, I’ ve done thisfor so
long, how can | ever change?’ But the Lord
says He can change your very nature!

28. A coupleof year sagowhen | washav-
ingthosebigjealousy battles, thelL ord told me
that naturally | wasa selfish personality, but
that He could changeit—even my very nature.
So when the Lord tells you that, then you can
certainly believeit, especially when you seethe
resultslater. So the gift of changeisavery, very
beautiful thing, and that’swhat the Lordis prom-
ising Juan. Thank You Jesus!

29. Juan haswritten aletter to histeam-
workers, and | asked him if we could read this
as his prayer request, along with his prayer, be-
cause it shows that he's not just coming before
usand saying it, but he's putting it into practice
now with his teamworkers. That makes me ad-
mirehimall themore.

But | thank our
Lover that | can't, as this allows me the bless-
ing of being able to come before each of you
and say, “| waswrong. I’ m sorry for my wrong-
doing and my proud attitude that has hurt and
offended you through my actions and words. |

ask for your forgiveness and mercy.”
31. | thank theLord that in Hismercy |
havebeen rescued, and by Hisgracehave now
begun my journey torecovery. | know it won't




be an easy road, as through allowing pride and
sensitivity tocomeintomy life, I’ ve been weak-
ened in the spirit. However, | count it ablessing
and privilegeto have such precious Family who
| know stand by mein prayer andinlove. Truly
| can say that | belong to the most beautiful and
wonderful Family on the face of the Earth—His
Family, HisBride!

32. During thistime of breaking and re-
molding, I’ veexperienced Hisloveand mercy in
waysthat | had for gotten. By Hisgracel’ vecome
to see how I’ ve allowed pride to deprive me of
the greatest of all gifts—His gift of love that
He'sgiventous, HisBride, of being ableto spend
timein Hisbed of love. My lack of desperation
in fervently seeking the time to spend in His
Words and in conference with Him led me to
believe that | could do it without His help and
strength. Asl strivedin my own strength, it only
led meto further distance myself from the use of
the new weapons that He has ordained and so
freely given to usto use against the Enemy.

33. (Mama:) Can | interrupt? Isn’t that
beautiful? Asweread it, let’sapply it toour-
selvesand seewhat theL or d can say tousabout
it. Juan’s already prepared this prayer request;
he's already gotten these lessons. He's coming
before usto ask for prayer, but we should all be
praying about how this applies to us, because
weall need it to some extent or another.

34. (Letter from Juan continues:) Thisonly
helped toweaken me, thussepar atingmemore
fromeach of youinthat | sartedtothink that |
could doit without your help.’m surethisproud
attitude has caused you to shy away from giv-
ing me any words of correction and counsel that
you might have wanted to give me. While | was
praying, the Lord gave me:

35.“Duetoyour disobediencesof not fol-
lowingthecounsel that | wasgivingtoMy of-
ficer sthrough My queen and king of the need
for you to have more timein My arms, hearing
from Me through My written Word, as well as
through My sure word of prophecy, you leaned
toyour own arm of flesh. You started walking in
your own strength, using your past experiences
and God-given natura abilities to make deci-
sions. Little by little our wayswent apart. | wept
to see you going on that road and tried warning
you, not only through My still, small voice and

the checks that | was sending your way, but
also through your wife and co-workers, aswell
as through the warnings that were coming your
way from the queen and the king. But, oh, you
were so busy serving the King that you forgot
tolove Me. Your Father David used to warn all
of you, his children, that ‘ Probably the greatest
mistake of sincere Christiansisto makeagod of
God'sservice.””

36. TheLord continued, saying, “ Asyou
departed from My waysand didn’t follow the
counsal given to you on how you needed to fight
the new battlesthat are being fought in the spirit,
as the Enemy releases his spiritual forces upon
the Earth in these Last Days, you weakened
yourself to hisattacks. Although you had prayed
against pride, by not following closely you
opened yourself to thisbesetting sinand allowed
it to hinder you and disrupt. Pride got ahold of
you and caused you to say things and do things
that, had you stayed close to Me, you would
not have said or done.

37.“You had prayed against prideand |
had put ashield of protection around you, but
disobedienceweakened that shield of protec-
tion and thusthe Enemy wasableto penetrate
it. Once pridetook ahold of you, you started to
lean moreto your own understanding, thinking
you knew better and had no need of coming to
Mefor every decision. You minimized the coun-
sel giveninthe‘ Ask MeEverything' series(ML
#3270-3272). By doing so, your sampleto others
sent mixed signals, and thus has created confu-
sionin their hearts and minds as to how an of-
ficer in My army needs to operate and use the
new weapons to fight the battles that are now
being fought.

38. “ Day by day, week by week, our ways
grew farther apart asyou failed tolisten and
continued on your way. Yes, we would spend
time together and you would come to M e seek-
ing My strength, My guidance, and My direc-
tion, and thus to some degree | could still use
you, and many victorieswerewon. But, My love,
can’'t you see how much more we could have
done had you stayed close to Me, learning to
rest in My arms and allowing Me to fight the
battles being fought? It is not that much good
has not been done; however, are you satisfied
with second best, or do you want My best? Had
you been more obedient and followed My ad-
viceto spend moretimein My Words, resting in



Me and hearing My counsel, so much more
would have gotten accomplished. Your sample
would have helped othersto do the same, thus
My power would have been multiplied and much
greater would have been the fruits of your la-
bors. But because you chose not to listen or to
heed those words of counsel dueto your pride—
your pride manifested in your desire to serve
and show your works—you not only hurt your-
self, but you caused others to stumble too.”

