By God's grace and due to your
yieldedness, it's bringing about achange world-
wide, thank the Lord! Through obedience, hu-
mility, desperate prayer, and calling on the power
of the keys, many are winning victories over
their longstanding problems and the evil influ-
ences of the Devil. We are very
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4. Perhapsyou feel that Peter and | were
not awar eof theproblems, or if wewere, that
wewerenegligent in not cracking down sooner.
| can see that some of you might feel that your
field, Home or personal family suffered some
losses that could have been avoided had these
serious compromises been confronted sooner.
I’'msorry if you feel that way, and thisisalegiti-
matequestion. | don’'t blameyoufor feeling frus-
trated or disappointed because, from your point
of view, problems continued seemingly unchecked
for alongtime. Of course, your areaofficershave
been trying to do what they can; but they are
only afew people, so your Home or area may
not have received as much attention from them
asyou might haveliked. We'revery sorry if that's
been the case.

5. Peter and | have been concer ned about
theproblemsintheFamily for averylongtime.
It'snot that we were obliviousto them, nor were
we unwilling to address them more strongly
monthsor yearsbefore. Infact, if you look back
over the S2K L etters, you will seethat the mess-
agewasvery clear. That wastwo yearsago. And
there were also Letters such as “Problems and
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Solutions’ and “Charter Responsihilities,” just
tonameacouple. Thedifferenceinthe“Convic-
tion versus Compromise” series was the tone
and the intensity of the Lord’s warning. But it
wasn’t the Lord’stime earlier to deliver such a
strong message.

6. Asyou know, we have continued toin-
struct theFamily thr ough hundr edsof pagesof
counsel, and wehave prayed repeatedly about
variousweaknessesthat had obvioudly taken
hold in the Family. It wasn’t until just recently,
however, that the L ord indicated that it wastime
to send a very strong warning to the Family,
which you have now read. This came about in
the Lord’stime, when the conditions made such
a strong message not only effective, but abso-
[utely necessary. Hereisamessagefromthe Lord
that explains how over time various pieces of
the puzzle fell into place that prepared you to
receivethe” Convictionvs. Compromise” series
and make important changes in your lives as a
result.

7. (Jesusspeaking:) | am alovingand just
God. | seek towoo and win and encourageMy
children alongthepath of My will, just asdoes
your Queen Maria. | takeno pleasurein scold-
ing and rebuking and spanking with My rod of
chastisement, and neither do your king and queen.
Just as parents prefer to encourage their chil-
dren to obey rather than to discipline strongly
or chastise, so it iswith Me. Parents will love,
instruct, chide and guidetheir children, but then
if none of these methods work, they will resort
to stronger measures, to more strict discipline
and correction.

8. Soitiswith Me. | loveyou, My children,
and | long for you to obey and change and pro-
gressthrough My loving Word and My chiding
and instruction. But if you will not, then | must
use afirmer means of correction. | must some-
times even spank you, as a last resort, to help
you get the point. Thisis how it has been with
My counsel on the topics that were addressed
in the “ Conviction versus Compromise” series.
| had already given My Word on these same

topics firmly and lovingly over the years, but
many did not get the point, many did not obey,
many did not yield.

9.1t'snot that thetopicsaddressed in the
“Conviction versus Compromise” seriesare
new. |I've been speaking about them through
prophecy and through your queen and king for
months and even years now. But because My
Wordswere not heeded to thefull, becausethere
was no significant change, I’ ve had to lay down
thelaw morefirmly and strongly so that thereis
no confusion.

10. Some of you are wondering why |
worked thisway. Some of you are wondering
why your queen didn’t give such a stirring call
to revolution earlier, why it took so long to get
such afirm, definite, black-and-white message
about these problemsin the Family.

11. Onereason isbecause, as| said above,
| don’t liketojudge, correct, punish or chide
My children harshly. It hurtsMe, just asit hurts
a mother or father to discipline or spank their
child. | prefer that My children obey out of love,
taking heed to My suggestions, advice and
words of counsel. | don't like to have to say,
“Dothisandthat or else...” | don't liketo have
to warn of the rod of chastisement, to tell My
children what might happen if they don’t obey,
and neither do Mariaand Peter. | likefor youto
obey out of love, as| tell youin love.

12. | wanted to give you, My Family, a
chancesothat those of you whodid obey, follow
and yield through My lovingingtruction would
havetheopportunity toreceiveeven morebless-
ingsfrom My hand. Youwho obeyed, followed,
grew and strove to do My will and obey My
Wordswhen they were givenlessfirmly will re-
ceive the greater blessing, for you obeyed out
of a great love for Me. You have a fear of the
Lord, adeep reverence for Me, out of love, and
| will bless you abundantly.

13. Sopart of My holding back thetide of
themessagescontained in the* Conviction ver -
susCompromise”’ serieswasfor your benefit,
so you would have the chance to obey in the
beginning and thus receive the greater bless-



ing. AsaFather, itisboth joyous and rewarding
to see My children obey when | first ask you to
do something. How much better that isthan to
obey after | have had to scold or punish or chas-
tise. So those of you who have obeyed from the
beginning, evenin small ways, before My stern
warnings, before the “ Conviction versus Com-
promise” series, receive the greater blessings.

14. Another reason why | held back this
seriesand didn’t chooseto give this message
ear lier wasbecause many of the Family didn’t
seetheneed for changeasclearly. A few years
ago, or even a year ago, many of you thought
things were going okay, that there weren't such
grave problemswith compromise, disunity, leth-
argy, lack of living the Law of Love, etc. If | had
given such a stern series a couple of years ago,
or even a year ago, you wouldn’t have been
ready for it. You might havewondered, “What is
the Lord talking about? We're not doing so
badly. Thingsare going okay asfar as| can see.
| think the Lord and Mamaare overreacting.”

15. But by theend of 2001, you clearly saw
the need for this series. There is no doubt in
each one’s heart—unlessoneistotally blind in
spirit—that this call to revolution was desper-
ately neededintheranks of the Family. My Fam-
ily isnow desperate. You seethe problemsloom-
ing over you, and many are entangled. Youwere
desperate for a solution, and thisis how it had
to be for you to be desperate enough to make
the changes needed. The situation had gotten
so0 bad and the spiritual health of the Family
had been so weakened that it was obvious that
an explosion in the spirit was needed, abomb of
hot new radical wine! There had to be achange.
At an earlier date, you would not have been
prepared enough in spirit or even seen the need
for change as clearly. | had to let you reach a
point of desperation so that you would be open
and willing to receive My Words and to change,
surrendering all.

16. My children had to makechoices. After
the S2K, | wanted to give you each the chance
to change, to strengthen your faith and increase
your obedienceto My Word, to show your char-
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acter and the depth of your dedication. This
was essentia to strengthening the Family. | have
to let you make your own choices and go ac-
cording to your own faith. If | had brought along
the* Conviction versus Compromise” seriestoo
quickly, which has been another shakeup, you
would have missed the opportunity to prove
whereyour faith lies.

17. Your preparationsand spiritual prog-
ressalso coincidewith world eventsand prog-
ressthat isbeingmadein thespiritual realm,
toacertain degree. | prepareyouintimeto be
ready, but not so far in advance that you lose
the vision by the time you need it. You don't
understand exactly now, but in the end you will
seethat My timing was perfect.

18. The Activated ministry needed to pro-
gressfurther sothat you would moreurgently
seetheneed to strengthen the Family sample
in light of expanding thebor dersof your tents.
If you had been asked to make these same sac-
rificeswithout avery clear reason, it would not
have been as motivating; many morewould not
have chosen to go forward with Me and be
strengthened.

19. Another reason that | chosethistime
to giveyou thisback-to-the-basics message of
do-or-diediscipleship isbecause| wanted to
first giveyou thekeysof theKingdom. | knew
that what | would be asking of you would be a
total forsake-all—abreak with the past and with
the ways you had been used to operating and
being. It would be a great revolution in spirit,
and the changes that each of you would need to
make would be many and great. Without the
power of the keys of the Kingdom, many would
have felt overwhelmed or defeated. You might
not have felt you had the strength to make the
changes | was asking of you, to bethedisciple|
was requiring you to be.

20. Many of you havefought some of the
sameweaknessesyour wholelife, and you've
now reached apoint of desper ation. But without
the power of the keys and the promise of their
power to help you to rise above, many of you
would have given upin despair and discourage-



ment, thinking that change wasimpossible, that
you didn’t have what it took, that you had fought
so long with little result, wondering how this
timewould be different. So | held off on giving
you the challenge until you had the keys of the
Kingdom in your hands, aswell astheinforma-
tion and counsel that | poured forth on how to
access their power and use them to their full
potential. With the keys to the Kingdom, there
isno excusefor not fighting, because withinthem
isthe power of victory.

21.1 knew that thecall torevolution that |
would givewould beasagreat mountaintodimb,
but that with the power of thekeysof theKing-
dom, nothingwould beimpossible! Eachof you
would be able to access that power to help you
to overcome, to make personal changesin your
lives, to renew your dedication, to get back to
the basics, to forsake your worldly hang-ups and
trips and the vices of the Evil One. You needed
the power of the keys of the Kingdom to defeat
the Selvegion, Pan, Bacchus, and the evil demons
of lethargy. You needed the power of the keysto
overcomein every areaof your lives. And so it
was within My great plan to give you this new
weapon of thespirit before| set therecord straight
and gave My stirring call to revolution.

22.You can besurethat thetiming of this
serieswasin My hands. It wasnot tooearly or
too late. If | had given you these Words any
earlier, some of you would not have seen the
urgency or the need. Therewould not have been
the same desperation in spirit, and some of you
would have become discouraged and given up,
if you had not had the power of the keys to
accessin order to overcome. If | had given you
these Words any later, it might have been too
late, for the Enemy would have snatched more
of My bridesfrom My hand, and entangled more
of you in his vices and iniquity; his demons
would have had more of ahold on My Family,
and their power would have been multiplied
immensely. As your power isincreasing, o is
the power of the Evil One and his minions. So
this was the time to break their chains of op-
pression and defeat them.

23. Thistime, October and November of
2001, wasMy time—not only for these reasons
mentioned above, but aso because | have agreat
harvest to reach this Christmas. This Christmas
witnessing season has the potential to be your
very best. With the fervor and fire of My Spirit
inyour hearts, and with the white-hot Words of
Davidthat you hold trueto, you will reap agreat
harvest.

24. Thosearejust someof thereasonswhy
the“ Conviction ver sus Compromise” series
wasgiven when it was. Pleasetrust that My tim-
ing is perfect, and that your queen was indeed
aware of the problems, and had been seeking
Meand burdened about them for sometime. She
prayed for you, and earlier she gave the Words
that I instructed her to give—gentler Words, but
nonethel ess the answers and keys to victory—
but many did not heed. Blessed are those who
have heeded My Words and did not wait for the
rod to belowered. You are stronger in spirit, and
will more easily leap these next hurdles. It'sa
good lesson to takethe hints, for you are blessed
in spirit when you obey at thefirst little nudge,
rather than waiting for the shove.

25.1 loveyou, My loves, and aslong asyou
continuetoobey, | will continueto giveyou what
| know you need, when | know itisbest to give
it. (End of message from Jesus.)

26. (Mama:) Asyou can see, theL ord had
many good reasonsfor leading usto publish
the“ Conviction ver sus Compromise” series
when Hedid.

27.+ Hewanted to give you a chanceto
obey Hisreproofsand rebukesand heed His
exhortations, rather than quickly resorting to
therod of judgment or warning of it.

28.« Hewanted to give you a chanceto
receivemor e blessings by obeying Hisinstruc-
tion earlier, when it was given more gently.

29.» Many, however, did not obey thecoun-
sel given duringthepreviousyears, soHehas
now had tolay down thelaw mor efirmly, togive
avery clear warning and to clear up any confu-
sion.



30.+ Hadthestrong messageof theneed cated, not on the samewavelength. Two of the
toforsakeall and get back tofull-timedisciple- COscommented:

ship been given earlier, many would havere-
jected it, because the serious problems of the
Family werenot yet asevident to all, so many of
you wouldn’t have seen the need for change as
clearly.

31. « After the S2K, each of you needed
theopportunity tomakeyour own choicesand
to show your personal level of dedication. One
shakeup after another would have denied you
the chance to show where your faith lies.

32.+ Your spiritual progressissomewhat
tied in with world events. What you see going
on around you in the world helps you to keep
thevision; it serves as part of the motivation to
change.

