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Dear Family,
N THISGN I'm goingtofocuson our JETTs
and junior teensand their needsduringthe
renewal. You'll find that alot of the counsel in
therenewal GNsyou’ vealready read can be ap-
plied to the JETTs and junior teens. You can
read “Renewal: The Big Picture” with them, if
you haven't already done so, because even
though it is more focused on the adults (those
18+) and senior teens, it contains many good
spiritual principlesregarding therenewal and it
will be helpful for them in understanding the big
picture.
2.“Renewal: A Gift of Lovefor the Chil-
dren” also containssomevery important coun-
s that can beapplied toyour parenting, shep-
herding, and careof the JET Tsand teens. For
example
* Bdlievethat dl of thethingsthat theLord
instructs you to do in your care of the JETTs
and junior teens in this GN are possible

* Plan ahead to makethings special for the
JETTs and junior teens, and even pray about
rewards for exemplary behavior and steps of
progress.

» Use the weapons of praise, intercessory
prayer, and the keys.

3. Soherel’m mainly goingtoaddressand
include counsel on any extraconcernsor spe-
cificsthat are unique to the realm of the JETTs
and junior teens. And in addition to this GN,
you've probably also noticed that there's a
shorter Letter (GN 1078) directed to the JETTs
and junior teens themselves included with the
renewal packageyou received. Thisisapersona
letter from me to them, along with some mess-
agesfrom the Lord that you can read with them
prior to the renewal, and which they can then
keep copies of to study and review. Even though
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it'saddressed specifically tothe JET Tsand junior
teens, pleasebe suretoreadit aswell, dear adults
and senior teens.

4. Preparing these GNs for the renewal
hasbeen an exciting adventure. WhentheLord
first told us to have the renewal, He revealed
very few of the detailsto us. So we just obeyed
and published the plan in “Forward, Always
Forward!” We didn’t know all the reasonswhy,
but we knew it was important and we knew we
had to obey the Lord. Then when it cametimeto
start preparing these GNs for you about the re-
newal, westill didn’t know thefull plan. Infact,
at first we were anticipating that there would
only beone GN about therenewal, but our Hus-
band led us step by step, and it's been inspiring
to see how His plan has unfolded and how much
mileage He's getting out of it. I1t's so much big-
ger and better than Peter and | ever expected,
and it's going to bear good fruit in al of our
lives.

5. Even though therenewal isaunited ven-
ture, it’sheenthrillingtodiscover that theLord
hasa special purposeand goal not only for us
as a combined Family and for each of us per-
sonally, but also for every different age group.
Hehasall of our best interests at heart—from the
very youngest to the oldest—and has tailored
this gift of His love specifically to each age
group’s needs. He promises that the renewal is
going to benefit everyone, the JET Tsand junior
teens included. So although it will initially be
quitedifficult for many of them, and certainly a
challengefor you parents and shepherdsto con-
vincethemthat it’s going to be agood and posi-
tivething, aswefollow the Lord and obey what
He's asking of us, we can trust that they will
come out of therenewal better for it in one way
or another—just likeall of uswill. That'sawon-
derful promiseto cling to!

6. (Jesus.) My lovecomesin many forms,
and therenewal isa gift of My love for each
Family member, from theyoungest totheold-
est. For you adults, My love will be felt in a
special way. For your younger children, it will
be felt in another way. For your youth, and es-

pecially your JETTsand junior teens, it will be
feltin another way.

7. My lovefor you adultswill primarily
comein theform of cleansing, renewal, bring-
ingyou back toyour First L ove, adjusting your
priorities, and strengthening your convictions
and resolve to serve Me in whatever level of
membership | have called you to. My love will
be felt most strongly in the form of revitaiza-
tion, change, and growth. For your younger chil-
dren My loveviatherenewal will comeinadif-
ferent form. They will feel My lovethrough extra
time spent with them, morefeeding and exciting
Word times, extrafun, extra opportunitiesto do
new things, and extrainput from those they look
up to.

8. For the young people, and especially
your JETTsand junior teens, My lovewill be
felt in yet another way. They don’'t so much de-
sireMy loveintheform of extratimewith their
parents, or the same fun activities that younger
children enjoy. That’s not the extent of My love
that | wish to pour forth on them during the re-
newal. For them My love through the renewal
needs to come in the form of challenge, fulfill-
ment, and discovering the depths of My Spirit
like never before. The youth need to find out
what the Family isall about, their faith needsto
be strengthened, and they need to discover that
serving Me is fun. Many of your JETTs and
junior teens are weak, and they are desperately
in need of this opportunity to be strengthened.

9. Therenewal isatimewhen | want to
showtheJET Tsand junior teenswhat it means
tobein the Family. | want them to experience
the joy and highsthat come from serving Me. |
want toignitethefireof revolutionintheir hearts.
But | can’'t dothison My Own. | need you adults
and senior teensto make it happen. You makeit
happen by helping theWord come aliveto them
like never before, by taking them out witness-
ing and soul winning so that they can gain a
love for the lost, by helping them to search the
Word for the answers to use when witnessing,
by engaginginradical formsof witnessing, even
if they’ re not your favorites. Parties and activi-
tiesarefun and havetheir place, but if that’sall
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the JETTs and junior teens get out of the re-
newal, then they will have missed some of the
most important benefits.

10. If your JET Tsand junior teensareto
grow into dedicated disciplesand Family mem-
bers, then they need toreceiveinput—not just
fun activities and fellowships, but also life-
changing experiencesthat are going to put them
on the map of serviceto Me. They need to start
being challenged to take on more responsibility,
togrow into disciples. It'satimewhen | want to
turn them on to the Family. | don't mean that
they haveto befull-fledged, do-or-diedisciples
by the end of the renewal, but | do wish for at
least a few switches to be turned on in their
hearts, for there to be more fire and light than
there was before. For some of them, this might
be their last chance to get connected with Me,
to get turned on to My Spirit.

11. In many Homesthe JET Tsand junior
teenswork to help keep theHomefiresburn-
ing. But even though you'll till be expecting
them to contribute to the Home and carry out
their responsibilities, somehow—with prayer
and prophecy, counseling, and rearranging the
schedule—their specific needs must also be met.
It might require some sacrifices, but that's the
price you will need to pay in order to help your
JETTsandjunior teens. | won't ask more of you
than you can bear or fulfill, but you must do
your part.

12. Thisrenewal hasthepotential tobea
lifesaver for many of your young people. Itisan
avenueto get them on asolid path of serviceto
Me, moving forward in the right direction. But
in order for thisto work, the JETTs and junior
teens need input, direction, help, shepherding,
love, challenge, fulfilling witnessing opportu-
nities, exciting Word, and Spirit-filled activities
and events. If you want to see a difference in
their lives at the end of the renewal, they will
need input. They need you who are willing to
help them makeit.

13. During therenewal I’m pouring out
My discipleship power, My revolutionary power
in great abundance. It'satimewhen thosewho
open up to Me—young and old alike—will find

their hearts ignited with new and previously
unknown joy and fire. For your young people,
if you play your cardsright and give them what
they need, My blessings will come in the form
of strong dedication and commitments. There-
newal may even savethe spiritual lives of some
who are about to walk out the door of their ser-
vice to Me. | have the key to each on€e's heart,
and if you do your part, | will ensure that they
comeout of therenewal changedinvisibleways
for the better, and as a stronger follower of Me
and My Word.

14. (Mama:) Theshepherding and car e of
theJET Tsand junior teensduringtherenewal
isgoingtobeachallengefor every Home. In
some ways they are in a league of their own
when it comes to what will satisfy them, what
will help them to make it through the renewal,
and what isgoing to fulfill their needs. They are
in a unique category, because they are much
more accountable and responsible than the chil-
dren, yet they are not as accountable as the
adults. Similarly, the things, approaches, and
renewal perksthat will appeal to and benefit the
younger children will not do the trick for the
JETTsand junior teens. Thus ablanket plan for
all agesjust won't work.

15. AstheL ord said in thepreceding mess-
age, agood part of therenewal for the JETTs
and junior teensisgoing to need to be spiri-
tual. They need spiritual input and challenges,
because many of them need to grow up, be
cleansed, and learn what it means to be a dis-
ciple. But the other needs they have are very
physical and practical, and must also be met—
such as excitement, change, physical exertion,
fun, witnessing adventures, recreation, and in-
put. Too much spirituality during the renewal to
the neglect of their youthful physical needswill
backfire; you'll be met with resistance. But at
the sametime, too much emphasis on the physi-
cal aspectsto the neglect of their spiritswill also
beinsufficientinthelong run. A good balanceis
imperative, and that'swhy we need to claim the
keys of balance and wisdom.

16. TheJET Tsand junior teensneed fun



and excitement and recr eation and all theret,
but just those physical thingswithout thespiri-
tual strengtheningthey need isnever goingto
be enough. You could do al of thefunthingsin
theworld for them and fulfill all of their heart’s
desires, but if they aren’t challenged spiritually
they’ re never going to be strengthened. They're
no longer children; they’ re moving quickly into
becoming fully accountable adults, and if they're
not strengthened now, they may never be the
disciples the Lord has destined them to be.
That’s a sobering thought, but it's also motivat-
ing. For someof them, thismight betheir last big
opportunity to be strengthened.

Four Major Thrusts

17. You'veread alot of counsel about the
renewal in thefirst four GNsin this series.
And within those GNs the Lord has aready
given alot of instruction and to-dos. So | was
concerned that at this point you might be get-
ting a little weary and wondering how you're
going to be able to focus on your JETTs and
junior teens in addition to everything else that
might & ready seem overwhelming. Thereisalot
about JET Tsand junior teensthat we could talk
about, and many interesting angles and specif-
icsof their livesthat we could cover, but | didn’t
want you to feel crushed with information over-
load. | didn’t want to expect too much of you, so
| asked the Lord for the main keys, the most
important major points that are going to help
our JET Tsand junior teensthrough therenewal .

18. I think you’ll behappy to hear that the
Lord said that it was Hiswill to keep Hisin-
struction simple. He said that even though
JETTs and junior teens can be rather compli-
cated at times, when you focus on their most
important needs, those needs boil down to be-
ing pretty simple. Of course, meeting those
needs can be another whole ball game altogether
and no small challenge, but it'sachallenge you
will beableto meet with our Husband’shelp and
the power of the keys!

19. TheL ord doesn’t expect that we' rego-
ingtobeabletotransformall of our JET Tsand
junior teensintofull-fledged disciplesin only
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six months. If that’sour goal, we'll just be con-
demned and discouraged if things don’t turn
out that way. But these six months will make a
difference. They will work as building blocks
for discipleship, and the JET Tsand junior teens
will make decisionsasaresult. Some might de-
cide 100% that they want to be adisciple. Some
might choose to give the Lord alonger, better
chancetowork intheir livesbeforethey makea
decision that discipleshipisn’t for them. Either
way, decisions will be made, and the renewal
will bring about these decisions.

20. Herearethefour main thingsthelL ord
said the JET Tsand junior teensneed during
therenewal. It goeswithout saying, of course,
that these are needs that the Lord would like us
to continue to fill in our young people’s lives,
even after the renewal isover.

21.1) TheWord and spiritual input: They
need Word classes, devotions, inspirations, and

spiritual activitiesthat will turnthemonandin-
spirethem. If your JETTsand junior teensdon’t
already have Word time or Word classes geared
to them, thisis a need you should ask the Lord
how tofill. They need to start eating more of the
meat of the Word so that they can be stronger
disciples. But at the sametime, they’ re not adults
and can’t be expected to absorb the Word like
adults, so they need spiritual input that is fun,
alive, inspiring, fresh, original, enjoyable, and
that catersto their needs. You are going to have
to let alittle wildfire burn at timesin order for
there to be fire at all. It is better to have them
burning than for them to be dead. (Note: See
ideas for this, and the next three points, at the
end of thisLetter.)

22. 2) Recr eation and fun: They need good,
regular, wholesome enjoyment, recreation and
fun. Without movies, computer games, and other
avenues of worldly entertainment, you are go-
ing to need to be moreinnovative and pray down
ideas. There are outings that could be planned
in advance or provisioned, depending on what's
available in your area, as well as outings that
don’t cost money or require provisioning. Parties




and special Home or area activitiesthat cater to
the JETTsand junior teensare a so part of what
will helptofill their physical needs.

23. This sounds like a lot of work, and
you'reright. But therest of you shouldn’t feel
like you have to do everything for the JETTs
and junior teens. Get them involvedin the plan-
ning too, and teach them to work for their fun. If
they start learning how to plan and coordinate
thingsfor themselvesand their peers, with coun-
sel and oversight, then they will become less
dependent on you to think up theideas and plan
every single event for them.

