V . D . we learned from a book ob­
tained at our local V . D . C I K U C I 

1 . INCUBATION P E R I O D OF 
V D (which means any sexually 
transmitted disease) varies from 
1 to 90 days or more & because 
of the biological characteristics 
of some of these organisms, sym­
ptoms may be so slight as to be 
not noticeable. In 40-60% of 
cases there will be no symptoms 
at all. 

2. SIGNS & SYMPTOMS (if 
present) :.a_. Any rashes or lesions 
in or around the genital or peri-
genital area. These may be pain­
ful, painless or itchy. ,b_. Urethral 
or vaginal discharge. May be 
slight or profuse, clear, milkish, 
yellowish, greenish or grayish. 
"Morning gleet", a slight dis­
charge in the morning, at times, 
following defacation. £. Painful 
or frequent urination, d. Pain in 
or around the genital organs; 
low back pain. e. Painful or ir­
regular menstruation, j. Painful 
intercourse, pain during or after 
climax,bleedingafter intercourse, 
frigidity, impotence, lack of erec­
tion, premature ejaculation. £. 
Extreme fatigue or aching in 
legs or abdomen. 

3. IF Y O U SUSPECT V D at 
all, stop all sexual activity imme­
diately & $ee a doctor at once. 
Get a Gram Smear Test, obtain­
ing the results yourself. Be sure 
to find out exactly what it is 
you have, whether it is just a 
mild non-contagious irritation, 
or if it is highly contagious V D ! 
A lot of V D is spread by people 
who thought they had some lit­
tle "bacteria" & didn't want to 
take medicine for something 
they thought wasn't V D , so kept 
on fucking. Lord help us to be 
more thorough concerning con­
tagious diseases! As Dad says. 

if you love someone, you won't 
give him V D ! 

4. F I N D A DOCTOR WHO 
W I L L BE T R U T H F U L W I T H 
Y O U & will help you. Give your 
whole history of afflictions 8t 
medications taken so that if you 
do decide to take the medicine 
the doctor can prescribe the cor­
rect drug to which you are not 
resistant or allergic. 

5. P ILL OR P ILGRIMAGE? 
If you decide not to take the 
medicine but to trust the Lord 
for your healing, be sure to re­
frain from all sexual activity un­
til you get a Smear to prove you 
are healed before making love 
to anyone! If you are taking 
medication, take the prescribed 
amount of Smears at prescribed 
intervals to assure your health & 
don't resume intercourse until 
cleared. (Menstruation can hold 
off an accurate reading. Also, 
avoid douching or taking any sup­
positories for 4 8 hours before a 
smear test.) 

6. IF Y O U H A V E NO SYMP­
T O M S but someone you've had 
contact with does, this does not 
mean that you don't have the 
disease.-Get a test to be sure & 
avoid contact until you are 
cleared.