39. When seekingtheL ord for Hishelpin
working mor e closely together with you, my
friendsand co-workers, Hesaid, “ Sinceyou did
not appear to be weak, this caused your team-
workersto shy away from confessing their own
faults and seeking My help through prayer. One
way that you can help remedy that problem is
by not being so proud and giving theimpression
that you can take it, but by humbling yourself
and asking for prayer—acknowledging that with-
out Me you can do nothing, and that although
you do stand on the Rock, your knees are shak-
ing and you're in need of their prayersto help
you stand. Open yourself to them by honestly
sharing your battles and trials. It's the Enemy
whotellsyouthat if you do that you will stumble
them. That is not true. By acknowledging your
weakness and dependence on Me, you will not
stumble people, but will help to strengthen them.
By opening your heart with more honest com-
munication with your teamworkers, you'll help
them to be more honest and open with you.

40. “ By confessing your faultsand asking
for their forgiveness, you will help toremedy
someof thedamagethat’sbeen done. Youneed
to ask them for their forgiveness. You need to
expose your sins before them and ask them to
please help you, so you won't fall back into
your old ways of operating. You must under-
stand that all of you have been called to serve
Me in the same capacity, and that you all need
each other; that you are not above any of them,
and that together youwill helpto bring My Latin
childrentovictory.”

Thank You that through all
of what has been happening | have the opportu-
nity to grow closer to Your heart and learn to be
more dependent upon Your strength.

46. Even now, asl pray to You, | acknowl-
edgethat | amweak and lack thestrengthtogo
through all of this. | need You to help me. |
need, asl readinthe“ Action Series,” for Youto
give me the vision, the initiative, the faith and
the desireto do thingsthe new way. Please help
meto rid myself of the old way of doing things,
my old rutsand mindsets. Cleanse my mind and
give me Your thoughts.

47. Givemefaith tobelieveand not justify
in my mind, to stand solely on Your Word and
not try tounder stand. My sweet, preciousL ove,
You’' ve brought me thusfar by faith, helped me
to walk by faith and not by sight, so | ask You
now that as these lessons are being brought
before me, that You will give me the strength
and faith to continue on this path.

Sometimes he tries to come in sneakily
and it's a slow building up to where we don’t
even see where pride is manifested, or where
these other things are manifested, becauseif we
saw them clearly we wouldn’t accept them. So
help al of us, Jesus.

61. If thereareany secret areasin our lives
that wedon’t see, then wedo ask that You will
exposethem and bringthem up. Lord, wedon't
want these secret sins, these secret things, to
have dominionin our lives. We don’t want pride

to have dominion in our lives, and Juan has
prayed and asked You to deliver him from this.

62. Prideseemstobealmost thefirst sin,
or theparamount sin, of which so many other
thingsar e offshoots:

63. Self-righteousnessand criticism, when
wethink we' reright or wefeel that we' re better
than others, so wecriticize or speak against them
or look down on them.

64. Sensitivity—not being ableto accept it
when people try to point things out to us; that
tooispride.

But,
Lord, sometimeswehaveto allow othersto see,
as Juan said, that even though we're standing
onthe Rock, our knees are shaking, and that it's
not that we' re so strong, but actually we' reweak
and we'rejust trusting. Lord, it'simportant that
we confess things to one another; for You said
that if we confess our sins, that You are faithful
and just to forgive us our sins. So we need to
open up and to confess.

and moving and changing with Your Spirit.

69. When we' rehavingahar d timegetting
alongwith others, it'susually pride.

70. When wedon't stop and ask You about
something, it'susually asign of pride, whichis
causing us to go too fast or walk too confi-
dently, thinking we can do it without You.



71. Not giving enough priority tothethings
that areimportant—of course, our time with
You being the most important, and the other
things that often get pushed out of our sched-
ules—the time to love others, the time spent
with our Kids, or simply pouring into the sheep
You bring across our path.

72.Insendtivity to Your checksisalsoborn
of pride, because we' re not seeking Your help
as we should be, often because we assume we
can handle it ourselves.

73. Thelist just goeson and on! All of these
things, when we don’'t do them, when we don’t
takethetime, when wethink we candoitin our
own strength, or we feel we're too busy, are
manifestations of pride—thinking we can do it
ourselves, thinking we know what to do, think-
ing that we're better than others, thinking that
we don’t need to be weak.

74. Juan hascomebefore You and asked to
beddivered from any pride, any spirit of pride,
any grip that pridehason hisheart. Lord, You
said that we must resist the Enemy and that he
would fleefrom us. You said that at Your Name,
the Name of Jesus Christ, every knee shall bow.

142. You've been willing to burn theold
cloak of prideand to take on the gar ment of
humility.