33.+ Thevision of theupcoming expan-
sion of the Family needed tobeclear in order to
show why theCM Family must bethesampleof
full-timediscipleship. Thisvision of thefuture
provides a clear-cut, understandable, obvious
reason for the sacrifices you are being asked to
make.

34.+ You needed thekeysof theKingdom
inorder tohavethepower to makethechanges
that you now face.

35.¢ It waspreparationtoreap atremen-
dousharvest in the 2001 Christmaswitness-

ing.

More on Maintaining Unity

And Defeating the Selvegion

36. Asyou know, in“ The Danger sof Divi-
sion” theL ord explained that wheredivision
exists, everyonewho hasanythingtodowith it
isguilty, regardlessof thedetails. Whenyou're
actively rooting out the Selvegionin your Home
and lives, it's not the time to try to sort out the
blame but rather to forgive. | know thisistrue,
and | believe that through forgiving and asking
for forgiveness, the Lord will lead those who
have been divided to the blessing of restored
unity.

37. But aquestion hascomeup about how
you can beunited with peoplewhoar enot dedi-

38. What about division that is because
of one party’s disobedience or lower or dif-
fering standards, which causes the other
party to be in disunity with them? This hap-
pens between Homes, between individu-
als in Homes, and between FGAs and
young people. Some people think that if
they take steps to be in unity or agreement
with the ones that they consider have a
lower standard, or a standard or attitudes
that they disagree with, then it is compro-
mise and would result in a lowering of their
standard too. After reading “The Dangers
of Division,” it seems it could result in the
more obedient people feeling that they have
to yield for the sake of unity, even if it means
agreeing to the lower standards of others.
| know the answer to this is better shepherd-
ing so those with too-low standards can
be challenged to change or leave, but some
Homes or areas don’t have such shep-
herding, and what happens is that Homes
or individuals just stay away from each
other so they can all live the standard they
have chosen.

39. Would there be any counsel for those
who feel that to try to truly be in unity with
others who they feel have a lower or differ-
ent standard than they do, would be to com-
promise their own convictions, as they
would have to lower their standards to ac-
complish this?

oo

40. On the subject of unity: | agree
1000% with everything that was given; it's
personally convicting and | pray that I'll never
be the same. The field’s need for it is obvi-
ous. But a recurring question that | have is
this:

41. In order for there to be unity, doesn’t
everyone have to have it clear that they want
to do the will of God? | feel that the stan-



dard of unity that is expected can only be
reached after there has been a very clear
division in the Family of those who want to
be here more than anything in the world
from those who don’t want to meet the dis-
cipleship criteria that the Family has.

42. Just like the Lord doesn’t expect us
to be united with the churches or the Sys-
tem, | don’t see how you can be united with
people who aren't really your brethren in
heart. You can love them, but you certainly
can't live and work together. If they don’t
want to witness, hear from the Lord, live
“One Wife,” or abide by the Charter stan-
dard, then the only way that you can live in
unity is to find like-minded people—in
which case | would have the faith to over-
come anything, no matter how difficult. It's
the heart and attitude that make all the dif-
ference.

43. To me it seems that the greatest
conflict in unity arises over this very point—
the discipleship standard! So | don't see
how it's possible to “get it together” if you're
going in two different directions. I'm not talk-
ing about people who have problems (my-
self being first on the list), but you have to
know that the people you're uniting with are
at least trying and striving to live by the Word
and obey with their whole hearts. (End of
comments from COs.)

44, (Mama:) In“ TheDanger sof Division,”
theL ord hasasked you to over comeyour divi-
sion almost immediately. The exposure of the
evil Selvegion and getting rid of them will make
a huge difference in spirit. | fully expect that
people will apologize and get right with each
other at theworldwide prayer and fast day, if not
sooner. But questions still come up about what
todowhenthereisavery big differencein stan-
dard. And there will be situations where there
will still be people in our Homes that really
shouldn'tbeCM orintheFamily at all. TheLord
indicated that this purging will take sometime,
and in some cases the Lord may have to take

matters into His Own hands, which indicates it
won't necessarily be quick. So therewill besitu-
ations where there are people in Homes who
aren't disciples living with people who are try-
ing to be 100%ers. That brings up the question,
“How can two walk together except they be
agreed?’

45. Asoneof theCOssaid, isn'titapre-
requisitefor lasting unity that everyoneactu-
ally wantstodothelL ord’shighest will? Yes, of
courseitis, but what about the situationswhere
there are some who don’t want the Lord’s high-
est will, who are compromising and not progress-
ing? Of course, we hopefor the bestin themonths
to come, but what we don’t want to see happen
is people lowering their standardsto bein unity
with peoplewho are compromising and not fully
dedicated—all for the sake of “unity.” That's
not the purpose. We do need unity, obviously,
but not at the expense of compromise!

46. | asked the Lord what, practically
speaking, He expectspeopleto do. What arethe
steps you should take when you see that you're
not in unity or you’' velost the unity you initially
gained after the prayer and fast day, because
peopleinyour Homeor areashave different stan-
dards? How can that be overcome? What isthe
solution? How can unity be maintained if there
isadifferencein standards? Here isthe Lord’s
counsel on these questions.

Don’t Run Away from Disunity
—Change Things!

47. (Jesusspeaking:) The completeunity
that | seek among My Family isunity between
thosewho areof likemind, likeheart, and like
spirit, in the sense that they are committed to
Me and to serving Me in this Family. | do not
expect nor seek for complete uniting of minds
and hearts between those who are dedicated and
those who are compromised, though | do expect
thereto till belovebetween them. It isnot poss-
ibleto havetotal unity between a Family mem-
ber who is wholehearted and committed and a
Family member who ishalfhearted and compro-
mised and on hisway out. Those who are com-




promised are causing disunity by the very act
of compromising.

48. Tobegin with, | had to givethemessage
| gaveabout unity and tell everyonethat if there
isany disunity, all involved areat fault. Thisis
true. This is the case now and it is where the
Family stands now. At the time of issuing the
major warning to the Family in“ The Dangers of
Division” | had to tell everyone that if thereis
any disunity, al involved are at fault. | had to
get the Family away from the mentality of plac-
ing blame. | had to makeit clear that no one can
hold onto bitterness, resentment, hatred, or even
didikefor another Family member. No matter what
others have done wrong, these vile feelings, at-
titudes and words that have been tearing down
the unity of the Family must stop. You hadtorid
yourselves of the evil Selvegion! | had to make
it clear that that was the first step, the call to
unity.

49. Thenext step toward unity isthat all
thosewho have been compromising need to get
on board and start workingon their weak ar eas
and riddingtheir livesof these compromises. |
don’t expect overnight perfection, but | do ex-
pect overnight desperation and taking action.
Action may be small steps or relatively slow
progress at times, but it must be motion in the
right direction, movement toward the goals |
have outlined and the standard | have clearly
set.

50. Oncefor givenesshasbeen given, once
commitmentsto unity have been made, that
unity must bekept by everyonestrivingtogether
toward the same goal. Everyone must refresh
and renew their own spirits daily with the com-
mitment to discipleship if unity isto be main-
tained. If someone is not committed, or is not
striving toward the goals of greater dedication
and purity of heart and spirit and Home, then
that person is guilty of sowing division.

51.Insayingthat, | would alsowar n those
of you who havebeen guilty of sowingdivision
through self-righteousnessor criticalnessto
beon guard. For theevil Selvegion, having been
cast out, will till seek away to enter your ranks

again. If you arefaced with co-workersand Home
members who are compromising, and through
this compromise weakening your unity, remem-
ber that two wrongs do not make a right. Two
forms of division do not bring unity. Your be-
coming angry, resentful and critical will only
bring in more division and destroy what you
have been building. As| said earlier, though it
isnot possibleto walk in complete unity unless
all arestriving for the same goal, it isstill poss-
ibleto walk in love, to have My love and con-
cern for each person, each individual .

52.1 donot expect you who arededicated to
compromiseyour convictionsfor the sake of
beingin “unity” with thosewhoarenot striv-
ingtobecommitted toMenor strivingtomini-
mize ungodly influences in their lives. This
would bewrong, and in fact | expect the oppo-
site—that you will all encourage and lift each
other up, spurring each other on to greater com-
mitment and conviction, so that you canwalk in
unity, all walking the same direction, the path of
discipleship. Nevertheless, | expect you to be
able to see with My eyes, to separate the “sin”
fromthe“sinner,” and to correct the behavior of
those who are compromised, and even make a
motion for their moving on from your ranks, if
necessary—hut to do this with love and tender-
ness, not with bitterness, envy, resentment, or a
critical spirit. Thisisatall order, | know, but this
iswhat | expect. Thisis part of the unity and
love amongst the brethren that | call for.

53. In the past there has often been divi-
sion because of different “ standards.” Some
have standardsthat are too low, and others have
standards that are too high. Now the standard
of full-time discipleship hasbeen clarifiedinthe
“Conviction vs. Compromise” series. That stan-
dard must be upheld if you areto remain in the
CM Family. Of course, persond choiceswill till
need to be made asyou arefaced with your own
set of circumstances, conditions and needs, but
now you have the clearer guidelines which |
have set in My Word, and agreater understand-
ing of the true spirit of dedication and disciple-
shipwhich | amcalling for.



54. 1f someoneisdemanding ahigher stan-
dardthan that of theWord, and hasaharshand
salf-righteousspirit, then that person isguilty
of sowing disunity and must repent and change.
If someoneisfailing to fulfill the requirements
for discipleship, is not committed to Me and is
not living the Word, then that personislikewise
guilty of disunity. Inthat case, thedisunity must
be corrected by the person either changing his
ways or changing his status.

55. Themethod that hasbeen used inthe
past of splittinga Homeor moving to another
Home because of differencesisnot a solution
to disunity. If disunity is a matter of personal
differences, or people needing some correction
to help them live up to the standard, this should
be sorted out within the Home. If disunity isa
matter of peoplelacking overall commitment and
not belonginginthe CM Family, then shepherd-
ing should be given, by the Home and/or area
officers, so that the people involved can either
be given the help to change or to move to the
level of membershipthat better fitstheir lifestyle.
The day of escapism, of trying to solve prob-
lemsby running away from them—whichiscom-
promise in a big way—is over. That is not the
solution to internal discord and division. The
problems must be fixed and attended to—not
run away from or swept under the carpet.

56. Thisispart of thecall to greater con-
viction: that when you see something that is
amiss, that isnot in linewith My Wor d, that you
go on the attack to remedy the problem and
changethings. Moving to another Homeor send-
ing othersin your Home off to some other Home
isNQOT, and | repeat, NOT thekey to solving dis-
unity. Because either you or they or both will take
your divisive, independent spiritselsewhere, and
continue to promote either alow compromised
standard or a self-righteous and critical spirit,
wherever you go, further polluting othersin the
Family. These things must not be given place.
Disunity must not berun away from. Don’t cower
and tremblein theface of the attacks of Satan and
his Selvegion, but stand up to them, resist them,
and cast them out! (End of message from Jesus.)

57.(Mama:) Intheabovemessage, theL ord
repeatsHiswarningthat (at thetimethismess-
agewasgiven, beforethewor ldwideprayer and
fast day) if thereisdisunity, all areguilty. His
“starting point” instruction was that every per-
son who is involved in disunity is wrong and
needs to get right with Him and others. That's
thefirst step. You know that. Youreaditin“The
Dangersof Division.”

58. TheL ord brought out, however, that the
next step towar d unity isthat everyonewho has
been compromising needstowor k on their weak
areasand rid their livesof thecompromises.
Having aday of prayer and fasting, of forgiving
and asking for forgiveness, is only the begin-
ning. Then the Lord expectsyou to change your
life. There must be action, desperation, genuine
yieldedness to the Lord, and a desire to get rid
of the compromises that have been exposed in
the Letters. You can't just pray, fast, go through
the motions, and then continue living as you
havebeen. That won't cut it! You haveto change,
meaning work to overcome the compromisesin
your life.

59. Truelasting unity of spirit can only be
found if everyoneiscommitted totheL ord and
the Family. Theideais not that those who are
dedicated must try to be “in unity” with those
who are compromising, disobedient, rebellious,
and on their way out of the Family. That’s not
possible. Two cannot walk together except they
agree. The ideais not that those who are com-
mitted should become |ess committed so they
can livein unity and peace with those who are
halfhearted and compromi sed!