24. 3) Witnessing adventur es: Theyoung
people need to learn how to witness, feed the
sheep, and follow up. Therenewal isatimewhen
the Lord wants to hook the JETTs and junior
teens on the Family and help them to maketheir
calling and election sure as His disciples, or at
least begin moving them in that direction, and
witnessing isamajor part. So we need to teach
them to be professional witnessersand soul win-
ners. Witnessing, and the thrill that comes with
it, issomething the JETTs and junior teens des-
perately need to experience on aregular basis.

25. Morethan almost anything elsewecan
do for them, the fulfillment of witnessing is
what will motivatethem towant to givetheir
lives to Jesus as disciples and missionaries.
As one CO who read an advance copy of this
commented:

Witnessing will cause them to seetheir up-
bringing with different eyes, as everything
they’ ve been taught will suddenly click and
make perfect sense when they are face to
face with a sheep who is clinging to their
every word for the answers. When they re-
alize that they have the key within their
hearts (all the Word stored in them) to un-
lock the mysteries and resolve the deepest
secrets in the lives of those they come in
contact with who are desperately searching
for the answers, they will value their birth-
right.

26. Plus, interesting and satisfying wit-
nessing oppor tunitiesbuild young peopl€ sself-
esteem, boost their confidence, honetheir com-
munications skills, help them to overcome shy-
ness, and can fill apart of their big vacuum for
excitement. Planning sometruly memorablewit-
nessing opportunitiesfor your JET Tsand junior
teensduring the renewal will be well worth the
investment.

27. (Jesus)) Just asgreat leader s, both good
and bad, have per sonified their kingdoms, sol
personify Mine. And as the love and loyalty
that the people of the kingdom bore for their
kings and/or queens gave them the motivation
to go and fight and die for their monarchs on
the battlefields of thisworld, so will it be with
the youth of My Kingdom.

28. They will only havethemotivation to
man thebattlements, or moreimportantly ad-
vanceintotheteeth of theEnemy’sarmies, if
they havethemotivation that will comeif they
love Me. They will only be able to implement
radical witnessing if they love Me enough to
doit. So if you want radical witnessing meth-
ods to work, then first you must pray that they
fall in love with Me and My Word—which is
Me. They must love Me enough that they are
willingtolay downtheir livesasfreemenin My
Kingdom, rather than surrendering to theforces
of Satan and becoming serfs and slavesin his
domain of darkness.

29. You must pray that the JETTs and
junior teensfall inlovewith Meand My Word.
Pray and claim the keys with all diligence, and
then do your part by training them in the ways
of the spiritual warfare and leading them into
battle. They areidedlistic, and they will givethem-
selves over to their ideals, whether those ideals
are good or bad. You must do al you can, pri-
marily in prayer, to see that they are enthused
about theright ideals. If they get turned on, they
will bewilling to do crazy thingsfor Meto bea
witness. Then that willingnesswill lead them to
be willing to be radical witnesses. You cannot
expect them to be willing to try these things un-
less they are turned on.



30. And remember, success breeds suc-
cess. Pray that they will find other youth who
will be turned on—young people in the Family
who also have the fire for witnessing, so they
can band together and help each other, as well
as young people in the System who get turned
on to the message and the witness. Nothing will
encourage your JETTs and junior teensin their
witnessing efforts more than experiencing suc-
cess firsthand—the youth getting turned on to
the message, seeing theWord at work in people's
lives, and having the opportunity to feed poten-
tial disciples.

31. Radical witnessing meanswitnessing
by radicals. It'snot alwaysthe type of witness-
ing that must be radical, as sometimes radical
and memorabl e withessing adventures can take
placein traditional and conservative ways and
settings. Thewitnessing will beradical if aradi-
cal isdoing thewitnessing. Your kidsarerebels,
and unfortunately too many of them are rebel-
ling against you, and by extension, Me. Your
job is to turn that rebellion around into rebel-
lion against the Devil.

32. 4) A personal goal or goals: They need
adefinitegoal or goalsso that they aren’t floun-
dering or bored during the renewal. They need
something that they can work on and invest their
energiesinto in their free time. They won't al-
ways be doing school, witnessing, helping out
inthe Home, or having fun activities. Sometimes
there won't be anything planned for them, so
they each need something they can fill those
blank spots with. They not only need to have
things done with them to fill the spacesin their
livesthat worldly input previoudly filled, but they
will also need to be taught how to do thisthem-
selves—how to take initiative, how to motivate
themselves, how to be creative and innovative,
because you adults won't be available to wait
on them 24 hours a day.

33. (Jesus:) Every JETT and junior teen
needstofind at least onegoal that they'rego-
ingtostrivefor duringtherenewal. Moregods
are better, because they’ll have a lot of extra

time on their hands, but one is the minimum.
They need something—at |east one thing—that
they can sink their teeth into, that they can be
working toward. It doesn’t necessarily need to
be spiritual, although it can be. It could be vo-
cational, recreational, educational, or even
physical. But the pointisthat no JETT or junior
teen should be left to aimlessly float through
therenewal directionless or without agoal. They
need at least one solid goal, or if they’ re ambi-
tious, they could decide on afew.

34. Thisgoal, or goals, issomething they
would be expected towork toward duringthe
renewal, sothat by theend of therenewal they
will haveaccomplished something new, lear ned
something new, or grown in some way. They
will need some help from you parents and adults
[and that includes you YAs and SGAS|, espe-
cialy in the beginning, but realistically they
won't be able to expect help all of the time.
They’ re going to need to learn to motivate them-
selves, apply themselves, teach themselves, and
learn and grow themselves.

35. You adultscan help them out in thebe-
ginning, but then at acertain point theJETTs
and junior teensshould be encouraged to con-
tinue on their own, or largely on their own.
Then some time toward the end of the renewal
period, the JET Tsand junior teensin the Home,
or eveninthearea, could have aspecia activity
night to share with others what their goal was
and how they achievedit. If the goal was some-
thing that could be performed or demonstrated,
such as a play or dance routine, they could do
so then.

36. Theideal isthat the JET Tsor junior
teenschoosewhat they haveaburden for, but if
they'rebeingvery rebeliousand don’t want to
choose anything, then you can choose some-
thing for them. If they won’t motivate them-
selves, becausethey’ retoo lazy or they’ re balk-
ing at therenewa , you can help to motivate them
by giving themagoal. You can even remind them
that they’re not being singled out, but that this
is something that all of the JETTs and junior
teensin the Family are doing together. One day
they will look back on the things you encour-



aged them to learn, and the hobbies and skills
you might have even had to force them to pur-
sue, and they’ re going to be so grateful to you.

37. Their choiceswould haveto bethings
that aredoableand realistic, but at thesame
timeyou adultswill also haveto becar eful not
toput adamper on thingsthat might seem abit
radical. Remember that your JETT or junior teen
has six months in which to achieve his or her
goal, and the options are limitless.

Teaching our JETTS
and Junior Teens
Self-Motivation and Initiative

38. (Mama:) I n the preceding messagethe
Lordsaid that theJET Tsand junior teensneed
tolearn to motivatethemselvesand learn and
grow by themselves. Thisis a very important
point—not only for their personal growth and
development, but asaform of salvation for you
parents and shepherds. If during the entire re-
newal the JET Ts and junior teens are expecting
you to do everything for them, plan everything
for them, and do a “song and dance” to keep
them happy and occupied every waking hour of
the day, you're going to run yourselves ragged.
Already you have to devote every waking hour
totheyounger children, soif the JET Tsand junior
teensare expecting the same amount of intensely
focused time from you, you're going to burn
out. It'sjust not realistic.

39. It’snot even good for them to expect to
bewaited on hand and foot, to haveeverything
donefor them. Thisteachesthemtobelazy, and
encourages their lack of motivation, creativity,
and initiative. If they want to do fun things, they
need to help you make it happen. If they are
bored, they need to work with you to remedy
the boredom. They need to learn to motivate
themselves and plan things for themselves, and
keep themselves challenged and going places—
that'sdl apart of growing up. You can and should
help them, and you can and should coach them,
but somehow they need to be taught to moti-
vate themselves to learn new things, to be pro-
ductive, and do useful things with their extra
time.

40. Many of our JETTsand junior teens
lack even basic motivation and initiative. This
is a very widespread problem with their age
group. They’ve grown lazy and accustomed to
having everything done for them. Many have
adopted the mindset that if they are bored or
unchallenged, that it stheir parents’ fault or their
Home's fault. Well, maybe sometimesiit is the
parents' or Home's fault if you're not meeting
the young peopl€'s basic needs, the things you
are responsible to fill—such as the four main
things listed earlier. But often they’re bored or
unchallenged because they don’t have any
goalsat all—sometimes not even asimple goal
—and because some of them don’t have even
thebasic motivation to achieve, tolearn, to grow,
to progress, and to makethings happen for them-
selves.

41. Thiswould be a good question to ask
theLord: “How canwehelpthe JET Tsand junior
teens in our Home to learn to grow in motiva-
tion? What can we do to remedy the problem
and encourage more creativity and initiative?’
You adults should then unitedly discuss the
counsel He gives you and make some concrete
plansfor implementing Hisideasin your Home.

42. Sef-disciplineand self-motivation is
goingto benefit our JET Tsand junior teensin
their lifenomatter what their futurechoices
are. They need more of the long-term vision,
because most of them don’t grasp the concept
of how the time they invest today in learning
and growing and making progress of any kind
is going to benefit them somewhere down the
line. They need to be helped to realize that the
things they learn and do today are going to
benefit themin the future—whether they remain
in the Family or not. It’s about becoming well-
rounded individual s, and having as much knowl-
edge and skill and know-how tucked under their
belts as possible. All of this will help them as
missionariesand Family members, but it will dso
help them even if they end up |eaving the Fam-
ily one day.



Can There Be Exceptions for
the JETTs and Junior Teens?

43. Shortly after weannounced ther enewal
in“Forward, AlwaysForward!” | received the
following question from oneof our COs:

44. [A couplein our area)] is having a
difficult timewith their 15-year-old son. He's
going through the rebelliousteen yearsand
he isn't real committed to Family life, al-
though the parents are doing all they can to
help him and are praying that he makesit.

45. They haven't read the “Forward,
Always Forward” GN with their son yet be-
cause they’re worried about hisreaction to
thesix-month renewal period, and if hehears
that hewill not be allowed to play computer
games or watch movies for six months that
it might bethe straw that breaksthe camel’s
back and might make him upset and mad at
the Lord and the Family for what he doesn’t
think isfair, to the point that it will do more
harm than good and he might really pushto
not beinthe Family.

46. What happens in a case like this,
wherethe parentsreally want to go through
the renewal period and fasting of System
input, but their junior teens don’t?

47. We talked a bit about it, and | re-
minded them that there have been timesin
their son’slife (asis also the case with my
son and just about every teen | know), when
he's done something bad, and as a punish-
ment they have put him under similar re-
strictions—liketaking away computer privi-
legesand nomoviesfor acertaintimeperiod,
even up to a month or more. They agreed
that he's gone through that type of thing.
They' ve successfully administered that kind
of punishment before and he did submit to
it, but that was because he could clearly see
that it was a punishment for something that
he personally did wrong. They don’t think
hewill really understand or accept that heis
being restricted because of mistakes the
Family at large made.

48. | think alot depends on the parents’
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attitude and how supportive they are of the
Word, as that's bound to affect the kids
attitudes and how they take this announce-
ment.

49. When talking about it abit, wewon-
dered if perhapsfor junior teens, instead of
atotal ban on computer games and movies,
if therewould berestrictions placed, likeonly
one hour aweek allowed, or something like
that? It's not like they want to allow their
teen son to be an exception to the world-
widerenewal period guidelines, soif all the
FD and MM Homes haveto ensurethat their
junior teens abide by the renewal period re-
strictions, then they just want to be pre-
pared for how to deal with their teen’sreac-
tion. (End of excerpts.)

50. (Mama:) | can imaginethat thereare
probably other parentsin similar situations
with junior teenswho areon thefringesof the
Family, or who aren’t doing so well spiritually,
or who are going through difficult timesin their
lives, and you might be wondering how you will
handletheir reactions, if negative, whichin some
cases could be quite rebellious and explosive.

51. By the time you read this GN, your
junior teensand JET Tswill probably bewell
awar eof therenewal, and might bedreadingit.
Some of you parents are probably apprehensive
about what it'sgoing to belike once the renewal
actually starts, and you worry that your JETTs
or junior teensaregoing to giveyou areal rough
time. They’re not going to gladly forsake their
computer games, or happily stop watching movies
and thelike. And if they really rebel against the
rules of therenewal and they decidetokick up a
stink, what then? Do they have to abide by the
renewal rules? Or will there be exceptions?