60. If you'recompromising thestandard,
you’'recausing disunity. Just thefact that you're
compromising makesyou guilty of fostering di-
vision, because the whole point is that we will
all unite around obedience to the standard of
the Word. That’swhere our unity comesfrom—
living the Word. It s not amatter of figuring out
in your own minds what you think is right and
deciding what you'll tolerate according to what
seemsgood to each individual. TheWord iswhat
setsthe standard—the “ Conviction versus Com-




promise” series, the other GNs, and the Charter,
which areall based ontheLord'scal todisciple-
ship.

61. It’simportant that you really get this
point, because we're not looking for a unity
that comeswith peoplejust figuringout in their
own mindsor amongst themselveswhat they
think isright so they can decide to live the
same way and find some kind of so-called
“unity.” Thatisacounterfeit! Theguidelinefor
what’s right, also known as the standard, has
aready been decided. It's in the Word. It's not
negotiable. You do not have the right to unite
around some other standard, whatever you hap-
pentothink isbetter or more comfortable or seem-
ingly more convenient or appropriate for your
situation.

62. If you or peoplein your Homecontinue
to compromise, you will not find the lasting
unity you seek, and you will losetheLord’'s
blessing. You might be ableto restore unity tem-
porarily through forgiving, asking for forgive-
ness and starting fresh. But if the cause of the
disunity—which is often compromise—is not
rooted out for good, then the division will even-
tualy return.

63. | f people continueto compromise, they
should be shepherded. If they refuseto change,
they should be encouraged to moveto adiffer-
ent level of service and be helped along their
way. Thisis akey point. Unity is not found in
compromising with the compromisers; it’sfound
in getting the compromisers out of the CM Fam-
ily if they refuseto change, so that the CM Fam-
ily can be strong and united, with no weak or
broken linksin our chain of unity.

64. Special careshould betaken that you
who haveatendency tobesdf-righteousor criti-
cal donot causedivision through thosewrong
attitudesand lack of love. If youreact self-right-
eoudly, critically, or inanger or resentment, then
you are also guilty of sowing division, because
that kind of treatment of others causes them to
feel unloved and ostracized, and even to rebel.
It won't encourage them or give them hope or
the help, faith, prayer and support they need to

move closer to the truth, but will only result in
provoking them to want to go further in the
wrong direction. Beware of giving the Selvegion
entrance through your own sins! They will look
for away back into your fellowship, but don’t
letthemin!

65. Runningaway from problemsor choos-
ingtolive on your own to avoid hasslesisno
solution to disunity. Infact, running away like
that isaform of compromise. Instead, you need
to face the situation, ask the Lord for His help,
look to HisWord, counsel, and then fix the prob-
lems! If you have differences or conflictsinyour
Home, you need to work it out in your Home. If
people in your Home are not committed and
refuse to be shepherded and change, then those
individuals should moveto thelevel inthe Fam-
ily that better reflectstheir personal commitment.
If you want your Home to be united and free of
compromise, don't just coexist with those who
continue to compromise. If you do, you're apt
to suffer for their sins, because you didn’t obey.

66. Facethe problemswith division that
will comeup in thefutureand find solutions!
Don't give place again to the Enemy and the
evil Selvegion!

Differences in_Child/Teen
Disciplinary Standards!

67.1 want toaddressthedivision that isa
result of differencesin child and teen disci-
pline. With young children who have typical
little-kid behavioral problems, maybe you can
just forgive and start again, but the question
that has arisen is what parents are supposed to
do who are at odds with others because of the
bad influence of their bad-applekids. Thereare
situationswhere the parents are doing okay, but
their kids—especially teens who are too young
toleavethe Family—arerea rotters. Theroot of
the problem is that the parents can’'t or don’t
discipline them, and they don't allow othersto
disciplinethem.

68. Theexcusetheseparentsoften giveis
that they don’t want to push their kidsout of
the Family by beingtoo strict, but theend re-
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sult isthat they’re overly permissive, indul-
gent, and downright negligent. They think they
have a“right” to raise their kids however they
want, regardless of the damagethey doto others.
Then those unruly spoiled kids are allowed to
pollute other kids. And I'm not talking about
littlecommon behavioral problems; someof these
rebellious misbehaving kids are actively trying
to infect and weaken others, or the evil spirits
they’ reentertaining are. Sothisisaseriousprob-
lem!

69. What aretheparentsof thekidsthat
arebeingweakened by such rotten applessup-
posed to do? They can't just “forgive’ and tol-
erate the horrible influence that these bad kids
are having on their kids. When kids are being
corrupted and possibly even ruined spiritually
by rebellious, undisciplined kids, it'saclear case
of good versus evil. And we can't expect the
parents of good kids to just turn the other way
and forgive, while their kids get ruined by rot-
ten apples.

70. Wehaveheard repeated reportsfrom
all over theworld that alot of thedisunity is
caused by differencesin disciplinary standar ds
for our children and young people. Thisisone
of themain reasons, if not the main reason, that
many people don't want to live communally.
Peoplewith good kidsdon't want their kids pol-
luted, and people with badly behaved kidsdon’t
want their kidsdisciplined. Theproblemreally is
the different standards of discipline; more spe-
cifically, that some parentsaretoo lenient. Some
parents let their kids get away with bad behav-
ior, allow them accessto alot of negative Sys-
tem input, give them too much freedom to hang
out with System friends, wastetime at malls, let
them watch unrated movies, listen to System
music, play bad computer games, etc. Naturally
the kids of these lenient, permissive parents are
going to go downhill spiritually.

71. Then the kids of stricter parents get
resentful and envious, wantingthe sameliber -
tiesthat they see these other kids have. The
more disciplined kids then rebel against the re-
strictions their parents place on them in their

effortsto protect them spiritually and train them
to be missionaries.

72. Sotheproblemisreally multi-faceted.
Lenient, indulgent parentsarealowing their kids
too much Systeminfluence, and it’shurting their
children spiritually. Thosekidsthen pollute other
kidswiththeir worldly ways. Stricter parentsare
naturally bothered if they seetheir children get-
ting off track due to the influence of spiritually
weaker or |essdedicated, moreworldly kids. And
the kids whose parents are stricter get resentful
of the boundaries they have to abide by, which
of course makesit difficult for their parents. It
can also create disunity between the children,
as those of lenient parents resent or question
any correction given by those who are stricter,
or the kids of stricter parents can become self-
righteous or question why other kidsare allowed
to get away with so much more. It breeds dis-
unity and division at avery early age.

73. Sofamilieshavechosentojust stick to
themselves, rather than letting their kids
mingle much with others. This not only hurts
our sample of communal living, but it’shard on
the children, asthey don’t get much fellowship.
It can also raise questionsin the children’sminds
about the difference in standards between dif-
ferent families, which can hurt their faith and
convictions and hinder their unity with other
kids and even adults.

74. Thistypeof division needstobeover-
comeonceand for all. | trust that therewill bea
far-reaching reuniting of the Family as aresult
of theLord’sinstructionin the* Conviction ver-
sus Compromise” series, culminating with the
prayer and fast day. But if there’'s an ongoing
conflict with differencesin the child disciplin-
ary standard and such things as what it means
to “minimize ungodly influences,” then these
problemswill likely resurface and the division
will quickly return. That cannot be allowed to
happen! We cannot have the Family indivision,
but equally as bad, or worse, we cannot have
the parents of good kids compromising with the
parents of rotten-apple kids, which will only
exacerbate the problem and possibly causelast-
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ing damageto morekids! That isaserious|oss!
Dad has taught us the dangers of this.

75. Apparently theway theFamily hasdealt
with thisup until nowisthat many parentshave
chosen to separ atethemselvesfrom thosewith
adifferent standard, to not allow their children
or young people much interaction with them,
and certainly not to consider living with them.
Maybe you felt that was the only solution. Itis
acomplicated problem, but one thing we know
for sureisthat the solution isnot in the diligent
parents compromising with the slack parents,
so that all the children end up being weakened
spiritually.

76.1 asked theL ord how both goalscan be
accomplished. How cantherebeunity and even
communal living while at the sametime protect-
ing our children and not allowing rotten-apple
kids to pollute others? What should parents do
who've separated themselves from others to
protect their kids from negative or bad influ-
ences? Dad gavethefollowing stirring challenge.

77. (Dad speaking:) I f your kidsarespiri-
tually off track, getting sucked into the Sys-
tem, and influencing other kidsnegatively, then
it’syour duty asa disciple and parent to get
theminline! You must bewillingto discipline
them or have othersdisciplinethem. If not, you'll
need to reconsider your placein the CM Family.
You’ re probably more suited for the FM Family
if you can’t get your kidsin line, since our chil-
dren are avery important part of our sample!

78. It'sonethingtohavekidswith thetypi-
cal JETT or teenagepr oblemsthat can beag-
gravating and time-consumingto shepherd. But
a terrible division occurs when some parents
lower the standard so much and allow their kids
to do so many things that the other parents are
not allowing their children to do. Then the kids
that have the restrictions on them get rebellious
and don’t seewhy they can’t do the samethings
as the other kids who have more freedom. The
kids of the lenient parents eventually start cor-
rupting other kids, and eventually they can ac-
tually become yielded to the Enemy and begin

dragging down the other kids. These problems
cannot be tolerated! Having undisciplined, re-
bellious, bad-apple children who are rotting
othersiscompromisethat bringsdivision, and it
can't beallowedinthe CM Family!

79.1’m not goingto minimizethe problems
and difficultiesof beingaparent, and | know
that reining in a difficult child is one of the
greatest challengesin life. But | also will not
back down from the conviction I’ ve always had
that there’'s always hope, and there'salwaysthe
ability to change.

80. Problem children areoften aresult of
problem parents—parentswho aren’t disci-
pliningenough or properly, or whoaren't giv-
ingthechildrentheloveand attention or prayer
they need; or who have ignored spiritual pests
and problems, and haven't taken a stand in the
spirit to cast them out and send them away. It's
all been part of the spirit of lethargy, like the
Lord said, that so many parents in the Family
haven't kept their children in shape spiritually
like they should have. For some kids, unfortu-
nately, it's too late and they’re already on their
way out. But most can be saved. It takesalot of
work, alot of prayer, alot of effort, and alot of
time, but if that's what you have to do, you'd
better do it!

81. You parentswho are trying to raise
your children with disciplineand solid bound-
ariesand rules, sothey’ll grow up with ade-
sireto be missionaries, are faced with avery
difficult challenge and dilemma when you live
with permissive parentswho don’t have the heart
to discipline their children. You want to be in
unity with your brethren, but you don’t feel you
can tolerate what is an obviously wrong and
ungodly standard. Well, you' reright. You don’t
havetotolerateit. You shouldn’t tolerateit. That
doesn’'t mean, though, that you should be un-
kind or resentful toward these kids or their par-
ents. That's not helping anything. And like the
Lord said in another message, running away to
another Home or sending them to another Home
without first trying to do something to salvage
those kids is not the solution either.
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82. What you need to seeisthat maintain-
ing unity and maintaining a high standard go
hand in hand. The Lord doesn’t want one with-
out the other, in either case. If someone doesn’t
want to hold to the Family standard, then they
are sowing division and should have division
from the Family. And that includes those who
aren’t upholding the Family discipline standard
and keeping their kids' behavior inline. If there
are children or teensin aHome who are hurting
others, stealing, lying, cursing, and generally be-
ing unkind or a pain in the butt, then only the
deepiest Family memberscould let that go by un-
noticed—and no one is supposed to be seepy
anymore. Good heavens, if the“ Conviction ver-
sus Compromise” serieswasn’t enough to wake
you up, you' re comatose spiritually!

83. The other sidetothisisthat part of
unity is living the “One Wife" vision. That
means caring about not only your own children
and personal family, but caring about the chil-
dren of other familiestoo! To maintain unity in
your Homes, if you’ vegot problem kids, you' ve
got to unite as a Home, as a body of adults and
parents, and work on the problems. The solu-
tion is not found in placing all the blame and
responsibility on the parents. Of course, the
parentsare ultimately responsible, and of course
if everyoneelseinthe Homeisunited except for
the parents, that’s a perfect recipe for disaster
and disunity. But if the parentswant to improve,
want to raise their standard, are trying and are
fighting, then everyone should join in and sup-
port them. Digin, help, pray, fight together! Form
parent support groups if you need to. Have
everyonein the Home spend some personal time
seeing that problem child or teen through if you
haveto. That'sthekind of unity theLordistalk-
ing about when He saysto be of “onemind, one
body, one spirit!” Their childisalso your child,
and you should see it that way.