52. Basically, theL ord said that therecan
beno exceptions.

53. (Jesus:) TheentireHome, whether FD
or MM, and all of their member s, must abideby
therequired renewal period. FM Homesarenot
required to abide by the six-month renewal period,
although it's recommended that they do so. For



the sake of unity intheHomeand atrue renewal
of the entire Home and its members, it’s not the
time for exceptions. It would be difficult for a
Hometo be united and moving forward if not all
were doing the samething at the sametime, and
obeying the same requirements. For the sake of
clarity, unity, and the true blessings of thistime
of renewal, it's best not to consider exceptions.

54.(Mama:) TheJET Tsand junior teens
areprobably goingto bethemost challenging
agecategory, mainly becausethefast of worldly
input isgoing to affect them themost. JETTs
and junior teens often take in more worldly in-
put for their entertainment and recreation than
other age groups, and it's going to be abig for-
sake-all for them. And because many of them
lack personal motivation, initiative, and good old-
fashioned ingenuity, as| mentioned earlier, they
will likely face the prospect of more boredom
than any other age group—at least initially—
and thiswill be abig concern for them, and you
as parents and shepherds. On top of these
reasons, many of them are spiritually weak; it'sa
rebelliousage, soit’snatura that somewill react
negatively and think it'sunfair.

55. 1 would ventur eto say that almost all
theJET Tsand junior teensaregoingto squawk
at least alittle, and many will makeabig stink
and fussat first. Some of the junior teens and
JETTs may be defiant and rebellious and have
an extremely negative reaction to the renewal,
and thenthey’ll grow out of it asthe Lord helps
them to adjust and as they choose to yield. But
then there may be some who will kick and fuss
throughout the whole renewal, from beginning
to end, if they make the decision to not yield to
it and opt to stew in negativity and rebellion.

56. No matter how your young peoplere-
act, it’sgoing to be a challenge of somekind,
and you'regoingto haveto pray and ask the
Lord for thekeystotheir heart. Youwill also
need to call on the keys of conviction and bal-
ance and wisdom so that you're able to shep-
herd your JETTs and junior teens with love,
understanding, fairness, the right perspective,
yet also without giving in to their demands or

wavering in your decisions. Keep reminding
yourself that you’ renot depriving or hurting your
JETTs and junior teens. By obeying the Lord
you're doing what's best for them, even if you
or they don’t seeit that way at first.

57. Ultimatdy the choice of whether or not
toaccept therenewal in their heartsand yield
to it istheirs. You are responsible to do your
part, which includes desperate prayer and claim-
ing the keys for them, and the Lord will be pa-
tient and continue to give them chances and
help from the spirit world. But when al is said
and done, the buck stops with them. This re-
newal could be atime that moves them toward
discipleship when they are of age and prepares
them for their calling and destiny, but it’s their
choicesthat will determinethe outcome.

Will the Renewal Backfire?

58.1 under stand that some of you par ents
and shepherdsareprobably worried that cur-
tailingyour junior teens and JETTS activities
and wor ldly input isgoing to backfireon you,
and that it's going to push them even further
out the door of the Family. However, apositive
thought is that in many cases, with these young
people who are going through a difficult time,
the Lord said that the renewal could be a cata-
lystintheir lifeto draw them closer to Him. It's
going to be good for them, even if they don’t
see it that way at first. The renewa may very
well beexactly what they need to get them turned
on to the Family and serious about serving the
Lord. The Brazil fast of worldly input saved so
many teens service for the Lord. So the Lord
now wants to use the renewal as alifesaver for
some of our youth in other areas of the world.

59. I1t'sgoingto bedifficult for the JETTs
and junior teens; I’'m not sayingit will beeasy.
With the renewa much morewill be expected of
them. But it's going to do them good to forsake
some of the worldly forms of input and enter-
tainment that are weakening them. It'sgoing to
be good for them to get spiritually strengthened
and learn and grow, so that they can prepare for
their future life—whatever road of life they
choose.



60. In away, the Lord isasking them to
giveup thethingsthat they enjoy asatest of
their character. Perhaps it's to see if they are
willing to give everything up for Him because
they want to be His disciples. Or if they’re not
quite at that point yet, to see if they are at |east
willingto give Him achanceto show them what
lifeislikewithout the strong pulls of theworld,
and seeif alife of dedication and discipleshipis
the kind of life they want to choose.

61. (Jesus) | fed for you parentsand shep-
herdsof theJET Tsand junior teens, becauseit
isn’t going to be easy. But it's going to save
some of the JETTS and junior teens' lives for
Me; it's going to salvage their service. Or for
othersit will better equip themfor life outside of
the Family, if that’swhat they end up choosing.

62. In an effort to makeit easier for you
parents and shepherds, | could have let the
JETTsand junior teens off the hook and let
them escapethefast of worldly input. But this
would not serveto strengthen them, only weaken
them. They would be momentarily happy to not
have to sacrifice and they probably wouldn’t
stir up as much trouble during the renewal, and
in somewaysit would be easier for you parents
and shepherds, but it definitely wouldn’t bewhat
they need in the long run. They would lose out
inabigway if they didn’t participate in the re-
newal. The Family would lose out in ahig way,
because that would mean that a large percent-
age of your upcoming disciples wouldn't be
strengthened and trained through these six
months. They’ d end up being way behind inthe
spirit, and it wouldn't be easy for them to catch
up later.

63. If your JETTsor junior teenskick up a
bigfuss, then you can besurethey areprobably
some of thosewho arethemaost in need of the
renewal. As much as they hate it, as much as
they resist it, they need it. They don't see how
they need it, but | do. They need to be strength-
ened. They need to grow up. It's a gift of My
loveto aid them in learning more about what it
means to be My disciple. Or if they're aready
pretty sure they don't want this for their life,

then it's a gift of My love to give them some
good training that isgoing to benefit theminthe
future, no matter what road of life they choose.

64. (Mama:) Another thingtoremember if
you'reup againg awall isthat JET Tsand junior
teens are still minors and subject to their
parents decisions. You, as their parents and
guardians, are still their bosses, and they’ Il just
have to knuckle under and obey, even if they
don'tlikeit. The authority of parentsisnothing
new. Even System parentstake away privileges
from their teensfor extended periods of time—
and though the reasons for the renewal are dif-
ferent, and the renewal is not a punishment, the
principlethat it's completely normal and accept-
able for parents to institute rules and guide-
lines with their JETT- and teen-aged children
till stands.

65. Remember that they areat the age of
guestioning adultsand the standar dsaround
them, but they arestill moldableand they still
love you. You will have to prove to them that
you mean business and that you're the boss,
but that you also love them unconditionally. It's
true, the older the child, the more difficult for
you the parent. Your junior teens and JETTs
might try harder than the younger onesto blame
you for their lack of “fun” things to do. They
might fight you harder when you try to play
Word games with your children, or teach them
more Word classes, or get them out witnessing
more. But don’t give up. Your JETTsand junior
teensarestill malleable, and your effortstolove
and guide them will be rewarded in time. This
could be the doorway to great change and prog-
ressinthelivesof your young people—thelikes
of which you' ve never seen before.

66. (Jesus:) Thisperiod of renewal isan
opportunity for each of you—including your
JETTsand junior teens—to get down to the
basics of what you'redoing with your life, to
takestock of your lifeand future. It'satime of
cleansing your spirits from compromises and
the things that are causing you to be disobedi-
ent. It'satime of strengthening and deepening
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your relationship with Me, of renewing your
convictions and preparing for the future.

67. 1 could have chosen todothingsdiffer-
ently. | could have said that junior teens could
watch movies, and only adults should fast
movies, etc., but that would not accomplish the
goal of spiritual renewal. Everyone needs the
renewal. Everyone's spirits need cleansing and
strengthening, and that only comes from taking
in the things of the spirit, not the things of the
world.

68. Fastingworldly input isnot that biga
deal if you compar eit to someof thethings!’ve
asked of peoplethroughout history. Your junior
teens and JETTs are not being asked to suffer.
They’re not going to be hurt or go hungry and
without their needs. They’ re simply being asked
—along with everyone else—to put Me and the
things of the spirit first and foremost, and you
all will reap the blessings asaresult.

How to Handle a Rebellious JETT
or Junior Teen

69. (Mama:) Followingisamessagefrom
theL ord with somehelpful pointer sabout how
toshepherd and help avery rebeliousJETT or
junior teen. I’'m praying and claiming the keys
that this won't be a situation that many of you
are faced with, but | did want to publish this
material for those of you who may need it. As
well, there’s some counsel included that would
be beneficial across the board for shepherding
even the more yielded JETTs and junior teens
through the renewal.

70.1fyour JETT or junior teen doeshavea
negative, rebellious, or defiant attitude, remem-
ber that thereisgtill hopethat they will change,
yield, and submit tothethingstheLord isdo-
ingintheir life. Their reactionsto therenewal,
though difficult for you to handle and deal with
at first, might end up being the catalyst the Lord
knowsthey need in their lifeto get the help and
shepherding they need. If they hit the skidsand
either clam up or react explosively, thiscould be
just the starting point you need in order to get
more involved in their life, to communicate
deeply with them.

71. Some of our JETTsand junior teens
arein very bad shape spiritually, and desper-
ately need to get reconnected with theL ord and
their parents and shepherds. But sometimes
their problems and battles aren’t too obvious,
they keep things hidden, and they aren’t often
forthright and straight about their personal life
and the things they’ re going through—until they
face abig personal crisis, like the renewal may
be for some of them, and then their thoughts
and deep feelings start spilling out all over the
place. You might immediately look at it asabig
horrible mess that needs cleaning up, and may
even wish it had never happened. But even
though it’s not so pleasant, you can be thankful
that at least things are out in the open, and the
Lord will be able to show you how to turn the
situation around for good and transformit into a
major steppingstone of progress.

72. Asituation likethisdoesn't seem like
a logical or preferable way to bring about
progress, but sometimes a crisisis the only
thingthat will precipitate change. Eventhefact
that therenewal issuch amajor bummer for your
JETT or junior teen could be the beginning of a
very good thing, if it forces you to start med-
dlingin their life and giving them the help they
need. Soif you' refaced with avolatile situation,
look at it asan opportunity fromthe Lordtohelp
your young person, to connect with them, to
help them to open up and begin to communi-
cate. Don't look at it as a defeat; look at it asa
potential victory.

73. (Jesus:) You've got a wide variety of
JETTsand junior teensin the Family. You've
got those who are fully on board, obeying the
Word, using the gifts of the Spirit, turned on to
witnessing, and making spiritual progress.
They'restill young peopleand have agreat need
for fun and recreation and excitement, but they
also have dedication and a desire to serve Me.
Then you've got those who are good kids, who
love Me, and who want to do good for Me and
others, but are alittle lost or aimless, not very
solid or disciplined. Both of those groups will
bereached and moved by Mama sand My mess-
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ages and pleas in the “Renewal: The Big Pic-
ture” GN and her personal letter to them (GN
1078), and will be challenged to go through this
time out of lovefor Me and to be better disciples
and a bigger blessing to others. Even if they
show initial disappointment or rejection, and
don’t respond enthusiastically at first, they will
be touched and reached by My Words, as| have
promised.

74. Then you haveother groups, including
thosewhobasically don’t caremuch about any-
thing, and who aren’t necessarily bad, but who
have no vision for witnessing or being disciples,
and just want to “be kids’ and “have fun” and
that's all they think about. Then, on the more
extreme side, you have those who totally don’t
want to be in the Family and are just waiting
until they get old enough so that they can leave
and beamember of the System and do their own
thing. These are the groups—those who have
noreal visionat al, aswell asthosewho arejust
waiting around to leave the Family—who are
going to have areal tough time yielding to the
renewal, and they’re going to need personal
hands-on shepherding and explanation and ap-
plication. They’re not going to read the mess-
agesin the GNs and say, “Oh, yes, | want to be
abetter disciple and missionary. So even though
| don't likethisrenewal, I’m going to be positive
about it and praisethe Lord and get all | can out
of it.” They may come to that understanding
and attitudein time, but it’snot going to happen
right away.

75. S0, |’'m going to giveyou somecounsel
now astohow you, asparentsand shepherds,
can approach or handleor deal with thosewho
fall intotheselatter categories—who just kick
against the pricks and who see nothing good in
therenewal and have nothing good to say about
it. They’ renot going to bereal receptiveto your
reading more prophecies to them or quoting
them any kind of “ script,” but I'm going to give
you some insight and examples and perspec-
tivesthat you can bring in to your working with
them. In many cases you’'re not going to be
ableto calmly sit down and explain thesethings
to them whilethey respectfully listen. It's prob-

ably going to be more like an argument or de-
bate or negotiation session in many cases.—
And you’'ve got to win those arguments and
debates and negotiations, and some of these
attitudes and angles will help you do so.