84. Every situation isdifferent, and you
can't prescribeaone-size-fits-all curefor all
problem children. But the bottom line is that
the parents need to be on board, willing to live
and uphold the Family standard, and to get

united. I ssues must be discussed and addressed
and prayed about, and Home discipline stan-
dards must be both set and adhered to. Parents
with problem children must admit thereisabig
problem and receive the correction and sugges-
tions from those they live with. And then the
others in the Home need to be supportive and
helpful.

85. If theparentsaren’t “ seeingthelight”
and aren’t even trying or fighting, then that
fallsunder the category of compromise and
needsto be corrected, and their place may not
beinthe CM Family. But until or unlessit reaches
that point, then the key to unity isin everyone
determining to help those kids who are having
problems—not to send them away, not to run
away, not to hide your kids from them, but to
help them.

86. If they won’t behelped, or if their par-
entswon’'t behelped, that’sanother story. But
you have to giveit your best shot. You have to
giveit asincere, wholehearted, valiant attempt.
If you don't, then you’ refalling prey onceagain
to the attacks of Satan’s Selvegion.

87.1f you'reliving on your own because
you don’t want your kidsto bearound anybody
else'skids, well, | havetotell you that that kind
of bubbleprotection method might helpin some
ways, but it's a serious breach of unity, and
whileit may solveoneproblem, it’scontribut-
ing towar d another major one. You'regoingto
have to break down and look around for some-
onethat you' rewillingtowork with. Evenif their
kids aren’t perfect, if they're not rotters, or if
they’'rerottersthat are being worked on and im-
proving, maybe you should be thinking about
how you can help. If you've trained your kids
well and they’re in good shape, maybe those
parentswith unruly and undisciplined kidscould
use some advice from you. Maybe those kids
could use some of your inspired teaching or your
discipline.

88. Of coursg, it all comes back to unity
between theparents, theadults. Youall haveto
be committed to working together, to uniting in
spirit, uniting in standard. If anyoneis*“holding
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out,” it won’'t work. It takes everyoneinvolved
pulling their load, doing their part, out of love
and care for everyone on the team. You've got
to see yourselves as ateam—not as “my kids’
and “your kids,” but as “our kids.” That's the
only way communal living with two or morefami-
lieswith children can possibly work. It'saradi-
cal concept and it'shard to live, but it's part of
the Family sample and discipleship standard. If
you're adisciple, you' re going to put forth the
effort it takesto make that sample and standard
areality. (End of message from Dad.)

89. (Mama:) Rebellious, unruly, spoiled
children should not beallowed to corrupt other
children. For parents to compromise and en-
dure the bad influence of rotten-apple kids is
not right! That is not the Lord’s or my idea of
unity! You parents are to protect your children
from evil and put them in the best possible situ-
ation for them to grow spiritually. For that rea-
son it’s understandable that you parents would
want to distance yourselvesfrom lenient, indul -
gent parents who don't discipline their kids or
allow others to discipline their kids. As a last
resort, you might have to do that. But before
moving out and living on your own while you
try to find someone el seto work with, or before
voting the problem family out of your Home, try
to help the situation; try to salvage the way-
ward kids! Don’t just let undisciplined, spoiled
kids go to hell without afight. Work together to
help savethem, if they show that they’ rewilling
to be saved! Dad said that sadly some kids are
already too far gone to be salvaged, but that
many can still be helped! Seek the Lord, hear
from Him, and He can show you what to do or
not do, and when and how!

90. But even whileyou'retrying to help
theproblem kids, remember that it’ sunaccept-
abletoallowrebelliouskidswhoareyielded to
theEnemy to polluteand hurt other kidsspiri-
tually. TheLord and | don’t expect you faithful,
obedient parents to lower your own disciplin-
ary standard in order to be“in unity” with those
who are not disciplining their kids or who are

too indulgent and spoiling their kids. These lax
parents need to be brought around to see the
truth; they need to change their parenting meth-
ods and start disciplining their kids. They need
to be counseled and helped.

91. Inthesituation whereyou’realready
living alonebecauseyou don’t want your kids
tobearound anybody else’ skidswho ar efull of
wrongattitudesand System influence, Dad says
you're going to have to break down and look
around for someoneyou’ rewilling towork with,
even if their kids aren’t perfect. In these cases,
however, it's only fair to expect the parents of
kids who have gone undisciplined to feel the
responsibility to work on their children first, to
make commitmentsand show that they areredlly
willing to changein thedisciplining of their chil-
dren, before others commit to living with them.
The parents of unruly kids should be willing to
show tangible signs of progress toward raising
their standard of discipline, of receiving coun-
sel from their shepherds and CP board, as well
as from their brethren who are trying to help
them and their children.

92. Thesestepsto movein together with a
couplewith unruly kidsshould bethoroughly
prayed over and taken astep at atime, giving
the parents of the unruly kids a chance to get
over some of the initial humps in working to-
ward straightening their kids out, such asagree-
ing to allow less Systeminfluencein their kids
lives, and taking action to get their kidsin line
and better behaved. There's nothing wrong with
allowing alittletrial period for the parents who
have been negligent to prove they are going to
change, before concrete steps are taken to actu-
ally moveinwith another couple who have been
faithful to train their children all along. During
thistime period, parents of such needy kids may
want to livewith other singleshel ping them, while
they work on getting their kidsinto better shape.

93. If thepar entsof such problem kidsare
not opentohdp, or evenif they are, if they don’t
change, then that’san entirely different situa-
tion! If they aren’t opento counsd, if they refuse
help, if they ignorethe Home disciplinary stan-
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dard, if they let their kids go undisciplined and
won't alow othersto disciplinethem, thenthey're
wrong, they’re compromising, they’re sowing
division, and if they refuse to change, they
should bereclassified. That behavior cannot be
tolerated inthe CM Family.

94.1’veheard about many parentswhoare
worriedthat if they’'retoostrict, their kidswill
want to leave the Family. They don’t want to
alienatetheir kids by disciplining them or requir-
ing that they minimize ungodly influences. Such
parents often let their kids have unhealthy ac-
cess to movies, music, computer games, etc. It
might look like the kids are happy, but I'll tell
you, it'satemporary fix, and in the end the kids
and parentswill suffer much more. Thekidswill
grow more and more worldly, further from the
truth and the Lord, and eventually they’ll leave
the Family anyway. And when they do, they
won't even be well prepared for lifein the Sys-
tem, because lax discipline and overindulgence
wreak havoc in apersonin any walk of life!

95. Givingyour kidsasmuch of theworld
and System entertainment and whatever else
they want isnot thesolution. That’sthe spirit of
lethargy! If that's your approach to child train-
ing and you refuseto forsakeit, then takeit out
of the CM Family, asit will only bring division
and hurt others!

Practical Pointers on
Child Discipline and Unity

96. If you find that theunity in your Home
isbreaking down, consider these pointswhich
summarize another prophecy from our Husband.

97.« Beforeyoutrytotacklethekids prob-
lems, get united and havea plan on how to go
about it.

98.+ Discusstheprobleminyour Home
Council. Have honest discussion between par-
ents, teachers, and caregiversfirst. Get in unity
and get consent from parents before you start
addressing things with the kids.

99.« AsktheLordfor solutions. Ask Him
to help you get organized and to give you the
right plan to follow. Read the Word on the sub-

ject. Hear from Him in prophecy, both privately
and unitedly asaHome.

100.« Read appropriatepartsof any re-
lated personal propheciestotheHome. (With
the permission of the person who received the
prophecy, of course.)

101.« Bringit totheattention of parents
if they’renct upholding thechild disciplinary
standard. Letting kids run wild and go against
all that the Family holdsto is not an option.

102.« Don’'t beself-righteous, but stand
up for your convictionsby not being afraid to
point things out to those who need help.

103.« Shepherds, havethegutsto stand
up and say, “ Listen, folks, there'ssomething
wrong here! We need everyone to hear from
the Lord about what to do about this problem
withdivision.” And then dowhat the Lord tells
you to do. Parents will need to consent to the
consequences for their children, according to
the childcare discipline guidelines.

104.+ Quit beingso passivein your shep-
herding. Carefor your flocks, andif theevil wiles
of the Selvegion are entering your Home, speak
up, find solutions, and restore unity. Otherwise
you're being delinquent shepherds.

105.« Your Homeneedstohaveagtandard
and you all need tobewillingtokeep it. But you
also need patience. Before you just go voting
people out of your Home because they don’t
hold your same standard, get together and dis-
cuss the standard you have set asa Home; dis-
cuss whether everything you have agreed upon
and are expecting of each other is of the Lord.
Maybe there are aspects that need to change.
Determineif you need to improve, decide what
areas you need to improve in, and then ask the
Lord how you canimprove—what practical steps
you can take. Hear from the Lord and be sure
that the standard you are holding to is His stan-
dard according to the Word, not your own self-
righteous standard.

106. » Learn the difference between up-
holdingthe standar d and self-righteousness. If
you are upholding astandard and thereisaques-
tion, don’t automatically assume that you're
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right. Ask the Lord, research the Word, counsel
with each other and your shepherds, and be open
to change.

107. « Alongthe same lines, however, if
your lenient standard isquestioned, don’t just
assumethat you'reright. Likewise, you need
to ask the Lord, counsel about it together, and
review the Word on the subject! You could be
compromising!

108.« Parents,if you can’t disciplineyour
kids, ask otherstohelp you.

109.« Parents, get your kidsin shapeand
don’t let them bea sour ce of disunity in your
Home, or you will reap the judgmentsof the
Lord’sdisciplineintheir lives. Youmight also
loseyour CM membership.

110.+ Realizeit’snot theLord swill for
your Hometo bedisunited over anything! Find
out why there’s a problem and what steps the
Lord wants you to take to solve it. Don't just
live with it, hoping it'll go away, because it
won't. Unless you take steps to solve the prob-
lem, itwill just get worse.

111.+ Thereisnodisunity that cannot be
overcomeif all partiesareyieldedtothelL ord.
But there are situations where you'll have to
“let the unbelieving depart” if they are not open
toraising their standard or giving their kidsthe
help they need. There are times when you are
going to have to exercise the authority granted
to you by the Charter, and ask Home members
to either get in unity with the rest of the Home
according to the Word, or leave. In fact, if the
problem isvery serious, the delinquent parents
will need to change status.

112.« Indituationswhereyou havea seri-
ousproblem with disunity, declareaHomefast.
Take aday to fast and pray, and have everyone
get down on their knees and find out what the
problem isand how to remedy it.

113.« It'stheresponsibility of all of you
inyour Hometolivein unity. If there'saserious
problem, all Home members need to pray about
the solution to the problem. Don't just dump it
all on the teamwork; you should pray about it
too.

114.- You haveasay intherunningof your
Home, ther eforeyou havearesponsibility to
seek theL ord’sanswer stoany problemsthat
your Homefaces.

115.« AsktheLordthefollowing: Whyis
there division? Have | done my part? Have |
sought You for the solutions to the problems?
Have we all discussed it and prayed about it
unitedly? Have we al done our part?

The Parenting Standard
Of Active Members

116. Since we're on the subject of disci-
plining our children and minimizing negative
influencesintheir lives,it'sagood timetotalk
about thechildren of our Activememberswho,
from what some of our mothers have reported,
are having a pretty significant negative effect
on someof our kids. The parentswho are Active
membersarebeing trained. They’ recomingalong
and growing spiritually, but in many cases
they’re not putting much emphasis on training
their children, and usually their children have
had strong, ongoing, almost unbridled System
influenceintheir lives. Infact, most still dosince
they go to System school, have System friends
and values, and are surrounded by the System,
with very little spiritua input. So these children
bring al kinds of negative attitudes into our
Homes. Apparently some of the Activemembers
get offended if there are obvious restrictions or
concernsabout their children. They want to have
Family kidsover to their house for the weekend
to play with their children, etc.

117. Needlessto say, it createsquiteabig
dilemma, as other Family membersdon’t want
to offend their Active members, or sometimes
there’'s a big difference in what is tolerated by
the different coupleswith kidswho arelivingin
the same CM Home. One couple, for example,
might be much more lenient concerning their
children’s contact withthe Activemembers' chil-
dren, allowing alot of System music, computer
games, TV viewing, playing with guns, etc., and
the other couple might not allow those things.
Thedifferencein standards not only bringsdiv-
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ision to the Home, but it's very confusing for
the Active members, asit looks more like per-
sonal preference rather than a standard that is
based on absolutes, the truth of the Word.