76. Animportant foundation that hastobe
laid isthat there must be an acceptance and
under standing—on your part, and then on the
part of your JETTs and junior teens—that even
if they are totally unhappy about the renewal,
even if they're rebellious all the way through,
evenif they hateit and won't stop complaining
about it, it'sthe“law” and they just havetodoit
—Ilikeit or not. That's the bottom line. Aswas
explained earlier, you're their parents and you
have every right to ask them to abide by what-
ever rules or guidelines you set down for them.

77.1’'m happy to give you tipsand ideas
about how to present thingstothem tomakeit
alittleeasier and how tohelp themthroughit,
and I'll give some of those now, and as many
more as you need as you come to Me for per-
sonalized counsel for your JETTs and junior
teens. | know they do need alot of love, prayer,
and understanding. But some of them, morethan
anything, need a good dose of discipline and
“tough love.”

78.1t'snot that they'rebeing punished for
their own sinsby having thistimeof renewal—
but in many cases, well, that really could bethe
case. Some have caused enough trouble and
been difficult enough and unhel pful and unlov-
ing and rebellious enough that you would have
every right to consider making this a punish-
ment for that. You don’t have to tell them that,
but realizing that yourself and having that per-
spective may help you to have the conviction
and the guts to stand firm and stick to enforc-
ing what | have shown and the guidelines| have
given.

79. Every teenager and young per son needs
discipline. Everyone needsto go through times
in their lives that help to make a “man” or
“woman” out of them. Some people have those
experiences come to them naturally, and some
people have to put themselves into that situa-
tion, or be put into that situation by their parents
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or guardians. It'swidely recognized, eveninthe
world, that it'sgood for teensto bein an uncom-
fortable environment, to have to work hard, to
sacrifice, becauseit sobersthem up, wakesthem
up, matures them, and prepares them for lifein
the “real world”—whichisaharsh reality com-
pared to what many or most young people grow
up with. Many parents in the world send their
kidsto aboarding school, evento amilitary acad-
emy, for part of their education, for this very
purpose of instilling structure, discipline, and
simple “tough life experience” into their young
people. It's something that they need in order to
facetheir future.

80. (Mama:) In addition to boarding
schoolsand military academies, parentsin the
world alsosend their JET T- and teen-aged chil-
dren to specialized campsthat teach them dis-
ciplineand other vital qualities. Thesecamps
advertise that their services are able to help
young people who are rebellious, unmotivated,
unwilling to submit to parental authority or rules,
havelow self-esteem, are depressed, out-of-con-
trol, frustrated with their parents, defiant, etc.
Someone recently sent me a few articles and
advertisements from some of these types of
camps and programs, and they said things like:

* “Experience Mother Nature’s conse-
quences and learn life-sustaining skills.
Impacts low self-esteem, immaturity, and
brings most teenagers out of their fantasy
world and back to reality.”

* “Our unique positive peer environ-
ment gives kids, 12 to 17, support and guid-
ance while they learn the values of respon-
sibility, self-esteem, motivation, and leader-
ship. They learn to be confident and creative.”

* “[We] understand your frustration in
dealing with your teen headed down a path
with no future. [We] will teach them respect
for their family, responsibility, discipline,
and self-esteem, in a challenging wilder-
ness environment.”

* “A proven, unique program for
troubled, defiant teenagers on a self-de-
structive path.”

¢ “Making healthy choices, a sense of
appreciation and redirection are the results
of our special wilderness program. If your
child needs help ... call.”

81. So, asyou can see, we'renot theonly
oneswhorecognizetheneed to motivate, chal-
lenge, and help our young people learn self-
discipline, mativation, creativity, initiative, and
all therest. These are qualities that even those
intheworld know are essential building blocks
for ahappy, productive life. And if thosein the
world do whatever it takes to help their young
people, even paying large sumsof money to send
them to these types of camps for this very pur-
pose, how much more should we be willing to
do whatever it takes to lovingly help our young
people in our Family Homes. In away, the re-
newd islikeaspecialized program that the Lord
wants us to take advantage of, to instill in our
young people some of these vital qualities—as
well as fulfill al of their other needs, as men-
tioned earlierinthisGN.

82. (Jesuscontinues:) Somethingthat you
can tell your young peoplewho ar e especially
rebelliousabout therenewal periodisthat you
don’t expect that they’ll be happy about it or
likeit; in fact, you expect that it's going to be
really tough for them. But, nevertheless, you
know it’stheright thing to do, and you' regoing
to do it in obedience to the Lord, and you're
also going to do it because you know it's good
for them. As a young person they need to go
through some character-building times in their
life—especialy if their life has been pretty
“cushy” or not awhole lot has been required of
them. Many of your young people do need a
better ideaand dose of what it’sliketo sacrifice
and forsake a bit, because many Family teens
and JETTsof thiscurrent generation have never
really had to do that.

83. You can shoot straight with theyoung
people, especially thosewho aredefiant or re-
bellious. They need it. They need to hear the
bottom line sometimes with the good old 2 x 4
approach. You don’t haveto fluff and pad every-
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thing you tell them, and make it all sound so
“nice” and “sweet” and “inspiring” and keep
talking about the bright sideand all the benefits.
You can start with that. But with some, if that
approach doesn’t work, you will have to just
straight-out tell themthat, “Well, yes, thisisprob-
ably going to be tough and you may not likeit,
but it's going to be good for you. Even if you
don't agree or understand, you' re going to have
to do it, and in the end, even if you still don’t
agree or understand, it will have been good for
you because it will have forced you into aposi-
tion where you make some decisions about your-
self and your life, and that's part of growing up.
There are benefits, and even if they’re benefits
that you don’t like or look forward to or appreci-
ate, | as your parent am responsible to see that
you acquire some of those benefitsin your life.
Even thoughit'svery difficult for you to under-
stand all of the reasonswhy now, know that I'm
doing thisbecause | love you and | want what's
best for you.”

84. Thistime of renewal will be putting
them through asort of cruciblewher ethey will
haveto show their truecolors. They won't be
ableto “dlide by” or dide under the radar any-
more, sitting on thefenceindefinitely, not really
being inthe Family but not really being out of it
either. They will have to start moving in one di-
rection or the other. Some aretoo young to make
a“fina” decision or commitment, but none of
them are too young to make some form of deci-
sion asto what type of direction they want their
lifeto go and what kind of person they’re going
to become.

85. It'sagood timefor them tolook into
their own heartsand spirits, toseewhat they're
made of. Challenge them to get to know them-
selves during thistime, to use thistime to make
some decisions about their life. Do they want to
bein the Family?Arethey willing to make some
sacrificesto become abetter person and be bet-
ter ableto help and serve others? Or istheir own
pleasure and entertainment really the most im-
portant thing to them?Istheworld and itsways
what they would rather have than their Family
and an opportunity to serve Me? Thistime will

in asenseforce everyone to adecision of some
kind.

86. Tell them that duringthistimel want
toput them onthespot, and that itisMy planto
makethisacatalyst for changeintheir lives,
oneway or another. | want them, and you want
them, to come out of this time having a much
better idea of whether they are going to be a
Family member, disciple, or missionary, or not.
Tell them to go ahead and put Me on the spot
too, to challengeMe. If they’ re pretty firmly con-
vinced that they can’t be happy without the
things of the world, they can challenge Me to
prove otherwise. They can “command M€’ to
hel p them have somekind of experiencethat will
show them, one way or another, what they are
cut out for and what the purpose and direction
of their lifeis. If they don't believe life can be
inspiring without their System input and fun and
games, challenge them to challenge Meto make
it be otherwise.

87. 1t might seem to you that it would be
disrespectful or defiant of themtocometoMe
in this spirit—and it is true that | would far
rather they cometo Mein humility, inyielded-
ness, in aspirit of giving and obedience, willing
to do their part first before expecting Meto do
Mine. But | take everyonewherethey’'reat. If a
teen who is very rebellious and whose heart is
not really in the Family is willing to even take
the step to submit to not doing the things I'm
saying they can't do—even if reluctantly and
with much complaint—and if they’ rethen will-
ing to take it a step further and personally pray
and challenge Me and put Me on the spot to do
something to help them find their place and to
prove to them whether it'sworth it to bein the
Family and serve Me, then | consider that pro-
gressfor them. | will takethem wherethey’re at
and | will honor their tiny steps of faith and
steps of spirituality, and | will answer. If some-
one “dares’ Me to prove to them that serving
MeisMy will for them, or to provethat it canbe
fulfilling, I will honor that prayer, | will accept
that challenge, and one way or another—and
very likely not exactly intheway that they would
think—I will answer that prayer.
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88. I f the seed of conviction, of faith, of a
missionary spirit hastakenrootin their hearts,
then thistimewill help it to comeout and flour -
ish. Look for that little seed and find ways to
challenge it. If they have shown any signs of
wanting to serve Me and wanting to be aFamily
member, then encourage them that, even if this
isn't fun or inspiring at al, but isjust abig time
of battlesand suffering, well, just the same, they
can be pretty sureit’'sgoing to makethem abet-
ter person—better ableto help others, better able
to witnessto and serve others. Evenif they hate
itatfirst, if they'll flow with it the best they can,
or evenif they’' rerebellious and this period just
turns out to be atime of hardship and breaking
and difficulty andtrid, it still might do them some
good.

89. If they'reso convinced that it’snot go-
ingtobefun and that nothing about it isgoing
tobeinspiring, don’t keep tryingto convince
them otherwise—they won't taketoit. Instead,
agree with them, and say, “You know, you're
right, it probably is going to seem pretty awful
and probably isn't going to be any fun. But it's
going to help you grow up; it'sgoing to prepare
you for the challenges of life that you're going
toface, whether in or out of the Family. It'ssome-
thing that you need, and you'll seethat later on.”

90. It might also help in many casestodo
some positivecomparing of their situation to
someother stuationsthey could bein that would
bemuch wor se. For example, if they wereamis-
sionary intraining in someother religion besides
theFamily, likeif they wereinthe Catholic church
and wanted to serve Me, in many cases they
would be expected to take vows of celibacy,
poverty, and obedience. And even before they
took thosevows, or took them permanently, they
would be expected to conduct themselves as if
they had already taken them. They would then
have to pretty much forsake their “youth” and
their “fun” for good, for life, or at least for many
years—not just for six months. In comparison,
what I’'m asking isavery small priceto pay.

91. I'vegiven you in the Family a happy
religion, a free religion, a fun religion, and
you arefreefrom many of the self-righteous and

legdigtic restrictionsthat so many other churches
place on their members, including their young
people and teens. At least you in the Family can
enjoy these forms of entertainment sometimes,
whereas in some other religionsthey’re always
forbidden, for good, forever. Some kids have
grown up completely without any of thesefrills
and benefitsthat Family young people have had,
or they are required to forsake them at afairly
young age. In somereligionsyou can never even
listen to music (except for church music), dance,
party, drink alcohol, or have sex before marriage,
or any of the things that your teens either can
do now, or can look forward to doing when they
get abit older.

92. If your JET Tsand junior teenswerein
someother religiousorder, they might haveto
forsake the things they’re forsaking now—
plus a wholelot of other things—for lifein-
stead of for six months. And thosekidsin those
religions don’'t have any choice about it either,
at |east not until they reach acertain age. Many
people have to accept such things as their way
of life, the way they’re raised or trained, their
culture or society, or the decision their parents
make for them, and they deal withit.

93. Soreally, your Family teens, even dur-
ing thisrenewal period with what they might
consider “extremerestrictions,” haveit pretty
good, especially considering that they belong to
a high-commitment religious group! For being
in a high-commitment religious group, most of
them have not really had to make any sacrifices
or commitments. So it's about time they got a
tasteof what it'slike. It'sgood for them, andit’s
going to help them makeimportant choices about
their life.

94. (Mama:) Asthe Lord says here, our
JETTsand junior teensin theFamily really do
have it good. Compared to many other young
people in religious groups, they have so many
freedoms and perks. These types of sacrifices
and restrictionswere certainly truefor mewhen
| was growing up—and then some. In addition
to thesethingsthe Lord mentions, | had alot of
other restrictionsaswell. For example, | couldn’t
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wear jeansor shortsor short skirts (and by short
| mean anything that wasn't well below my knees),
| couldn’t cut my hair short, and | couldn’t even
play games on Sunday because we had to keep
it holy. I’'m suretherewerealot of other thingsl|
couldn’t do aswell, but my memory failsmeon
some of the details.