118. Hereis some counsel from theLord
on this. If you don’'t need this now, you will
soon, because if you' re being faithful to follow
through with the Activated vision, you'll even-
tually have Active members to train and who
will want and need to fellowship with you.

119. (Jesus speaking:) Thisisavery sig-
nificant issuethat will becomemoreand more
important asyou bring morepeopleintoyour
Family fold. The “expanded Family” sounds
great and grand and glorious, but when you get
down to the brasstacks of what it means, you're
goingtorealize, if you haven’t already, that you
have a huge job on your hands.

120. You asadultshave a huge responsi-
bility totheadultsthat comeintothe Family
fold asmembersor disciplesat any level. You
have the responsibility on your shoulders of
showing them through your deeds and lifestyle
what the Family means, what it's all about, and
what you believe. You areresponsible for their
spiritual growth and progress, and that in itself
isatremendousjob.

121. Then you havethechildren of those
adultsthat you'll be bringingin. You needto
realize here and now that in the same sense that
your Active members will want to model their
spiritual lives after yours, they’ |l want to model
their parenting style after yourstoo. So start by
examining yourself and your parenting and your
Homediscipline standard. Areyou following the
Word? Are you teaching your children to love
the Word, love Me, and love and serve others?
Are you keeping aclose eye on your children’s
spiritual input, as well as their worldly input?
Are you shepherding them personally, commu-
nicating with them, addressingissueswith them?
Are you teaching them how to witness?

122. You need to bedoing all thesethings,
becauseif not, it will backfireboth on you and
on them. If they arenot spiritually in shape, and

if you as parents aren’t on the ball, then asyou
interact more with the children and teens of Ac-
tivemembersor of our general membership, your
kidswill be brought down by their kids. If, how-
ever, you are pouring into your children asyou
should, then you will be accomplishing two pur-
poses: You'll be strengthening your own kids,
enabling them to withstand wrong influences
from other children, which there will awaysbe
at least alittlebit of; and youwill be providing a
good, godly exampleto your new sheep and dis-
ciples of how to parent.

123. You'regoingto haveto communicate
with the Activemember sabout their children
and their parenting. When you’ re ministering
to peoplewith kids, the care and shepherding of
their children are going to have to be close to
the top of your list of things you address with
them and pour into them about. Of course, in
some cases they’re getting off to a pretty late
start—if they aready have older children or teens
—s0it may not be easy. Somekids may be pretty
set in their ways, while others are more open,
moldable, receptive and sheepy. But if you're
doing thingsright, your older children and teens
should be strong enough to witnessto and min-
ister to and “pull up” their kids or teens—un-
lessthey’rejust downright brats or demonically
influenced, which will be the case sometimes,
although rare.

124. 1nthecasewherethechildren or teens
of someof your Activemembersaretoosetin
their ways, but the parentswant to comein
closer tobefed and becomeapart of your min-
istry and work, you must cometo an agree-
ment with the par entsconcer ning thetype of
interaction your children should have with
theirs. Ask Me for guidance and wisdom on
what action | want you to take regarding this,
and | will give you specific counsel to fit your
particular situation and need. Whileitisimport-
ant to continueto pray with the parentsfor their
young people and be available to minister to the
children if and when they are open to it, if con-
tact with their young people is detrimental to
your own, you must not compromise your con-
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victions. Keep checking in with Me on these
matters, keep asking Me everything, and | will
lead you in how to approach these situations
with your Active members. Theimportant thing
isto take action, to do something, to not stand
by and allow your own children to be negatively
influenced and spoiled.

125. You havetonot only beon guard about
compromise, but you havetoteach your chil-
dren and teenstobeon guard aswell. Youcan't
always protect them from all wrong influences.
But you can teach them to speak up to other
children and teens, or at least to you as their
parents and shepherds, if things aren’t going
well. They should not put up with behavior in
these other children that is unloving and un-
godly. They should say something about it and
do something about it. You as shepherds of our
Active members or of our general membership
need to be willing to get in there and shepherd,
including getting involved with their parenting
and teaching them what the godly standardsare.

126. You can’t expect your Activemembers
to beperfect, but you can sureexpect them to
start teachingtheir kidstheWord and train-
ingthem to obey certain godly standards. You
can sincerely and simply explain to them that
you are trying to train your children to be dis-
ciples, and therefore you have set certain godly
standards that you expect them to adhere to;
and that because you' re concerned about influ-
encesintheir lives, you expect that their friends,
other childrenthey play with, will adhereto cer-
tain behavioral standardsaswell. Spell out those
standards; ask your Active membersif they can
expect that of their children. Tell them you want
your children and their children to be friends
and do things together, but that there will have
to be some conditions. That'sconviction. That's
difficult to do, but it's completely worth the ef-
fort. If you don't do this, the resultsyou'll reap
inyour children will makeyou sorry!

127. Therearenowthe" KeystoParenting’
booklets, which areavery good start for your
Activemembers. If they will follow the counsel
in those, then that, coupled with your being

upfront and honest about the standards you
havefor your children, will at least help keep the
peace and keep your children from becoming
polluted by hanging out with rotten-applekids.
In some cases, though, you'll have to just hon-
estly say, “Sorry, your child is having a lot of
problems right now and it’s affecting our chil-
dren badly. So we're going to have to ask that
you don’t bring him over for alittle while, until
you get him at least alittle bit under control.”

128. You can’t expect peopleto haveper-
fect kids, and epecially if thesekidshavegrown
up in theschool system and without any godly
inputin their lives, they'regoingtohavesome
problems. But for the most part those problems
can beworked on and helped to improve with a
little attention and discipline. You shouldn’t usu-
ally have to use such drastic measures as keep-
ing your children completely apart from theirs, if
you' re doing agood job of shepherding the par-
ents, aswell as supervising and shepherding your
children when they’re with their children. But
there may betimesyou'll have to do so.

129. You can’t wait until your friendsap-
proach discipleship to address this subject.
You're often going to have to bring up thisis-
sue much sooner, when they’re still “friends.”
But by the time they are disciples, even Active
members, they should have had a good serious
class, or afew of them, on godly parenting, and
afair bit of input along these lines. They should
know what the discipleship standard isasfar as
parenting, what you expect from your children,
and what you and they should expect from
theirs. (End of message from Jesus.)

What if You Feel You Can’t
Live the Law of Love Sexually?
130. (Mama:) A YA recently asked thefol-
lowing, after reading the“ Conviction versus
Compromise” series.

131. I'mjust entering the world of relation-
ships and sex, and the thought of sharing
sexually with others, or sharing my girlfriend
with others at this point, is very difficult for
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me. | don't feel | can live the sexual side of
the Law of Love—at least not right now. |
believe in the Law of Love, know that it is
Biblically based, and don’t have problems
with it as far as a doctrine. But | struggle
when it comes to doing the sexual side of
it.

132. After reading the new “Conviction
versus Compromise” series, especially the
part that touches on the Law of Love, I'm
wondering if | must share sexually in order
to remain in the Family. And if | don’t have
the faith for it [the sexual side] right now,
does that mean I'm not supposed to be in
the Family? (End of question from YA.)

133. (Mama:) Thisisaperfectly legitimate
question. If any of you—particularly teens,
young people, or individuals fairly new to the
Family—are struggling with thissame question
and are fighting condemnation over feeling
you're not able to share with others, or share
your loved one with others, the message below
is for you. Our sweet Husband was more than
happy to explain how He seesthisquestion, and
how you should ook at it too.

134. Pleasebear in mind that themessage
below istalking specifically about living the
sexual aspect of theL aw of L ove, not theL aw of
L ovein general, which touchesevery sphere of
our daily lives, and which Jesus expects all
Christiansworldwideto beliving. Thismessage
istalking to you who are struggling or even un-
decided. | can understand it if you feel that you
don't have the faith to practice the sexua side
of the Law of Love and maybeyou never will, or
you don’'t want to do so out of fear or jealousy,
etc. That’s one thing. It's human nature.

135. That'svery different than what Dad
and | addressed in Part 5of the* Conviction vs.
Compromise” series, when we expressed our
and the Lord’s displeasure at those who are
adamantly attacking the Law of Love, rejecting
the doctrine, criticizing thosewho liveit, speak-
ing against it and taking a public stance against
it, as they actively try to recruit others to their

negative, ungodly, doubtful way of thinking.
That is totally different. That is wrong. Those
arethe peoplethat Dad suggested might be bet-
ter off in the churches!

136. But to have battles, to feel you need
mor etime, towonder if you'll ever beableto
livethesexual aspect of theL aw of Loveisvery
different than actually rg ectingthedoctrine
and actively promoting a System attitudein-
stead. Youwho are considering theLaw of Love,
who have accepted it in theory, who believethe
doctrine, still have plenty of time to find your
way and establish your faith, and you shouldn’t
feel that you don’t belong in the Family.

137. (Jesus speaking:) Living the L aw of
Loveinitstotality istheideal goal that | have
given the Family. | do expect each and every
Family member to beableto giveacl ear, resound-
ing “yes’ when asked if they believeinthe Law
of Love, if they uphold it, if they accept the prin-
ciplesand will stand up for them and the teach-
ings.

138. Themain thrust of theLaw of Love
coversall theloving, kind, helpful, sacrificial,
Christian inter action that you havewith your
family, friends, and thewor Id ar ound you each
and every day. | have commissioned youtobea
sample and testimony of My love to all those
around you. You are meant to live the Law of
Lovein every singlething that you do, and this
is conveyed through your Christian testimony
and My love that shines through you.

139. Thesexual sideof theLaw of Loveis
alsopart of livingtheoverall Law of L ove, al-
thoughitisasmaller part. Asl havetoldyou,
this particular freedom and gift isaspecial one.
Itisstrong meat, and | have givenit to the Fam-
ily because you have given your al to Me. |
have givenit to the Family becauseyou are will-
ing to receivetheradical truthsof My Kingdom,
and you are willing to live these truths. How-
ever, | do not force it upon you.

140. Living the sexual side of the L aw of
Love brings with it many blessings. It melts
your hearts together and brings unity. It pro-
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vides the needs of your brothers and sisters,
anditisasmall repayment to Meof the ultimate
sacrifice | gave to you—that of laying down
My lifefor you onthecross. | gave My life, and
all | ask of you isthat you give part of your life
and time to help fill the needs of your fellow
Family members. At times, this need can only
be metinloving and sacrificial giving, through
sharing your love and intimacy with another.

141. If you arestruggling with thethought
of livingthesexual sideof theL aw of L oveand
you don’t feel you can practice it your self,
pleasedon’t feel condemned or guilty. | donot
require each of My children to have total faith
for living the sexual side of the Law of Love.
However, | am calingdl Family memberstoward
agreater and fuller living of the Law of Love,
which includesthe sexual side. | long for every
Family member to seek Me, to hear from Me, to
heed My whispers, should | call themto giveto
someone and fill their needs. But it is not a
requirement. Itisnot amust. It isnot something
you must do or else leave the Family.

142.1 dorequireall Family membersto
bdievetheL aw of L ove, toupholdit, tostand up
for it, and to be continually strivingtoliveit
morefully. | require Family membersto be mak-
ing steps of progress, of yieldedness, of com-
mitment, of dedication, of sacrifice. These are
all vital tolivingthe Law of Loveinitstotality.
ThisisMy greatest wish and desire. These steps
arewhat | ask of Family members.

143. If you feel that you cannot live the
sexual sideof theL aw of L oveat present—you
feel it'stoo difficult, you don't want to givein
that way, it's too much to bear, you don’t have
the faith for it, you don't feel ready for it, and
you're fearful about what repercussions it will
haveinyour life—My dear bride, let Metell you
how | seethings.

144.1 under stand that you may not fed you
areabletogivein that way now. It cantaketime
to adjust to giving of yourself in anew way that
you're not used to. It can take time to be
strengthened in faith. It can take time to stretch
your musclesin thisway. It can taketimeto let

Mework inyour heart and life, and giveyou the
faith that you need. But you don’'t need to worry
about this, because | have My hand on your
heart and life, and I'm teaching you, showing
you new things, and bringing you along. You
only have to do two things—yield and remain
open to Me.

145.1 don't hold it against you if you don’t
havethefaith tolivethesexual sideof theL aw
of Love. | still love you and you are still My
Own. | gtill want and need you in My servicein
the Family. | till hold you closeto Me, and you
gtill haveaplacewithin the Family. Don't let the
Enemy condemn you over this and lie to you,
telling you that the Family isno longer the place
for you, that you must leave because you can't
livethe Law of Lovefully.