95. I’'m not saying these types of ultra-
conservativerestrictionsaretheway togo; I'm
so glad that our Husband hasgiven usmuch
mor efreedom in the Family! But theLord used
the restrictionsin my life for good in different
ways, and they sure didn’t hurt me or damage
mefor life. Hal So even though the JETTs and
junior teensare having to yield to morerestric-
tions than they’ve been used to, they will un-
doubtedly “survive,” and even come out better
in the end—if we pray and do what we can to
help them makeit.

96. (Jesus continues:) You can challenge
them tolook at thistimeasan experiment, as
in: “Thistimeisgoing to show methings about
myself and about the Family that will help me
know for sureonceit’sover whether | should be
inthe Family or not. I'll get abetter feel of what
it's really like to be a missionary, to be a de-
voted, committed believer and worshipper of the
Lord who puts Him first and who forsakes
worldly things. If | can make it through this six
months, | can certainly makeit through the rest
of my lifeinthe Family, whichisso much easier,
both in comparison to this, and in comparison
toalot of other things| could be doing or could
have been borninto. Or, if it turnsout that | hate
it, that | can’t livethisway, that | don’t find any-
thing | want out of lifein the Family, that al | can
think about is how much | miss my computer
games, then | know that being amissionary isn’t
for me, at least not for now.” That'stheway you
asparents should belooking at thistimefor those
older junior teens who are seriously “on the
fence”—and you can go ahead and tell them
that, and tell them they should look at it thisway
too. It'san experiment.

97. Someyoung peoplepridethemselves
on being “tough” and being abletoendurea

lot, to outlast othersin abattle of skill or wits, or
to do thingsthat are super difficult for them, or
that most other people can’t do or would never
do. Challenge them to look at thistimein that
light. It'saliteral spiritual and mental “trial” to
see how they can endureit and how much “ sac-
rifice” they can take as far as the forsaking of
these certain things. It'sachallengeto do some-
thing that not alot of people are able or willing
todo, and if they can do it, they should be proud
of themselvesfor it. They are doing something
that most people their age and even of many
other ageswouldn’t have thewillpower and dis-
ciplineand strength to do, and if they can make
it to the end they should be ableto feel they're
pretty tough, pretty cool, for doing that.

98. Back tothemilitary training academy
example: You wouldn’'t say that most young
people who go to those schools are jumping up
and down for joy while they're there; in fact,
most of the time they’ re suffering through it—
between the rough officers, the spartan accom-
modations, and often awholelot of bullyingand
pressure by the other students. But once they
graduate and once they go on from there, they
areusually quite proud to say that they attended
such-and-such amilitary academy; it makesthem
feel strong and good about themselves to know
that they survived something difficult and gradu-
ated from it. So challenge them to look at this
timein that way. It'saboot camp of sorts, atest
of endurance for potential soldiers and officers
in My army. It's atime for them to show what
they’ re made of, and to show that they can take
a tough test and trial and come out on top, as
winners.

99. Challengethem too, alongwith this, to
not just “endur€’ it by reluctantly obeying, but
alsotodisciplinethemselvesby not constantly
complainingor whiningabout it. Onethingthat's
certainly not looked on very kindly in tough
boarding schoolsor military academies, or in any
circle, iswimps and whiners. Teensand JETTs
don’t usually want to be looked on aswimps or
whinersin any case. So challengethemto “take
it like aman” and that even if there are com-
plaints running through their head all the time
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and they think they can’t help that, well, don’t
let those things come running out of their mouth
all thetime. That’savery juvenileand very weak
and whiny way to handle something difficult.
100. Another approach you can useto chal-
lengeyour JET Tsand junior teenswhoaregiv-
ingyou ahard timeistheangleof doingit for
other s—especially their younger brothersand
sisters. You can eventell them, “Look, if you are
going to be miserable and refuse to seethe good
inthissituation, that’syour call. But you havea
responsibility to be a sample to the younger
children in the Home, because they look up to
you. Do you redly want to be responsible for
making them sad and miserablejust becauseyou
feel that way and you' rewearing it all over your
face? If you can’t put on a smile and grin and
bear it for Jesus, or for us as your parents and
shepherds, at least you should be willing to do
it for the sake of the children. If you love them
and want to see them happy during the renewal,
then you'll have to keep your bummers, mur-
murs, problems and complaintsto yourself.”
101. Another angletoaall thisisthat hav-
ingthistimewherethey areunder restrictions,
wherethey can’t dowhat they please, isinfact
excellent “real life” preparation for those JETTs
and junior teens who want to leave the Family,
or who think they want to leave the Family. A lot
of the time kids get the mistaken idea that to
leave the Family means they can do whatever
they want, and maybein somewaysthey can, in
the sense that there’s not going to be any “rec-
ommended movielist” that they’ re expected to
follow, or acommuna Home schedule, or restric-
tions on the amount of time they spend gaming.
But there are way more than enough other re-
strictions to make up for that, and then some!
102. If they’'regoingtogoout intothe Sys-
tem and maketheir way there, they aregoing
tohavetosubmit toall kindsof authority and
regulationsin the form of teachers or bosses,
landlords or relatives they’re living with, bill
collectors, schedules and hours to keep, and
what have you. And these people aren’t going
to be loving shepherds or parents who will re-
mind you of your scheduled duties beforehand

so you don’t forget, or wake you up if you over-
sleep so that you can get to your job, or do
your job for you if you get sick, or team up with
you to fundraise for atrip you want to make, or
all those nice things that you get help with in
the Family. Intheworld, the peoplewho havea
say over your life will just take and take, and
will expect you to meet their standards, their
guidelines, their systematic operations, without
mercy or leeway.

103. Young peoplewho leavetheFamily are
often whiningthat they aren’t well prepared.
WEell, thistimewill actually help those who want
to leave to be much better prepared for a life
wherethings are tough, where they have to sac-
rifice, can’'t have things the way they want, and
where they have to submit to things they really
don't like, because “those are the rules’ that
someone else has made up for the way things
work. If they're going to have any kind of suc-
cessin life outside the Family, they’ re going to
have to have some self-discipline and this will
help with that.

104. Another thing to highlight to the
junior teensand JET Tsisabout usingthistime
to improve their life skills. Maybe it'll never
goover asa“funthingto do” for thereal rebel-
lious ones, and they won't be al jazzed and in-
spired about having “home ec” type of classes
when they’ d rather be gaming. You can try pre-
senting it as something fun and challenging and
inspiring, of course! But if that doesn't fly, well,
make them do it anyway. Tell them it's part of
their preparation for life, and that these arethings
they need to know, and since they have time to
learn them, you expect them to make good use
of that time. Makeit easy for them if you can by
finding ways to teach them skills that will be
useful for them and that they have ability inand/
or enjoy.

105. If you can find something that they're
especially interested in, of cour seit’sgood to
encouragethat and help it to flourish. But if
they professto beinterested in nothing, to have
no career goasor ministry goalsor training goas
whatsoever—and somewill act that way—well,
find something to teach them anyway. It's hard
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to teach much to someone who doesn’t want to
learn, but the advantage you have on your side
isthat in most casesthey will be bored and they
won't really have much elseto do, so, whilethey
may complain, resent it, and say they’re hating
it and they don’'t want to do it, and even pro-
claim that they’'d rather stare at the walls and
ceilings, don't listen to them.

106. Every teen or young person, some-
wher einsdethem, wantstobeuseful, wantsto
have skills, and wantsto havethe confidence
that possessing those skills brings. So teach
them things, and help them develop their skills
and confidencein someway or another—orina
lot of different waysif you have means and op-
portunity and teachers to help them develop in
avariety of skills. If they’re going to stay inthe
Family, thesethingswill hel pthem bebetter able
to serve and help others. If they’ regoing to leave
the Family, these thingswill help them be better
able to survive and get by on their own. In say-
ing this, I’m not saying that parents should give
up on their teens even if they do say they want
to leave the Family. Many of the junior teens,
especialy the 14-year-olds, are still intheyears
where they will say one thing on a whim for
shock value or just because they are frustrated
or upset at their parents or their situation.

107. Whatever their position or whatever
their goal or whatever their ambition or lack of
it, find waystoteach them skillsand help them
develop their talents. Makeit funif you can, but
even if you can't make it fun, make it happen
anyway, and they’ll see asthey go dong that it's
good for them, and beneficial. Someday they’ll
thank you, and someday they’ll thank Me for
making it possible to give them these gifts of
training and growth, even though it had to come
at aprice, and even though they didn't like the
“wrapping” that the gift camein, and even though
they didn’t really “enjoy” it at thetime.

Special Instruction for
the YAs and SCGAs

108. (Mama:) | want totalk toyou YAsand
SGAsfor amoment. You have abig responsi-
bility on your shoulders as aresult of being the
older ones. The Lord is expecting you to be ex-

amplesof on-firedisciplestothe JET Tsand teens,
understanding and supportive older brothers
and sistersto help them through their difficulties,
and peoplewho are going to make it happen for
the JET Tsand teens. You' re accountablefor not
only your own spiritual lives, but you're also
your brothers' keepers. You're responsible to
look out for the younger ones, make an effort to
help fill their needs, and do whatever it takesto
help them makeit through therenewal, and ulti-
mately asdisciples.

109. Sadly, many of you shy away from tak-
ing responsibility for others, for onereason or
another, and thisneedsto change. You know it
will take sacrifice, time, prayer, concern, and for-
getting about yourself and thinking about others.
You may also possibly feel that you're barely
able to get the victory over your own battles or
keep your own head above water and keep your
own spiritual life ontrack with your own minis-
try, job for the Lord, and other personal respon-
sibilities, without having to look out for anyone
else.

110. Some of you SGAS, especially, may
feel you havewholeheartedly tried totakeup
thechallengetohelpfill theneedsof theJETTs
and teensin the past, but different things have
caused you to lose the vision. Perhaps you've
chosen to set aside this special and unique call-
ing because you developed a fatalistic or de-
featist attitude when your past effortsdidn’t pan
out as you had hoped. Maybe you got discour-
aged because you sacrificed a lot to help the
JETTsand teens, but your effortsdidn’t seemto
pay off—either because the young people you
poured into |eft the Family, or maybe because a
Home you pioneered or hel ped shepherd wasn’t
successful. Or maybeyou' releery becausewhen
you' velaunched different initiativesor programs
to help the JETTs and teens in the past, you
didn’t feel enough support and appreciation from
others, or there was alack of financesto help it
“take off” as you had hoped.

111. Someof you also haveyoung children
and areworkinghard toraiseafamily, trying
to homeschool your children, focus on your
marriage, or carry other big workloads, so | can
imagine how you may think you don’t havetime
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for anything more. But it'snot the Lord’swill for
you to get settled down and to be content to
just look out for yourself and your own spiritual
well-being. We and the Lord need you so des-
perately if wearegoing tofulfill Hiscommission
for this renewal period. Please don't let your
present circumstances, or the difficulties of the
past, hold you back from taking more responsi-
bility for the JET Tsand teens, and lovingly help
themaong.

112. Therenewal could beamake-or-break
situation for some of the JET Tsand teens. It
could be a time when they really make some
good, solid choices for the Lord, atime when
their discipleship spirits start to blossom. But if
at theend of therenewal they aren’t moreturned
on to the Family in some way, some of them may
never believethe Family isgoing to satisfy them.
Some of them might missthe boat completely.

113. For someit could betheir last chance
to catch the vision—and the only way they’re
goingto catchthevisionisif agreat effortismade,
by many sacrificial individuals, to pour into them,
to take them out on challenging and fun wit-
nessing adventures, to do fun things with them,
toplan and lead alive and fresh Word classes, to
help to motivate them to grow and learn and
start doing something profitable with their time.

114. Theolder adultscan’t takeup thechal-
lengeon their own. They need todotheir part,
of cour se, but they can’t do everything. They
need you YAs and SGAsto carry even the bulk
of the responsibility.—And that might mean a
rearranging of your Home'sprioritiesor minis-
tries, in order to make sure that no oneis over-
loaded with too much to do, but that the needs
of the JETTs and teens are met somehow.

115. Weneed arevival of the” Call tothe
Rescue” (ML #3114-3115) challenge, and we
need toimplement it and not let other things
crowd out theneedsof our JET Tsand teens.
Unfortunately, the “Call to the Rescue” hasn't
fully gotten off the ground yet, and that’s prob-
ably one of the reasons why so many of our
JETTs and teens are so weakened and bored
and unchallenged today. They desperately need
you—their older brothers and sisters—to help
themto makeit. Andif youdon't, whowill?

116. You may think you havealot of prob-
lemsand difficulties of your own, so how can
you possibly help the JET Tsand teens. Well,
the Lord has supernatural ways of hel ping those
who help others. He honors sacrificial giving of
time and energy. He rewards those who forsake
their own personal pursuits of happiness and
their own personal goalsin order to help others.
And you don't have to be perfect to be a bell-
wether and friend to the JET Ts and teens either
—theLordwill anoint youif you havethewill to
obey and the love to see the need and respond.
You YA- and SGA-age new disciplesand nation-
alscan aso be abig blessing to the JETTs and
teens. You have unique experiences, fresh zeal,
enthusiasm, and inspiration, so please do your
part to pour into them, too.