146. Thetruth of thematter isthat if you
areyiddedtoMeand arewillingtolet Mework
inyour heart and life, and if you are open and
receptive to My Word and do not close your-
self off to My truth, | will teach, strengthen, and
lead you along to the point of faith where you
will beableto step out and livethe Law of Love
in its totality. It may take time, but | will not
push you beyond what you have the faith for. |
will lead you along gently.

147. You may bethinking, “ But | know I'll
never beready! | know I'll never havethefaith
to live the sexual side of the Law of Love, or to
sharemy girlfriend/boyfriend with someoneel se!
| don't want to!” Evenif you feel thisway now,
that doesn’t mean you' Il always feel this way.
There are hundreds of peoplejust like you who
once felt this way, but who are now happy and
content in living the sexual side of the Law of
Love. They went through the same struggl e that
you're going through now, but they held on,
they trusted Me, they believed that | would pull
them through, and they waited. They stayed open
and yielded to Me, and when | spoke to their
heart about taking a new step in their lives, in-
stead of fearing and worrying about what it would
lead to, they followed through on what | had
asked of them. They took it one day at atime,
one step at atime, and consequently they gained
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faith, trust, and experience. And now they are
firmbelieversin all aspectsof the Law of Love.

148. Thesamething can happen toyou. |
know you don’t want it right now, but it’sstill
thetruth. You may not want to change in this
respect, because right now it looks so unap-
pealing to you. You don’t want to even allow
yourself to be placed in the position where you
might have to change. If you feel thisway, call
on the power of the keys for faith and trust.
Rebuke the Enemy and the negativity and fear
he's trying to flood your mind and heart with.
Then you must fight and resist him, and refuse
to giveplaceto him.

149. Actively striveto build up your faith
intheWord. Believethe New Winel’m pouring
out, and even if you can't yet live the sexual
sidefully and you’ re till building up your faith
for it, do what you can and take the steps you
can. Do what you have the faith for. Ask Me
what steps you can take to increase your faith
and give you more understanding. Ask Me for
the gift of peace that passes all understanding.

150. L eaping over thishurdleisjust the
sameasany other hurdlethat you havefacedin
your life. It's the same process—yieldedness,
trust, faith, and prayer. Now you have the added
power available to you through calling on the
keys, and you also have My reassurance that |
will lead you gently and | won’t put a step in
front of you that is higher or harder than you
can take. | have the victory for you, and | want
togiveittoyou. Andinthiscase, victory means
obtaining the faith, conviction, desire to please
Me, and the peace in your heart to enact what |
ask of you. Victory doesn’'t mean that you'll feel
forced, pushed, or dreadful. When the victory
comestoyou, you'll bethankful for it. It will still
involve giving and sacrificing, but you'll have
thefaith for it. So that’s the kind of victory you
can look forward to and seek after, by simply
doing the following things:

1) Stay open and yielded.
2 Bereceptiveto My Word and theNew Wine.

Call onthe power of the keysfor under-
standing and peace.

Pray for increased faith; actively striveto
build your faith muscles.

Ask Me to show you what steps you can
take, so that you are making progress.
Don't reject the truth of the Law of Love
in itstotality; don't close yourself off to
the sexual side or say that you'll “never
ever bewillingtoliveit.”

Read the Law of Love series, and review
My counsel and guidance about how it is
to belived.

Resist and rebuke the Enemy’slies. Ask
for My mind on the matter.

Takeit oneday at atime. Trust Meto
work inyour heart and life, to mature you
and bring you to a point of faith.

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151. Now read over that list again, and at
theend of each point, ask your salf if you can do
thosethings. Can you commit to doing each of
thosethings? Areyouwilling to? If your answer
isyes, then you will progressand grow into liv-
ing the Law of Love fully. You may still have
your worries and fears, and you may not have
faithfor it today, but if you said yesto the above
guestions, then you're in the right place. The
Family isfor you, and you don’t need to worry
or fear about living the sexual side of the Law of
Love. It will comein time, when you’ re ready,
and when I’ ve brought you to the point of full
faith.

152. If youfall intothiscategory, then you
must doyour part by followingtheabovepoint-
ers. Hear from Meabout it regularly, and don’t
shut it out of your life. Continueto let Me speak
to you about how you can livethe Law of Love
morefully, how you can give, and how you can
progress spiritually. If you are open to Mein
thisway, I'll bring littlethingsinto your lifethat
will help you to be strengthened and to become
the man or woman of God that | want to make
you into. (End of message from Jesus.)
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153.(Mama:) TheL ord issayingthat you
donot haveto choose between practicingthe
sexual sideof theLaw of Loveor leavingthe
Family. But He also explains that you do need
to believethe truth of the Biblical principles of
the Law of Love, stand behind it, and live the
daily life of aChristian in applying the Law of
Lovetoyour every action. Heasksyouif you're
willing to lay aside your fears and worries, and
trust Him to give you the faith and peace you
need to progressin this area. He has outlined a
nine-step planfor you, and all you havetodois
say yesto each of those pointsand He' Il do the
rest. Will you? The Lord is asking new growth
from every Family member, and He'smorethan
willing and ableto help you in this area of your
lifetoo.

154. Asthel ord said, it takestimeto grow
intolivingtheL aw of Lovein itstotality—in-
cludingthe sexual freedomsand responsibili-
tiestheL ord hasgiven us. I've heard from nu-
merous young people on this topic. Many of
you have jumped right into practicing the sexual
freedomsthat the Law of Love grants us, while
others of you are going slower, and some are
really struggling with it. This message and an-
swer from the Lord is for those who are strug-
gling, feeling that you cannot live this side of
theLaw of Love. Thismessageisnot directed to
those of you who are already living the Law of
Love sexually by sharing with others and help-
ing to meet the needs of your brothers and sis-
ters, as the Lord leads you. This counsel from
the Lord is not meant to tone down our applica-
tion of the sexual side of the Law of Love; rather,
it'sastep-by-step guide for those who are strug-
glinginthisarea.

155. Theremay besomeFGAswhoarealso
battlingin living the sexual sideof the L aw of
L ove. However, for the most part we FGAshave
had years of experienceliving the sexual side of
the Law of Love, and we know its benefits and
blessings. We've already overcome the initial
hurdle of stepping out to liveit, and we' ve been
doing so for years. There are other battles re-
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lated to the sexual side of the Law of Love and
sharing that you as an FGA may be fighting,
but | want to clarify that this message that you
just read isprimarily directed to the senior teens,
YAs, and younger SGASs, many of whom are
just now beginning to enter theworld of relation-
ships, sex, and sharing.

156. So all of you FGASs, SGAS, and even
someof you YAsand senior teenswho arestep-
ping out to live the sexual side of the L aw of
Love, pleasedon’t read thismessage and pull
back. The L ord wantsyou to keep moving ahead,
obeying what Hetellsyou in prophecy, and striv-
ing to live the totality of His beautiful Law of
Love, as He's said it is an important goal for
every Family member.

157. TheL ord takeseach oneof uswhere
we'reat, but Hedoesask each Family member
to continuemaking stepsof progress. Sowher-
ever you' re at—whether abeginner or more ad-
vanced—stay open and yielded tothe Lord, and
keep making steps of progress, love, and sacri-
fice. LivingtheLaw of Lovein every way, every
day, inevery actioniswhat will makethe Family
the haven of love and peace that the Lord wants
it to bel

Don’t Let the Enemy
Scare You into Quitting!

158. As| mentioned earlier, in Part 5 of
the“ Conviction versusCompromise” series,
Dad madeit very clear that if you haver g ected
thefreedom of theL aw of L oveand arebent on
preaching your contrary views and criticizing
and ridiculing those who share sexually, then
you'’ re probably not cut out for the Family. You
need to find somewhere else to serve the Lord,
because the full freedoms of the Law of Love
are not going away!

159. You will see, however, in thefollowing
messagethat Dad ismer ciful and under stand-
ing of those who believe but are struggling.
Pleasedon’t et Dad’'s“ blast” in Part 5 scareyou
away, if you'resincerely trying.




160. (Dad speaking:) | understand that
some of you may not havethefaith for sexual
sharing right now. The Lord takes you where
you're at, and it's certainly not something to
leave the Family over, if you truly believe and
accept thedoctrinein your heart. But it issome-
thing to be praying for morefaith for. It's some-
thing to study up on, to ask the Lord about per-
sonally, to receive His Words about so that He
can strengthen your faith, so that He can ex-
plain any questionsyou might have about it and
dispel any liesof the Enemy.

161. 1 urgeyou to ask theLord about it,
because maybewhat He' sasking of youisn't
asmuch asyou’reexpecting of your self. Maybe
what He wants you to do is much easier than
what you think He would ask you to do. Or, if
Hedoes ask you to do something difficult, He' Il
giveyouthegracefor it, and will makeit easier
than you thought it was going to be.

162. TheLord never givesusmorethan
we're ableto bear. So go to Him about it. It's
between you and Him. You're not going to be
kicked out of the Family if you feel you just
can't livethe sexual aspect of the Law of Love.
It's something that you have to make the deci-
sion about yourself.

163. But pleaseask theL ord about it. Ask
Him what He expectsor wantsof you. What He
hasinmind or isasking youislikely very attain-
able, because the Lord will start you out slow
and easy. Maybe there are other aspects of liv-
ing the Law of Lovethat He wantsyou to prac-
ticeright now, rather than the sexual side. Then,
asyou become stronger in living it overal or in
those other ways, youwill gainfaithfor the sexual
aspect.

164. It’s only when you close your self off,
whenyou say, “ |’ m not goingany further, | can’t
and| won't,” that you garttolosetheL ord’shless-
ingand you can missthemark. Aslongasyou're
openandwillingtotakeit onestep at atimewith
Him, you can’t go wrong. Heknowsyou sowell,
Helovesyou so much, and He' Il bring you aong
at the pace you can safely walk. Okay?

165. So often the Enemy triesto condemn
usfor all we'renot doing. Hethrowsthewhole
book at us, trying to convince us that if we're
not doingit ALL, wemight aswell not do ANY.
What alie! All Jesus asksisoneday at atime,
one obedience at atime, onelittlewillingnessto
ask Him and then take that one step at atime.
It's so much easier than you think, if you break
it down likethat and just handle it asit comes,
asthe Lord asks it of you. Because remember,
He'll never give you morethan you can bear. So
don't let the Enemy scare you into quitting! |
love you! (End of message from Dad.)

166. (Mama:) Whilewe'reon thissubject
of theLaw of L ove, ther€ sanother question
that hascomeup from both FGAsand the sec-
ond gener ation. Asyou know, sexual sharingis
according to each person’sindividual faith, and
nobody should ever beforced or pressured into
doing something they don’t have the faith for.

167. Over thelast coupleof yearsthelLord
hasrepeatedly brought out theneed tolivethe
Law of Love fully, and there has been some
emphasis on that. Some have written me and
asked why 1I'm “pushing” sexual sharing so
much. Some are offended by that. Considering
all that Peter and | have published in the GNs
over thelast few years and the many topics that
have been covered and emphasized, | don’'t be-
lievethere has been extreme emphasis on sexual
sharing, nor isit something that | am personally
bent on “pushing.” I’m giving the Lord’s Word,
as Heleads.

168. Of course, if you're struggling with
sexual sharing, if it’ ssomething that you don’t
particularly like, then it's possible that any
mention of it or any GN on the subject hasa
very big effect on you. | can understand that.
But hereisan explanation asto why Peter and |
don'tjust let the sexual side of the Law of Love
dlip under the rug, mentioning it asinfrequently
aspossible, and never striving to teach the Fam-
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ily theright way toliveit, which iswhat some of
you would prefer we do.

169. (Jesus speaking:) Living the sexual
sideof theLaw of Loveisstill optional. Itisnot
arequirement to being in the Family, nor will you
lose your Family membership if you do not share
sexually. As | outlined in the above message,
however, living thetotality of the Law of Loveis
akey to My Family being all that | am calling
you to be.

170.Inorder for youtodothejob ahead, | am
outfitting you with theweaponsyou need and giv-
ing you thetraining you will havetousein the
daystocome. Thisiswhy | bring up thefull usage
and application of the Law of Love. It isupto
you to choose how much and to what degree
youwill apply thistraining, and | stressit because
| know that this continual learning, giving, sac-
rificing, and obedience to Me will strengthen
you and prepare you for your future work.