117. Hereisan excer pt of amessagealong
thislinethat wasgiven tothebellwethersat a
recent JET T/teen meeting in theU.S,, which
the Lord said would be appropriate to include
inthisGN:

118. (Dad:) Do you want to seethefirego
out in your younger brothersand sisters? |
sure don’t! I’ ve been able to have a peek into
the heartsof the JET Tsand teens, and | seetheir
desire, and they haveit in themto go far for the
Lord. But they need the motivation, they need
help, they need someone who will be there for
them. They need asampleto follow.

119. Will you bethat sample? Will you be
that disciple? Will you beafollower of theteach-
ing, so that others may follow? Just look around
you and see the babes who need someone to
help them, to care for them. They'll of course
never admit it, and few will admit that they need
you, but you can bet that they do. And what
you do, they will follow. You don’'t have to go
out and win disciples off the street, you have
them in your own Homes. You have those who
have grown up inthe Family, who have thefoun-
dation of the Word, but they’ve lost the spark.
They’ ve become disillusioned because there's
been alot of smoke but no fire, alot of talk but
no sample. So will you be that fire? Will you
keep the flames burning in your hearts, so that
they can fedl it and catch it?
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120. L ook on them asyour mission field.
Ask the Lord to help you see past the outward
appearance, in some cases the rebelliousness,
thelethargy, and theindifference. Ask the Lord
to help you understand their hearts. Thereality
isthat for many it'sjust ashow, and deep down
they want to be on fire and into something. You
just need to find their key. The Lord can help
you, and you have legions of angels and spirit
helpers at your beck and call who want to see
the JETTs and teens make it, who want to win
them asdisciples. But they need your help. They
need you to be there for them in the physical.

121. Will you riseto the challenge? Will
you heed the call? Will you wake each morning
with that burning desire to win souls, to win
disciples, and to do your part to savethe Family
by helping to save the JETTs and teens? Of
course, telling them that you're there to save
them is going to go over like alead balloon. In
many cases you just have to be a sample, you
have to do what the Lord shows you, you have
to bring them in and pour into them, do things
with them, show them that serving the Lord can
befun, it'sthrilling, it'scool! Lifefor theLordis
not dull; it'snot boring. It'sthrilling! It'sarevo-
lution! They need that fire, they need that life,
and they want it.

122. But you havetolet theL ord set you on
firefirst. You have to be the disciples that the
Lord wants you to be. You have to be out there
leading theway, and then they will follow. It'sa
critical age, and it's an age where they're very
critical, judgmental, and they hate double stan-
dards and hypocrisy. Remember how you were
at that age?Well, it' sthe samefor them. You have
to practice what you preach or you’ re not going
to make any headway with them. But if you love
them, if you do your best for themand doit with
all your heart, youwill be making adifference.

123. Not everyoneisgoingtomakeit. There
will be some that you pour your heart and soul
into that end up leaving the Family. But don’t
think that just because they’ re not inthe Family
that all that time and effort was wasted. It was
not! 1t will be something that, evenif they don’t
appreciate now, they will look back on in the

124. Sogofor it, folks. Giveit your al and
see the miracles that the Lord will do. See the
revolution that will result. See the disciplesthat
will bewonto the Family. I’ mthrilled withwhat's
up ahead. But you are part of the puzzle, and if
you don’t do it, who will? So please, will you
say yes? Please, will you take up this challenge
to help lead the way? You've gotta keep the
firesburning, amen?

(From a 22-year-old woman on the
field:) I love this Family with all my heart
and want to see it remain the strong, sold-
out army that Dad and the Lord want it to
be. But unless we SGAs and YAs take up
the torch, this revolution will die out. The
commitment we' vemadeto bein this Fam-
ily with our whole hearts is largely due to
the love and faithfulness of our parentsand
shepherds, but they can't carry this army
forever. If we don't take up the challenge of
teaching and training our younger brothers
and sisters, whowill ?1 haven't dwaysdone
my part, but I’'m determined to see that all
that has been poured into me over the years
isn't wasted.

The L ord has been so good to me. How
can | now turn around and say, “Oh, sorry,
I’ m busy right now. Go ask someoneelseor
waittill I'mdone.” Or, “I’'m not cut out to be
ashepherd. I'm surethe Lord canfind some-
oneelse.” Thefactis, we'reall called to be
shepherds, whether we think so or not. I've
seen so many of the people | love forsake
their calling and | see so many of theyoung
ones following in the same path. It’s not as
easy to get them to follow the straight and
narrow road, but if we don't, thisrevolution
won't last long. The choice is ours. If we
don’'t fight for them, the Enemy will gladly
fittheminto hisSystem. But withtheLord’s
help we can change that. Lord help us to
ignite the fire of the Spirit of David in the
hearts of the JETTs and teens. May this
revolution keep moving forward and win-
ning thelost right up until the Millennium.

125. (Mama:) I'm prayingthat you senior
teenswill also rise to the challenge of being
samplesand bellwethersto the children and
JETTsand junior teens as much asyou are
ableto. | don’t expect as much of you as| ex-
pect of the YAsand SGAs, but | do want you to
think and pray about how you can make a dif-
ference in the lives of those younger than you
during the renewal. You aren’'t as accountable
asthe YAsand SGAs, but you do haveitinyou
to be abig blessing in your Home. | know this
because in many cases you are already strong
pillars. You senior teens make up a significant
percentage of the Family’s manpower, and you
can be a huge help in accomplishing what the
Lordisasking of usduring the renewal through
your participation and sacrificial decisions to
help the younger ones.

126.1 know that goingthrough therenewal
isn’t goingtobeeasy for you senior teens, and
theidea of helpingto makethingsfun for the
children or theJET Tsand junior teensprob-
ably doesn’t hold abig appeal. | dsoredizethat
in order for you to be happy in your Homes and
willing to help the younger ones, you’ re going
to have to have your needs met—your needs
for fun, excitement, enjoyment, relaxation, fellow-
ship, new learning experiences, witnessing op-
portunities, and more. I'll be praying that the
adults in your Home will hear from the Lord
about how they can supply your specific needs
too, so that the renewal will not just be a bore
and chore for you. | believe it has the potential
to be a very happy, fulfilling, fun, challenging
time for you senior teens as well, and that the
Lord will give the adults ideas that will enable
your needs to be sufficiently met, while you at
the same time do your part to help meet the
needs of the younger ones.

127. (Note: Dear parentsand shepherds,
please communicate with the senior teensin
your Homeand ask theL ord how you can meet
their needsfor input, fun, lear ning experiences,
and fellowship, etc. Part of what will enablethem
to be happy helping out in the Home and con-
tributing to the care of the children and JETTs

and junior teens is having their needs filled.
When the senior teens are happy and fulfilled,
and when their needs are noticed and taken care
of, they’ [l be much moreinclined to bethepillars
and blessingsin your Homethat you need them
to be. It'satwo-way street. You need them, and
they need you!)

128. (Jesus:) | give you the key of
brotherhood toaid you in theshepherding
of My young disciples. | wishto giveyou,
through this key, an enhancement of all of
the gifts you need to rally My young ones
tothefore, to unitethem asonein My Spirit,
and to ignite in their hearts the true fire of
revolution and devotion. Thereismuch that
holdsthem back—the Enemy’ s attacks, per-
sonal weaknesses, laziness, lack of desire,
and much more—nbut call on thiskey when
you pray for them and for your interactions
with them, for it createsadrawing and unit-
ing forceinthe spirit.

129. The key of brotherhood, when
called on, bringstoyour sideagreat host
of spirit helpersfrom My realm whoseaim
and goal it is to see the children of David
gather together in revolution and disciple-
ship. These helperswork behind the scenes
to encourage the hearts of the wayward, spur
on those who are weary, and help to unite
My children in apowerful form of brother-
hood and camaraderie. This key also gives
you, asashepherd[or bellwether], theanoint-
ing you need to be adrawing force, helping
to unite and challenge My young ones.

130. Key promise: You, withthe assist-
ance of My spirit helpers and your team-
workers on Earth, will aid Mein making a
strong fellowship of disciples and follow-
ers of the radical truth for this generation.
Thekey of brotherhood will draw and unite
My children in the spirit, and anoint you
with newfound power.
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The Revolution for the Youth

131. (Mama:) Back to addressing all of
you adults(includingyou SGAsand YAS): Fol-
lowing are excerpts of two more propheciesfrom
the above-mentioned JET T/teen meeting in the
U.S. These particular prophecieswere messages
of counsd to the coordinators and shepherds.
Although they were originally given for this
specific meseting, the Lord said that Heintended
for them to benefit the entire Family, especially
during therenewal, sowe reincluding them here.
They’ re eye-opening about the desperate situa-
tionwe refacing with our JET Tsand junior teens,
aswell ashighly motivationa . So pleaselet them
convict you and move you to pray about how
you can make adifference.

132. (Jesus:) There' sacry of revolution! |
havecalled for revolution. | havecaledfor revo-
lution in your ranks and in the Family, soitisa
call to join the revolution for the young ones.
You will gain new disciples from those already
among your ranks, but who have not beeninthe
revolution in spirit—some because they didn’t
even really know what it was. But now is the
opportunity to win these as disciples. For many
have what it takes, but they have just been aim-
less, directionless, and without a real purpose
or knowledge of what the Family is al about.
They haven't seen the sampleamong their peers,
or among their parents, so they don’t evenreally
know what it is that motivated their parents to
drop out and forsake all. Now istheir chanceto
see, to feel, to understand.

133. Giveit your all, My loves, for thesake
of the young ones. There are many disciples
among them. Their fire just has to be kindled,
their understanding awakened, and once this
happens, they will be aforceto be reckoned with
—aforcefor thegood. The Enemy will fight be-
cause he knows that he will lose some from his
clutches because of the awakening of theyoung
ones. But don't let that deter you! Fight in the
spirit, and keep claiming the hearts, lives, and
soulsfor Me, and | will come through.

134. TheEnemyisnomatch for Meand My
Spirit and thekey of revolution. It will reachthe

hearts of the JET Ts and teens. They are search-
ing, and they want to be reached. They want
something to ignite a spark in their hearts, a
purpose to serve Me.

135. Therevolution hasto begin and be
awakened in their heartsfirst, and for many
thetimeisnow. Pray for them. No matter what
you do, never ceaseto pray for them, for | know
their keys, and | will reach their hearts. You do
what you can, but then trust Me for the rest. |
will use you astoolsto reach their hearts, but in
theenditis| Who hasto speak to them directly
and personally. So let Me use you, and then
stand back and watch Me work.

136. Think back and remember what made
the difference in your lives when you were
young, when you were seeking answers, when
you were confused and in need of guidance and
direction. Maybe it was someone who took the
time for you, who showed you love, sometimes
tough love; or in other cases it was seeing a
sample of someonewho wasonfirefor Me, and
had that fire of the revolution burning in their
hearts that you knew could not be put out. Just
think of what did it for you, and ask Meto help
you bethat for the JET Tsand teens. Most of all,
they need to see a sample of love, a sample of
dedication, and a sample of those who are on
firefor Me, and willing to serve Meat all costs.

137. Reach out in love, in dedication, and
in humility, and you will seethefiresignited.
Youwill see changesbeforeyour eyes; youwill
see dropouts, and forsake-alls. They might not
have alot in the physical to forsake, because
technically they’re already in the Family, but
many have a lot spiritually to forsake—trips,
hang-ups, attitudes, etc. But you'll see change,
and you'll seefire, you'll seerevolution. It'sa
call to revolution! Will you help the precious
JETTs and teens to answer the call?

138. (Jesus:) Therenewal period will hit
[the JET Tsand teens] particularly hard, be-
causethey will havetogiveup basically every-
thing they consider “fun” or “challenging.”
They don’t look at the Word as cool or interest-
ing; in fact, many have cometo despiseit asa
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nasty set of rules they’re forced to live by. I'm
not saying that every teen islikethis, but many
are. Many haven’t found the love for Me that
they need; they haven’t seen thereal revolution
in their lives due to their parents living a com-
promised lifestyle. Many have had frequent con-
tact with ex-membersand they’ re very weakened
by those interactions.

139. Many areweak and weary just because
they don’t haveavision. That'sthe bottomline.
And because they have no vision, they perish.
They havenovisionfor the Endtime. They don’t
have a clue about what | have said on many of
the most fundamental topics of their lives.
They'relogt, like sheep having no shepherdsin
many cases. It'sadesperatetimefor the Family's
youth. If they don’t get on board and get turned
around, they will end up leaving the Family—
and not just by ones and twos, but by hundreds.
They’ rethat weak in spirit.