171. In order tobefully used in the days
ahead, you must beopen and yielded now, today.
You have to be willing to let Me work in your
heart and change the attitudes that you have
which arenot right or not in linewith My plan.
I’m not trying to force you; I'm just trying to
prepare you. You who allow Me to have full
sway inyour livesare those who will find these
changes easiest. You who say to Me, “Work in
my heart asyou will,” arethose who don’'t have
such adifficult timeliving the Law of Lovefully.
You arethe oneswho will be prepared and ready
in the days to come.

172. All I ask of you isthat you are open
and yielded to Me. | know what each of you
needs, and some of you need more training in
one area than another. Some need much less
training in one area than another. So the only
way to know that you' reinthe center of My will,
receiving all that you need in preparation for the
days to come, is by being open and yielded.
Drink in My Word and give Me full access to
your heart, so that | can makeyou into just what
you nheed to be.

173. Thebig question isnot whether you
arepracticingthe sexual aspect of the L aw of
Love That’snot thepoint. Thepointis: Areyou
yielded to M e? Areyou allowing Meto speak to
you about the areas that you need to change in
and givemoreto Mein? Areyou willing to for-
sake the things that are hindering you? Areyou
willing to give up your own habits, desires, and
trips? Areyouwilling to step out and givealittle
moreto Methan you’ ve been giving, in prepar-
ation for what’sto come?

174.1 dowish for youin My Family togive
mor eto each other, to help oneancther more,
tobewillingto sacrificeyour selvesfor theben-
efit of another, tobond together in greater unity,
and thisisaccomplished in part through the
Law of Love. But thisisnot theend initself or
the full goal. But the Family, asawhole, needs
to grow in thisareaof becoming OneWife, sol
continueto remind you of thisneed, and | chal-
lenge you to step out, give of yourselves, and
meet the needs of others.

175. So ask Meif you are holding back.
Ask Me what you need to do or change in your
lifein order to allow Metowork inyour lifeand
heart. If you do this, and you hear My voaice,
and apply the counsel | give you, then you will
be in the right place, and you will be receiving
thetraining and preparation needed for the days
to come. (End of message from Jesus.)

News from “Creature”

176. (Mama:) To closethisGN, | want to
shar e some news with you about a new rock
band called “Creature,” composed of Vas,
Godfrey, David (M exican) and John. They live
inMexico City. They haverecently signed acon-
tract to play at the Hard Rock Café in Cancun,
Mexico, for 10 weeks. In light of the counsel in
the “Conviction vs. Compromise” series, the
team there was very desperate with the Lord.
They had been asking Him each step of theway,
and they confirmed with Him again whether to
move forward with the audition, which was
scheduled after they had read thefirst three GNs
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inthe “ Conviction versus Compromise” series.
The Lord led them to go forward.

177. Still, wanting to be sure they were
making theright decision, Dust wrote Peter
and me, asking our advice. When we prayed
about it, the Lord gave the clear go-ahead for
them to proceed with their gig at the Hard Rock
Café. However, Hea so gave some very import-
ant sobering guidelines. We'd liketo sharethis
counsel with you because it can be applied to
other ministriesthat include alot of exposureto
the System. Thewarningsthe Lord gave should
shake up the rest of you who might start some
project with plenty of “good intentions,” but in
which thereisthe danger that you' Il fall prey to
the many temptations to compromise.

178. Beforeincluding the pr ophecy of coun-
sel that we sent to Dust, Ahlai, and the band
members, | want to sharewith you someof the
recent news from their Home. Thisisonly a
summary. They also sent prophecy excerpts, of
course, in which the Lord was giving them the
“two thumbs up” to proceed. Peter and | were
very happy to read those prophecies. However,
I’m only including the brief of their activities,
mainly to show that they’reinvolved in alot of
quality witnessing; they’re not just a perform-
ing band. They have a well-balanced ministry,
which isan important factor in this equation!

179. Hereareexcerptsof Dust’sreport to
Peter and me:

180. God bless you, my dear queen and
king! I love you more than ever, just because
of your love and the words that you pour
forth to all of us. You are faithful and true
and | love you! The Lord’s Spirit comes
through you bright and shining with the love
and truth of our Husband and King, Jesus.

181. The “Conviction” series is terrific! It
has been a real kick in the pants for our
Home, and | am one old warhorse who is
determined to go for it no matter what! jViva
la Revolucion! Of course, now I'm only one
who is putting his armor on as opposed to
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taking it off. Nevertheless, I'm inspired and
| have the faith and courage to ford the
Jordan once again! | don’t even mind hav-
ing the spurs dug into my side if that's what
it takes to get me to take the plunge, which
| figure it probably does. Yes, | am a little
weary and | “do not relish the swim,” but I'll
do it anyway. May God help me and all of us
to fight and win the victories that the Lord
has for us!

182. Here in Mexico City | have the privi-
lege of being a part of the most exciting,
diversified and powerful missionary work
that | have ever been involved with. Just
when it seems our little Mexico City Home,
which consists of 10 adults and 8 kids, is
stretched to the limit, the Lord does even
more miracles of witnessing, provisioning,
open doors, support, follow-up, etc., that
need to be manned, and it's all hands on
deck!

183. We have a terrific team here, and
surely one feature that has made every-
thing work so well is the blessed unity the
Lord has given us. Most of us have been
together for at least a couple of years now,
and some of us even go back six or seven
years working and living together. We're well
acquainted with one another’s flaws, weak-
nesses and rough edges. But we sincerely
love each other anyway and appreciate one
another and count it a privilege to be part of
a loving, unified team and Home.

184. We've just launched our new band,
“Creature,” consisting of Vas, Godfrey, David
(Mexican) and John. Already this newly
formed band has performed at one of
Mexico City’'s largest and toughest prisons.
The band has also played for the crowds
on the streets at Coyoacan, a major out-
door plaza.

185. In addition to the band, we also have
an acoustic singing team that performs in
several of the top restaurants in Mexico City
every weekend, getting out CDs at the



tables. The new interactive CDs are going
especially well. We meet many top people
and sheep from the upper echelons of
Mexican society. It's a terrific ministry that
affords us wonderful opportunities to wit-
ness, get out the tools, and interact with
some very interesting upper-class Mexi-
cans.

186. Then there is our Mex Studio, which
we built on the roof of our Home, which is
located smack in the heart of Mexico City.
Just about everything is within walking dis-
tance.

187. We're very involved in Activated
(Conéctate), and our Home heads up the
monthly united Mexico City area Activated
meetings, as well as weekly Activated Bible
studies in our Home. These Activated meet-
ings are attended by 100 or so sheep from
all the eight Homes in Mexico City and sur-
rounding areas. The last Activated meet-
ing included a two-day retreat for sheep
who came from as far away as Morelia and
Veracruz, accompanied by Family mem-
bers from those cities.

188. I'll tell you right now, our Home has
flatly failed at getting Activated subscrip-
tions, and we’re extremely convicted by the
“Conviction” series in this regard. We gave
it a go about a year ago and only got a hand-
ful of subscriptions. It didn't go so well, so
we slacked off. It didn't seem to be such
good use of our time when many other
things were going so well. But of course
that's probably because the Enemy was
fighting the Activated subscriptions more
than these other Bible classes and forms
of outreach and ministry. Now we're deter-
mined to get more subscriptions, and
we've come up with some ideas and pro-
grams to do so. One thing that we’re doing
right now is phoning every friend, contact
and sheep that we think might be inter-
ested in subscribing. We're also going to
give some gift subscriptions to certain
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friends that our Home will simply pay for.

189. With the arrival of the new Letters
we've cranked up our witnessing to where
we now go to Coyoacan every weekend to
witness, sing, pass out tracts, and do Holy
Ghost samples. Coyoacan is a plaza
where youth hang out and Mexican artisans
bring their wares, kind of like a hippie fair
and nighttime hangout for teens. It's a ter-
rific place to witness, and young people
from several of the Mexico City Homes par-
ticipate. In the last couple of weeks we've
won over 63 souls through one-on-one per-
sonal witnessing, a good many of whom
are coming to our next Activated meeting
and some to our weekly Activated Word
studies.

190. We also have an orphanage that
we support by delivering weekly supplies
of food and other necessities. We go there
and serve food and minister two or three
times a week. On Saturdays, we have
“Open the Door to the Children” where be-
tween 10-20 of the orphans, who have no
family to pick them up or see them on the
weekend, come over regularly at 2:00. We
do flannelgraphs and memory work with
our Family materials, skits and art projects,
along with “El Desvan de Tio Ivan” (Trea-
sure Attic) videos and have snacks. God
bless Ahlai and her daughter Juliet, 11, who
do this faithfully each week while watching
the other little kids in the Home while the
parents sing in restaurants. The orphans
have all gotten saved!

191. We do Consider the Poor in the
poor barrios of Mexico City, where we offer
puppet shows (courtesy of dear puppeteers
Spanish Samuel and Mexican Marcos and
Rebecca), music, and food to some of the
sweetest, most receptive and needy people
you'll ever see. Children’s Day (El Dia Del
Nifio) was particularly notable. Along with
Sandra, the wife of the manager of a fa-
mous Mexican pop group who wants to give



more time to helping others, we put on a
wallop of a Children’s Day party in one of
the poorest slums of countless street kids
we have ever seen. This colony is literally a
cesspool of garbage, and a whole city of
poor residents live around it. There were
games of all kinds, puppets, clowns, music,
balloons, face-painting, and a good time
was had by all. The event ended with a
couple of hundred poor receiving Jesus.

192. We've had booths at two Expos held
at Mexico City’s World Trade Center. One
Expo was in June and the other in July.
We're scheduled to do another expo at a
security fair with a free booth in November.
These were exhibitions held for companies
that make toys and educational equipment
for babies and children.

193. The cost for each booth was $1,800,
but we were able to provision a $1,200 dis-
count on the first booth and we got the sec-
ond one completely free. In the process
we befriended the woman who organizes
these particular expos directed to children,
and she has told us that we can continue
to have free booths at expos held in other
cities of Mexico, as well as future expos in
Mexico City. We set up and decorated the
booth with banners, displays, and bal-
loons. We set up two demo computers and
our interactive CDs, “Desvan de Tio Ivan,”
were a big hit! We sold 92 of these plus
another 150 CDs. We want to let you know
how thankful we are to you and those who
have developed our wonderful Family tools;
they are terrific, and we are dedicated,
happy salesmen. Incidentally, the inter-
active CD is a real hit with parents and day
care centers, and a very good source of
income and support for the Home at the
same time. Alex, Ahlai, and Argentine
Sammy have been shiner salespersons
at these events, while Joni, Paz, Robin and
others have been shiners at the restau-
rants getting out the CDs.
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194. Each person has to wear a num-
ber of hats, and one minute you're at cen-
ter stage or demonstrating an interactive
CD on computer at an expo, and the next
you're either changing the oil in the van,
making refried beans, or changing a doo-
doo diaper—all of which is pretty exciting
and a lot of fun! By the way, | just happen to
be the guy writing this report, but anyone
here could also tell you of the many excit-
ing miracles the Lord is doing in Mexico
City!

195. As | mentioned, over the course of
this year the Lord opened the door to what
He has indicated is a major opportunity to
reach Mexico with our music and witness
in the form of our new band, “Creature.”
They are now on the brink of launching into
a ministry of performing, witnessing, record-
ing and touring that may very well hit Mexico
in a big way with our music, message and
witness.

196. Last Christmas while getting out
tools at a gas station in Mexico City, | sold
one of our CDs, “DC Band—En Vivo En
Mexico” to Alfonso, the co-owner of the Bull-
dog Club, a famous rock music club in
Mexico City. A few days later he phoned me
and said that he had listened to our CD
and really likes our “energy” and “sound.”
He invited our DC Band to play at his club.
Ahlai was able to witness to Alfonso for a
couple of hours on the phone and he later
came over to the house for a visit. He in-
vited the entire Home to the Bulldog where
they went as his guests and sat in the VIP
section with him, in what turns out to be a
very large and impressive club where live
bands perform on a massive elevated
stage.

197. Later he invited everyone in the
Home to his lakeside house located south
of Cuernavaca. He reiterated his offer to
have our band play at his club. And in the
course of all of this, he’s grown close to us



and we’ve been able to witness to him quite
a lot. He said, “Just let me know when
you're ready and we'll roll it!”

198. These are just the highlights and
basics of what seems to be quite an open
door to reach Mexico with music. But the
problem was, that although the Lord spoke
in prophecy that this door is of Him and
that we should strike while the iron is hot,
we just didn’t have a band anymore. In fact,
Vas was the only member we had of what
would be our band. The Lord indicated in
prophecy that we “must once again as-
semble the singers and musicians to go
forth,” that “now is the time to put forth the
call, to assemble your group.” And so, we
wrote letters to David, Godfrey and John,
asking if they would be interested in com-
ing to Mexico City to join us in our efforts.