140. What the Family young peopleneed to
seeisdedication, fire, and inspiration! They
need to catch the spirit. Yes, many are sweet,
they’re“goodkids,” but that’snot enough. If they
don’t have the fire of revolution burning hot in
their hearts, they won't survive. What | want ...
isaviolent revolution of spirit, acompleteturn-
around! | want to rip off the chains of conform-
ity and break down the walls of worldliness. |
want to smash theillusions of the Devil and root
out and pull down and destroy hiswork in their
lives. | want to set the young peoplefree. | want
to heat them up so hot that | can again use the
youth of the Family asfirebrandsin My hand!

141. Over timetheir fireshavecooled, or
they havebeen kept out of thefire. They haven't
knownwhat it'sliketo be onfireand sold out to
Me. Maybe as children they once knew that ex-
citement, but many of them have never felt this,
so they’ ve become clubsin My hand instead of
white-hot swords. They' ve become dull and blunt
and cold, and | haven't been able to usethemto
brand My Nameon souls' hearts. | haven’t been
abletoigniteraging fires of anti-System revolu-
tion in their hearts because they’ ve been kept
on the cold hearth instead of in the white-hot
fire.

142. M any of theyoung people have never
seen what it’sliketo havetheir heart broken
for the sheep. They don’t know what they’rein
the Family for; they think of it asaway of life,
and many, many are church members in spirit.
They love Me a little but they don’t have that
fireburning. That'swhat | want toignite. | want
to throw them into the hottest furnaces of My
Spirit! | want to heat them up, melt them into
new vessels, and then pull them out and stamp
them on the new disciples I'll raise up. | want
them to turn out to be fire in My hands—not
coldicicles.

143. Your jobisto set them freeof thevines
and cobwebsthat havegather ed asthey have
sat on thescrapheap waitingto be heated. Your
job isto cast them into the fire of revolution,
causing the dross to be burned away, causing
the bad habits and worldliness to be singed and
burned. Then | will set them free! | will cause
them to be set at liberty to set others at liberty.

144. 1 want tousethem! | don’t want them
to be pulled out of the fire only to be laid back
on the scrap heap of metal in which they were
laying. | want to use them. | want you to cause
themto burn with My Spirit! | want you to keep
casting them back into thefire, again and again,
till they retain the white-hot heat of My Spirit.

145. In many cases|’'m goingto placethe
firein theyoungones heartsfor thefirsttime.
I’m going to turn them on to the spirit world. I'm
going to cause things to happen that open their
eyes to the spirit and to My love. I'm going to
do things in each on€e's life as they decide to
shed the garments of sin, which they haveworn
so proudly. I'm going to radically change them.
You need to look at this time as the starting
spark, the beginning, the lighting of afire that
needs fanning and fuel and tinder.

150. Peter and | will beprayingfor all of
you whotakeup thetorchtohelp our JETTs
and junior teensduring thisimportant time.
Therenewal iswhen the Lord wantsto begin to
reignitethefiresof revolutioninthe heartsof all
of us—including our young people. And al-
though the Enemy would want to sabotage the

good benefitstherenewa can bringintothelives
of our JETTs and junior teens, and put astop to
the radical and immense changes our Husband
hasin mind, Hispower and the keysof theKing-
dom arefar superior in every way and will defeat
any of the Enemy’s attacks. Thank you—each
of you—for taking the time to pray and hear
from the Lord about how you can be a part of
making this revolution happen for our young
people, so that Jesus can set them free to love
and serve Him like never before.

151. On behalf of the young people, I'm
claiming thekeysof yieldedness, acceptance,
discipleship, revolution, change, and astrong
spiritual vacuum.

Practical Ideas

1) Ideas for Word times and spiritual input:

+ Goonahike, or climb ahigh mountain,
and read “Mountain Men” together at the top
while enjoying apicnic lunch.

+ Haveeveryonebring an item (any item)
to devotions, and aportion from a L etter that it
reminds them of, and you can have a potpourri
devotions. For example, if someonebringsakey,
they’d bring excerpts from a Letter about the
keys of the Kingdom. If someone brings a
candle, they’ d bring excerptsfrom aLetter like
“BurnFree.” If someonebringsaball, they could
bring an excerpt from aL etter like* Prayer Power”
or “The Baby.”

+ Have the theme of a devotions be read-
ing funny and humorous quotes from the L et-
ters. You may be surprised at what you' Il find.

+ Have a theme of devotions be reading
far-out factsfrom the Lettersregarding the spirit
world (asfoundinVolume1, 2, or 3, theHeaven’s
Children series, or “Questions and Answers’
Letters, etc.

+ Read some of the new JETT and junior
teen devotionals, which will be posted on the
MO sitefor therenewal, Lord willing.

+ Read some of Dad’'sold dreamsfor ade-
votions. Or collect a number of Dad's dreams
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from the Letters and form groups to prepare
sKits, acting out the dreams. The audience then
guesses what the dream is and what Letter it's
from.

+ Do astudy on fulfilled prophecy.

+ Readthroughalist of Lettersor GNsand
formulate quiz questions as you go. Once you
have a good amount, host a united quiz for the
Home—Ietting them know ahead of time what
L etters the questions came from, so that they
have time to study them beforehand.

+ Read stories or biographies of on-fire,
sacrificial missionaries. (Note: The Lord gave
permission for usto read missionary storiesdur-
ing the renewal, and we' relooking into the poss-
ibility of posting some onthe MO sitefor you to
read with your JETTs and junior teens. Please
pray for this.)

+ Haveaclassonlovinginteractions. Read
from Letters like “Loving Presentation” (ML
#2894, Lifelines 21), and make up some hypo-
thetical scenariosbeforehand of true-to-lifesitu-
ations where loving presentation is needed.
Read them, and discuss how you would approach
the situation or problem lovingly and according
totheprinciplesin the Letter.

+ Have classes on the Endtime.

+ Study thelifeof Jesusor the Book of Acts.

+ Have classes on who is on your side in
the spiritual warfare, all the heavenly angelsand
warriors and helpers. Then have classes on the
monsters they are fighting, and how they hold
intheir handsthe means of defeating those mon-
sters.

+ Have classes on the keys and what they
cando. Let the JETTsand junior teensimagine
thereality of the tremendous weapons the keys
are, and what they can do with them. Imagine
what you would do and how you would react in
certain situations, how you would answer some-
one if such and such happened, etc. Or talk
about different difficult or “impossible” scen-
arios, and seewho can find the most applicable
key promiseto claim for that situation.

+ Let them receive their own Blade and
LinkUp messages.

+ Pick namesout of ahat and decideon an
interesting question you're going to ask the

Lord for each other, such as receiving a mess-
age from the person’s spirit helper or guardian
angel, or something that the person did while
they were in Heaven, etc.

+ Have skits where you dress up and act
out Bible or XN stories. They can be complex,
with many characters, or simple. Think up lines
and things to say that will depict the scene or
the feelings of the characters in the story. Or
find stories in the recent MLs that you can act
out, such as “Crowns on the Ice.”

+ Gather together, turn thelightsdown low,
and ask the Lord to speak to you on a certain
topic, such aswhether thereislife on other plan-
ets. You may want to sing asong or two to start
off, such as“We Livein the Fifth Dimension,”
whichwill bring you into the realm of the spirit.

+ Ask the Lord for a spirit story together.
For example, if you ask for a spirit story set in
thetime of the Roman persecution of Christians,
ask the Lord to assign each person a character
in the story, including a narrator, and then let
each person speak his or her part. As each per-
son speaks, the story will develop! (Note: Be
sure to record any spirit stories and spirit trips
with a dictaphone, so you can send them in if
the Lord shows you to.)

+ Read poems together. Find poems from
the MLs, the Grapevine, or the MO site, and
read them together.

+ Someof theMLsmergeover into science.
For example, thereisastudy of crystalsin“The
Crystal Pyramid” Letter. In other Letters, Dad
has outlined and explained principlesof science.
You can find these L etters and then do scientific
experiments concerning the physical phenom-
enon explained, such as constructing or grow-
ing crystalsfrom appropriate materials.

+ Look up onefamous person in the Word,
suchasDwight L. Moody or William Gladstone,
and find what Dad said about him, what sayings
of hisareintheWord, aswell aswhat anecdotes
about hislife are availablein Family pubs. You
can do this by a search on the HomeArc, or
check “Famous Characters’ in the back of Good
Thots Vol.2. Then discuss what that person’s
contribution was, and how he made the world a
better place than it was before. Discuss what
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traits you find admirable in this person.

+ Look up al thefamous men and women
of God mentioned inthe Word who were JETTs
or junior teens when they began their ministry.
Someexamplesare Pocahontas, Jeremiah, Charles
Spurgeon, Joan of Arc, Lady Jane Grey. Talk
about their lives and what you would have done
if you had beenintheir place. For example, what
if you had received the call of Jeremiah? What
would have been your reaction, and what would
you have done?

+ Findand collect quotesin theWord about
our youth and the promises that God has made
regarding Family young people. (Hint: FSM 220,
“Promises of Victory,” has lots of prophecies
about the future of the Family children and
young people!) Read these and others together,
and discuss the talents and gifts the youth have
that help them in serving the Lord.

+ Find and collect tips in the Word about
young people relating to FGAs, and then dis-
cuss how you can put these into effect. Plan an
appreciation event for the FGASs, in which you
read some of the promises from the Letters to
them and thank them for their service to the
Lord.

+ Ask the Lord for a topic to study, and
then read everything you can find in the Word
on that topic. For example, computers: Find all
the prophecies, all the XN messages, all the GT
anecdotes, and anything that Dad said about
them, and read it together. Discuss how your
lifeisaffected by computers, and how you can
use them and not let them use you.

+ Have an evening where you sit around
with the lights low and read one of Dad's spirit
trips, such as “ Space City,” or “The Ultimate
Trip.” Then ask the Lord to give each of you
visions, which you can then explain to the others.

+ Go swimming in alake. When you get
out, read “ Strange Truths.”

+ Discuss what you like about the early
daysof the Family, and brainstorm waysto make
that fervor and fire and wild dedication acom-
mon thing in your Home.

+ Have a stargazing evening where each
person relates what he or she believes is the
greatest miraclethe Lord ever did for them. Read

accounts about miracles in the Bible, MLs, or
other pubs.

+ Each morning at breakfast or devotions
have one JETT or junior teen (on a rotational
basis) present a key promise for the Home to
learn that day. Then one day each week, review
the key promises you've learned.

+ Put thekey promisesto song, to makeit
easier for the Hometo learn them.

+ Takeyour key promiseswith you on out-
reach, on cards that are easily accessible, so
you can look at them and review them during
the day.

+ Have an evening where you gather with
the whole Home to tell testimonies of miracles
or answersto prayer that you have experienced
or witnessed.

+ Dig up older pubs that your JETTs and
junior teens have never read, such astraumatic
testimonies, the FSMsthat contain testimonies
of returning young people, Hope of the Future
mags, older Blade mags, LinkUPs, applicable
older Grapevinearticles, etc. Remember, if some-
thing came out in a Grapevine seven years ago,
your now 12-year-old would have been five
then, and chances are he or she probably didn’t
readit.

+ Judge/courtroom/jury simulation; a de-
bate. Have the teens take the Scriptural posi-
tion and defend it. The adult or person hosting
the class can take the opposite position and
defend it.

+ Put things into your own words. Sum-
marize the main points of a GN, or a section
withinthe GN, inyour ownwords. Putting things
in your own words forces you to really think
about what was said.

+ Takeaprinciple or a“to do” item from
the Word you read that has a specific reward or
blessing attached to it. Write it on a chart, as
well as the date you implemented it, and how.
Then make a note of the blessings and rewards
that came about as a result. Or if there are no
visiblerewards after sometime, ask the Lord to
tell you what hidden rewardsyou havereceived
for your obedience.

+ Dedicate some Word-time slots so that
each JETT or junior teen can write up their per-

26



sonal “declaration of faith.” The topics could
be salvation, the Endtime, the Law of Love, liv-
ing by faith, dropping out of the System, etc.
This shouldn’'t be an “open book” test, but it
should come from the heart and be what they
would tell someone if they were witnessing to
them without any reference material or pubs.
Let them research the topic, or research it to-
gether and do a class on it first, and then the
next day or the next week, let them write their
personal declaration, including what they’ve
learned from the study and or/class.

+ Taketurns teaching a class on a certain
aspect of Family doctrine. Draw topics from a
hat, and then have one classaweek for however
long it takes (of course, giving each JETT or
junior teen enough time to prepare). Thisis a
good way to practice before you witness to
others or give classes to sheep.