199. And now in light of the new “Convic-
tion” Letters we haven’t wanted to make a
move without hearing from the Lord to get
His confirmation and leading each step of
the way. We haven't made a decision on
our own without seeking the Lord for His
guidance and direction. We've taken the
band to the Lord many times, asking for
His confirmation, leading, direction, instruc-
tion, correction, etc. Each time the Lord
spoke and led us, whether about our song
list, style, whether to play a certain gig, etc.

200. Now, after a couple of auditions and
much prayer and prophecy, the band is
scheduled to play at the Hard Rock Café in
Cancun for 10 weeks beginning in Febru-
ary. Alfonso advised us to go ahead with
this opportunity.

201. By the morning of our final audi-
tion, we had already read parts 1-3 of the
“Conviction” series and had asked the Lord
to confirm our even going ahead with the
band and taking a job at the Hard Rock
Café. The Lord instructed us to proceed.

202. Although pretty nervous, the band
did quite well, and now we find ourselves
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about to sign up to play in Cancun. The
band will be paid for the 10 weeks. They
are provided with a 4-bedroom furnished
apartment, free meals at the Hard Rock
Café restaurant, and travel by air. I'm plan-
ning to accompany them as their shepherd/
manager. The funds will go to supporting
three Homes.

203. One thing that the Lord told us in
prophecy was that while the band is per-
forming, the rest of the Home should con-
centrate on Activated and the other minis-
tries outlined above. We're really pretty
much doing double duty and burning the
candle at both ends to build up a fruitful,
lasting and supportive Activated ministry
while keeping these other irons hot in the
fire.

204. At the same time the Lord has told
us that the band would have a big impact
on Mexico and be a powerful witness to
Mexico’s youth. This is already happening.
Last week one of the other bands who play
at the Hard Rock Café came over to the
house. We made a meal and witnessed to
them for hours, and Vas led all of them to
receive Jesus. This band is from Uruguay,
except for the Mexican drummer, who says
he wants to come to our weekly Bible stud-
ies. At Coyoacan, several Mexican students
and others came up to the band after their
performance and received Jesus.

205. The band does play some system
“cover” songs, as they are called in the
business, only because these are required
by the clubs where we are playing. But we
play our own Family songs too with a good,
clear message, and our goal is to eventu-
ally play only our own songs with our mess-
age. Once we've got our foot in the door,
we plan to abandon the “cover” songs en-
tirely. As a matter of fact, at our audition two
other bands present, as well as the man-
agement, said that our original Family
songs were the best and wished us well to



sometime soon get out a CD of our own
songs, which we hope will be a tremen-
dous hit here in Mexico, where the young
people clamor for rock music. The Lord told
us in prophecy to add one more of our own
songs to be a witness and to start off on
the right foot, and He blessed it at the audi-
tion.

206. Our Home has taken a stand against
system music. We wouldn’t want our play-
ing of a handful of “cover” songs to be seen
as a reason or excuse to get into system
music. Because of our rather delicate situa-
tion with the band playing “cover” songs,
we've decided to give it no other place in our
Home outside of the necessary practice.
This has pretty much been our policy all
along, but we just felt the need to be vehe-
ment about it, and so that’s the standard
that we have tried to uphold in our Home.

Be a Disciple First of All!

207. (Mama:) That isawonder ful report,
which | pray will bath inspireyou and motivate
you topray for thework in Mexico. Hereisthe
counsel the Lord gave when we prayed about
the direction these loved ones felt led to go.
Remember, thiscounsel could very well be use-
ful to you personally, so it'swise to tunein to
the general conditions and admonitions the
Lord gives.

208. (Jesusspeaking:) | givepeoplediffer-
ent talents. | give My children talents that can
be used in their service to Me, even as | have
talented these as musicians, and they wish to
use their talents to serve Me. They have used
these talents to serve Me in making music for
My children, and they wish to use their talents
as awitness, and they have been able to do so
to someextent. Their desireisto continueto do
S0, to pursue the using of their giftsin My ser-
vice, and in this, they are of pure hearts.

209. Their main motiveistousetheir gifts
and talentsfor My service, for My glory,and to
reach others for Me. But the road on which
they’ retraveling to use these talentsis one that
isfraught with many, many pitfalls. But because
they have astrong desireto usetheir talentsfor
Me, and because this is almost the only way
that they can use these talents as a further wit-
ness to the outside, | must let them walk down
this path. | send them down this path with My
blessing, because the motive of their hearts is
right.

210. But asl havesaid, thepath isfraught
with pitfalls, dangers, and temptations. The
temptations are many—primarily thetemptation
of pride, aswell as the temptation of getting so
wrapped up in the popularity and the activity
that the main motivation for doing thejobinthe
first place is lost. The danger is in going and
being aband and not being a witness. The dan-
ger isin going and being aband and not being a
sample of the standard of discipleship that | am
asking of My children. The danger isin going
and letting the little things, the little foxes, eat
away at the vines, the little variances here and
there—missing your Word time because you're
tired, missing the opportunity to witnessto some-
body because it seems uncool to do so, alittle
extradrink here or there, the little flirtations, a
kiss, alittle compromise, and these thingsbegin
adding up. Then, no matter what the original
motivation was, the end result could be disas-
trous.

211. It doesn’t haveto bethat way, but it
potentially can bethat way becausethepathis
fraught with all of thesethings. | have opened
thisdoor for them, and asthey sought M e about
whether to go through it, | directed them to do
s0. It is an opportunity for them to see what
they’ re made of in spirit, to see what effect this
kind of ministry will have on them.

212. How they dowill depend very much on
their choices, their prayerfulness, their being
disciples, their using the new weapons, and on
their praying for the people that they meet, fol-
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lowing up on them and feeding them, not just
entertaining them.

213. Much will depend on if they usetheir
giftsand talentsasthebait, and then usethe
Word and their testimony and their sampleas
the hook, becausethey don’t want to just be
feeding thefish bait. There hasto be morethan
that; there has to be the goal to hook them on
My Word, to hook them on Me. These boysare
going to havetolift up My Name, they’ regoing
to havetolift up My Word, and when you'rein
asituation like this and people are adoring you
and giving you adulation because of your mu-
sic, to hold Me up can sometimes be difficult.
And as time goes on, the temptation is to lift
Me up less and less, and to hold themselves up
more and more.

214. Again, I’'m not sayingthat they will do
this, but I'm saying that thisisthetemptation,
and many havegonebefor ethem and havesuc-
cumbed tothistemptation. So canthey makeit?
Yes, it is possible. Will they makeit? Thiswill
very much depend on them and their commit-
ments, and their having regular honest evalua-
tions of how they are doing, and regularly hear-
ing from Me, asking Me how they’ redoing both
asaHome, aunit, ateam, and individualy.

215. They will havetobevery willingtobe
very open and toreceivefrom M eand from one
another any correction or guidancethat | have.
They are going to have to realize that they're
there to feed sheep, to win souls, to harvest the
hungry. They are not thereto be aband; they’re
not there to play music. If they are going be-
cause they’re there to win souls and disciples
and to reach the lost, then | will bless them. If
they’re there because they’re a band and they
want to play their music, | will not.

216. Can it befruitful? Yes, it can. Will it
befruitful? 1t very well may be, but that will
depend on them and on their connection with
M e—and not just their connection going in, not
just their motives going in, but their everyday
motives, their everyday connection until the day
thejob isdone. If their motivation and connec-

tion do not begin to wane and weaken as the
daysand weeksgo on, if whenthey'retired and
when they’ ve befriended many people, they're
gtill upholding Me and preaching the Gospel
and giving the Word and following up and mak-
ing it atrue witnessing adventure, a“faith trip,”
then| can blessit and thenit will befruitful. But
if, as the days and the weeks go on, they begin
to grow weary and compromise and not lift Me
up and they water down their witness, then it
will fail, and the fruit will not be good and the
effect intheir liveswill not be good.

217.1’mallowingthem togo down thispath.
| am telling them that thisis an opportunity for
them to walk down this path, and | have told
them what good fruit could happen. But now
I’'mtelling you that in order for them to achieve
what could happen, they must be very careful
and very prayerful and very open—opento Me,
open to shepherding. They must use My new
weapons. They must be discipleswho are using
their gifts and the tools of the trade to do the
job. They have to be disciples first, soul-win-
nersfirst, and musiciansand band members sec-
ond. It'sthe only way that it will work, the only
way that it will bear the proper fruit, and theonly
way that | can truly bless.

218. So, yes, | am allowing this, but it is
with conditions. It must bewith the understand-
ing that these conditions must be met for them
to be successful in thisventure, for Meto bless
it and for them to come out of it strengthened
instead of weakened. It will be atest for each
one, but they are capable of passing the test if
they will practice and use the weapons of My
Spirit, if they will be open to My voice and to
any guidance and correction from Me, from their
shepherd and from each other. If they will put
the winning of souls and the feeding of these
sheep first, with these conditions, | will bless
them.

219. Thechoiceand theresultsarereally
up to them. You can share these words with
them and let them know that they go within My
will, with the potential to do good and to win
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many. But that will depend on them and on their
faith and faithfulness to stay close, to be full of
Me and My Word, and to do the job that I'm
sending them to do, using the tools and gifts
that | have given them, but realizing they are not
going for those particular tools. They’re going
towin, towitnessand to feed. Thetoolsarejust
ameans, themusicisjust away to get theminto
placeswherethey can witness. Themusicisnot
the main point; the job, their discipleship, the
winning of soulsis. Andif they will put Mefirst,
if they will put thetruejob first, then | will bless
and | will anoint and I will makeit fruitful beyond
their wildest dreams. But if they do not, then it
will not bear fruit, and it will bedamaging in spirit
for them.

220. Thereispotential. There are many
sheep who need to hear My message and who
will beattracted tothem, who | will bringto
hear them and to hear their songsand their
witness. | will do My part to gather themin. | will
do My part to put it in the heart of people who
are hungry to be there. But, My beloved musi-
cians, it will be up to you to feed them.

221.1 knowyou candoit. | knowyour hearts
and | know you desiretodoit. But do not be
deceived, for theEnemy will try todistract you,
to get you tripped off, ashe hasmany before
you. But you are now empowered with the power
of the keys that | have given you. You have
more power than those who have gone before
you. You have more Word than those who have
gone before you, and you have the potential to
make this a wonderful witness, to make this a
real steppingstonein the fight to reach Mexico.
But like good soldiers who are sent forth into
the battle, they must remember they’re soldier-
ing, and they must conduct themselves as good
soldiers, faithful, valiant, and true, to win the
battle.

222. Soitiswith you, for | send you forth
intothisbattle. | send you forth whereyou can
use the gifts and talents that | have given you,
and thetoolsthat you have for thetask. But the
tools are not enough; the gifts are not enough.

[t requiresyour commitment—your commitment
to excellence, your commitment to discipleship,
your commitment to do the job of winning the
lost. If you will keep this commitment true and
hold it up before you each day, with each per-
son, with each needy soul, then you will win
victory, and the Enemy will be defeated. You
will need each other, you will need Me, you will
need My weapons. But you can win victory if
you fight the good fight, and if you let Me, as
your Commanding Officer, lead and guide you.
For if you do, you will see victory and much
fruit borne from your labors. (End of message
fromJesus.)

223. (Mama:) Thedecision of theseband
member sto accept this contract to play in a
System club for 10 weeksisa danger ouscom-
mitment, because asthe Lord said, thereare so
many pitfallsand temptations. You might think
this doesn’'t apply to you, since you're not a
musician, but the general counsel and guide-
linesthat the L ord gaveto help these band mem-
bers stay on track are the samethat anyonewho
hasalot of contact with the System would need
to abide by. The same temptations of pride, of
compromising the witness after a while, of not
being the sample the L ord expects you to be, of
losing thevision, and of letting thelittle disobe-
diences weaken you are what al of you who
spend a lot of time out witnessing and fund-
raising need to watch out for.

224. Another important point isthat you
might start some project with pure, unselfish,
good motives, really expecting to accomplish a
lot for the Lord, get out agood witness, and win
souls and disciples. But with time, those origi-
nal commitmentsand motivescanwane. Theend
result is real problems! Good intentions going
into a project aren’'t enough. You have to keep
those motives and that commitment fresh and
aliveevery single day.