+ Haveeach JETT or junior teentakeaturn
leading aclassona“Word Topic” from the Word
Topicsbook. You could assign thetopicsor have
each person pick the theme they want to pre-
sent. Encourage alively discussion about each
topic presented. For example, friendship, med-
dling and busybodies, peer pressure, feeling | eft
out, fascination for evil, competitiveness, etc.

+ Haveadiscussion on, “How hasthe Fam-
ily grown and changed?’ and, “What things
about the Family stay the same?’

+ Work through the 12 Foundations Siones
classes together.

+ Keep aWord “journal” of the quote(s)
that spoke to you most from that day, with a
little “diary” note of why and any thoughts re-
lated to it.

2) Ideas for recreation and fun:
+ Gotoamuseum.
+ Visit a famous or historical landmark
whereyoulive.
+ Spend aday at an amusement park or a
water park.
Go horseback riding.
Goiceskating or rollerblading.
Eat out at a restaurant.
Goonabhike.
Go skiing or snowboarding (if you live

*
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near snow), or surfing, snorkeling or water ski-
ing (if you live near the sea).

+ Go boating (be sure to use the proper
safety gear).

+ Have a beach/mountain/forest outing.

+ Have a sports day with other Homes in
the area.

+ Look into unusual sportsactivities, such
aswater skiing (or whatever isavailablein your
local area).

+ Haveabarbequeor picnic at alocal park
or inaHome'sback yard.

+ Put together jigsaw puzzles.

+ Get or build a ping pong table, a pool
table, or afoosball* table. * (foosball isagame
based on soccer that is played on atable with
rows of small model players. The models are
attached to poles that pass through the sides
of the table and are spun and moved from side
to sidein order to hit the ball.)

+ Invite all the young peoplein your area
over to your Homefor apotluck brunch or lunch,
with each person bringing a small dish, snack,
or contribution to the buffet.

3) Ideas for witnessing adventures:

152. (Mama:) Not all of theseideaswill be
doable or wisein every situation. It depends
greatly on the country and areayou livein. Some
of these would definitely not be recommended
inclosed, sensitive, or more reserved countries,
so please be sure to confirm each ideawith the
Lord to make sure they are His best for you in
your situation.

+ Do Holy Ghost samples. Even if you
don’'t sing or play that well, youwill still attract
the sheep. Team up with different Homesin the
areaif possible so asto makeit more powerful.

+ Haveagypsy witnessing adventure. Dress
up like gypsies and put on a gypsy dance per-
formanceinalocal park or populated area.

+ Dressup likeclownsand passout tracts.

+ Platforms for witnessing: Car washes,
lemonade stands, provisioning, astand at amall,
atable where you can sell tools, busking, teen
hang-outs, outside of theaters to people com-
ing out of meaningful movies, hippy fairs, beach
boardwalks.
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(Mark and Leila B, Brazil:) When |
was ateen, thetimesthat | remember most
were thetimesthat | connected with a per-
son and was able to withess one on onein
deep conversation.

When | was 19, | witnessed to ayoung
man my agewhen | was provisioning atune-
up for the Home's car. He was aso in the
mechanic’s shop having the engine of his
brand-new sports car adjusted for higher
speed and performance. | took the plunge
and witnessed to him, and this opened the
door to awhole crowd of other high-class
young people who he would bring over to
our Home. He called me the “guru,” and
often he would come to our home with 10
or 15 other young peopleand tell them, “ Sit
down, don't talk, and just listen,” hal

Through this ministry we were able to
reach a lot of young people. They would
take us out and introduce usto other friends,
meet us outside arock concert and help us
give out tracts to the young people coming
out, comeover to our Homefor Word classes
or toask for prayer for deliverancefromtheir
drug addictions and problemsin their fam-
ily, etc., and it all started in a mechanic's
shop. It just proves that it's not the type of
witnessing you do that makesit radical; you
have to be aradical yourself, and then you
will do radical things in places that aren’t
very radical.

+ Bake cookies, wrap them up or present
them in an attractive way, and go door-to-door
or shop-to-shop, handing them out with tracts,
or delivering them to your provisioning con-
tacts.

+ Haveeveryone on your witnessing team
dress up in the same bright color, such asbright
blue or green, and paint your faces the same
color to attract attention. Then have billboards
or signs with catchy and thought-provoking or
funny things written on them, related to the
tracts or posters you're passing out.

+ Pull someof thelatest “ signsof thetimes”
news articlesfrom the END and print them out.
Have an Endtime witnessing day, passing out
Endtimetractsand recent Endtimenewsarticles.
Don't forget to bring your Bibles and a list of
your Endtime verses.

+ Learnthe“Endtime Street Play” and per-
form it in a good witnessing location. (Note:
TheVCD isavailablefromthe SEA FED Board,
or your local FED Resource Center. Contact your
Regiona FED board for information.)

+ If you live near a beach, go there with
the intent to witness. Have some drinks or
snacks, or even have a barbeque prepared, and
invite sheep on the beach to join you. Eat, drink,
be merry, sing songs, and witness.

+ If you're ateam of girls, dress up like
stewardesses and hand out “free tickets’ to
Heaven, designed by the JETTs and junior
teens. One side of the ticket could say, “Free
ticket to Heaven. Valid anytime.” Then the other
side could have aBible verse or two and ashort
written salvation prayer.

+ Print out excerpts of a MO Letter in a
tract form, and hand them out. Some L ettersyou
could useare: “For God's Sake, Follow God!” or
“Stop, Look, Listen!” or “Did God MakeaMis-
take?’

+ |f there’s a harbor near you, go witness-
ing on the ships to the sailors. There are often
shipsin the port from different countries, so this
can be quite an interesting multicultural experi-
ence.

+ |f you're going on some sort of fun out-
ing, set awitnessing goal to reach beforehand.
For example, “ As soon aswewin X number of
souls, we can go ice skating.” Or, “As soon as
we hand out X number of tracts, we can go eat
at the restaurant we provisioned.”

+ Send people two-by-two with guitars
into parks and outside schools, on the beach or
at the perimeters of concerts to sing and pass
out tracts.

+ Doastreet dramaor skit. Keep your cos-
tumes on as you go out afterwards to witness.

+ Help your young people start catacomb
works in schools and other places. If they end
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up having to teach others, then this will moti-
vate them to study the Word.

+ Witness by wandering around: Walk
around the neighborhood, or get on a bus and
walk around another neighborhood, and seewhat
witnessing opportunitiesarise. A lot of timesjust
being availableto witnessfreesyour spirit help-
ers to work and provide you with the setups
necessary. Go to thelibrary, the amusement park,
the seashore; just be available and see what
happens. While wandering around, you can ask
the Lord to reveal to you who He wants you to
talk with. Try hearing Hisvoice and follow His
leading, and when He says, take aright on this
street, do it. Then if He shows you to go inside
ashop, goin, etc. Pretend that you have ahead-
set on and that you have the Lord talking with
you and giving you on-the-spot leading and di-
rection. (Note: In most librariesyou’ re not sup-
posedtotalk, butif alibrary isahappening place
in your area, you might find good witnessing
opportunities outside it or in anearby park.)

+ Gotoacoffeeshopor an Internet café, if
conducive to starting conversations and wit-
nessing to those there.

+ Goto aparking lot and put tracts under
the windshield wipers of every car.

+ Get involved in your neighborhood.
Maybe there’'s someone in the neighborhood
who needs some help, like an elderly lady who
needs her yard raked. Helping someone you
know isagood placeto start, whenit'ssimply a
goodwill job. Or you could work out doing odd
jobs or yard work for people in the neighbor-
hood for a donation, which could be saved up
and used exclusively for trips or excursions or
other activities. This could be made into a wit-
ness as well. Your “youth team” may want to
open a special savings account in alocal bank
and put the money you make in that account,
which would also help them learn about open-
ing and maintaining bank accounts. Then you
can save the money and use it for a special
project that all who worked for it can vote on.

+ Organizeathree-day faithtripto anearby
city and get out Activated mags and sell sub-
scriptions. Provision everything along the way

and your young people will experience the
Lord’'s miracle-working power of supply, pro-
tection, direction, and open doors.

(Sam and Leila, Brazl:) A few years
ago in Chile, Steven and Grace organized
united excursions together with other
parents, 3-day camps, hiking and sleeping
in tents and having inspiring Word classes.
Steven and Grace provisioned amost every-
thing, and the Lord supplied abundantly.

Recently, Joseph and Clara from the
office took ateam of four junior teenson a
faith trip all the way from Chile through
Argentina, and then to Punta del Este in
Uruguay (a famous, high-class beach re-
sort). When the teens came home, they were
soinspired and said they wished they could
stay out longer. The Lord did hundreds of
miracles for the team. They provisioned
everything, and they witnessed like never
before.

+ Gotoapark and hold acontest to seewho
can win more souls. Unite with all the young
people in the area, break up into teams of two,
and set atimeto meet again to find out who was
thewinning team. Have someone provision lunch
or dinner in arestaurant beforehand as a prize,
or have apicnic or barbequetogether afterwards
to celebrate the souls saved.

+ Havean“Activated” day. Get up and read
an Activated mag for devotions, then go out
witnessing and sell Activated subscriptions.
Assign atime to stop for prayer vigil and focus
your prayers on the Activated vision and pray
for all your subscribers.

+ Write aletter to the editor of a paper or
magazine on asocial topic, putting in awitness.

4) ldeas for personal goals:

+ Learn how to play guitar (or another in-
strument).

+ Learn how to read music.

+ Learn how to cut and style hair.
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+ Learn anew sport (like tennis, basket-
ball, soccer, etc.).

+ Learn all about massages and how to
givethem.

+ Learn about makeup (how to apply it in
moderation, about natural types of makeup, and
other techniques).

+ Learn how to cook a new type of food
(likelndian, Thai, Chinese, Greek, etc.)

+ Learn how to sew, crochet, or knit.

+ Learnribbon embroidery, cottage crafts,
or patchwork.

(Jesus:) Thereare so many hobbiesor areas
of interest that you could organizeaclub around
and make into a fun and educational source of
activity and fellowship. You may want to decide
on club rules for membership, elect officers, a
treasurer, decide on your club requirements, etc.
You can a'so bake different Word and witness-
ing and prayer projects into the club tests and
membership requirements, and organize projects
or excursions based around the club’s mission.
Everything could incorporate some aspect of
Word research and/or witnessing and the Acti-
vated tools.

The JETTs and junior teens could witness
to and invite some special person (Family or
otherwise) who knows a lot about their club
theme, to a meeting to give a talk or class—
such asapoliceofficer, alocal politician, afire
chief, a scout master, a photographer, a news-
paper reporter.

Hereareafew clubideas:

A camping club could learn about all the
different facets of camping, hiking, and sur-
vival, and then go on acamping trip together to
put what they learned to the test. They could
research the Letters and any appropriate Sys-
tem material. They can learn about map reading,
sky and star reading, and about the terrain and
vegetationintheareayou aregoingto campin.
Then after learning and experiencing a certain
amount of things and passing atest like in the

boy scouts, you get a merit badge. And with
enough merit badges, you can become an eagle
scout with added responsibilities.

« A reading club could decide on reading
projects, not only with the GNs and Word, but
select books on different topics (during the re-
newal, you would need to find books that fall
withintherenewal guidelines, or you could also
use the missionary storiesfor this; seethe MO
site), or correlating specific books with differ-
ent Word. The club could write book reviews,
get together for discussions and to compare
notes. When coming across something or some
placeinaGN or the Bible, they could also pick
research teamsfrom among themselvesto learn
more about that place or event. The club could
also organize a poetry party; tell everyone to
bring their favorite snacks and poems, then take
turnsreading poetry they found or wrote. (There
is lots of beautiful poetry in Good Thots and
Rhymes from Our Times and scattered through
other Family pubs.)

« A cooking club: Learn how to makediffer-
ent dishesfrom different countries. Learn about
theddicaciesof tastesand differencesof flavors.
Have aproject of provisioning mealsin various
restaurants, or even just visiting the restaurant,
but arrange to go there sometime when it’s not
S0 busy so you can talk to the chef or the owner
and learn some of hisor her cooking tips. Maybe
the chef will cometo one of your club meetings
and speak to theclub, or givealittle demonstra-
tion. Plan a witnessing fundraiser so you can
buy an assortment of thefood itemsyou’ | need
towork with. Arrange and plan for aclub excur-
sionto an ethnic areaof town to learn more about
the people and their foods and cultures. Then
arrangefollow-up timeswith themto get to know
them better. Seeif you can visit a marketplace
and learn about fresh herbs and spices.
